GLOBALIZATION AND THE NATION
Keynote Talk / Abstract

To understand the relation between globalisation and international relations, it
is necessary to propaedeutically differentiate notions of new world order,
globalism, and globalisation that are often used without much theoretical
understanding, sometimes even as synonyms, which creates terminological
confusion. They are three different terms that are related because they refer to
intertwined phenomena. Globalism is an ideology, globalisation is a process of
implementing ideological premises of globalism, and new world order is a
political-legal system of an emerging world.

Concept and practice of globalisation include radical change in modern world
in favour of one centre of power and thus imply drastic change in international
relations.

Globalisation implies that contemporary international relations should be
characterised by: informal government of the world from one centre of power
by controlling and guiding global political, economic, and financial flows;
democratisation of all world countries by introducing Euro-Atlantic model of
democracy as the only valid one; negation of national sovereignty and
overcoming national identity; diminished role of the UN and of all international
organisations and institutions where proponents of globalisations are not
decision makers; ‘managerial’ instead of mediating diplomacy; exclusivity of
the right of globalists to use force in international relations; favouring
humanitarian interventions as a type of armed conflicts; attempt to direct
migrant flows and their intensity; deprivation of rights to progress to all non-
globalised countries, even more stronger ones such as Russia and China; putting
international relations directly into service of satisfying interests of
multinational companies.

The proponents of globalisation have had only limited success in these efforts
due to various types of resistance. Globalisation has been mostly achieved at
the international economic level, and much less at international political and
international security levels.

Although the beginning of globalisation announced fast end to a national state,
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its sovereignty, and consequently a nation as its basis, this has not happened.
Almost everything that has had a national prefix resisted globalisation to a
greater or lesser extent in the name of the right of the individual to exist as
much as the general, and this is the main reason why globalists see the national
as the greatest threat.

The time of great migrations, as well as the war between Russia and Ukraine,
fuelled by arms, funds, and logistics of the western forces, brought new, great,
and consequently still unfathomable challenges not only to globalisation as a
process, but to globalism as an ideology and new world order as a projected
political-legal construction of a global system. Russia has announced the new
concept of a new world order, and many countries, some of which are EU
members, have stood up against global models thus pivoting strongly towards
their national interests, restoration of their national sovereignty, and
strengthening of their national values, although it seemed up until recently that
these countries completely merged into supranational unity. It is becoming more
obvious that the war and migrations were just a reason for a reiterative renewal
of the concept of a national state as an important heritage and its greater
independence, and not only on the territory of Europe, indicating a process of
re-sovereignisation in globalised areas as a more widespread phenomenon.
This, as well as other current processes of using and distributing power among
states at a global level will undoubtedly strongly affect profiling of international
relations in the near future.

Man and the world

There is a sense of the word, and of the concept, "world" according to which the
world is, as well as e.g. justice, one or none. And indeed, this is the sense that
we find in such a natural way in the expressions "man™ or "human being™: when
we say that someone is taken "simply as a human being" then it means that it is
about someone who is part of the world, who participates in the world that is
one and the same in which all others participate in the same way. He is not just
a part of some possible world, but of the only one next to which there is no
other. In this sense, all people are part of the same world.

On the other hand, all individuals are not only unique and irreducible in their
individuality, but also their groups are articulated in this way as unique and
irreducible entities that support and substantiate this property of uniqueness by
subsuming individual irreducibility under collective irreducibility as the
ultimate source of the meaning of life that mere presence in the set of all human
beings cannot provide.

The essential position of people's lives, the human condition, is freedom - the
power of self-realization articulated in the capacity to make decisions, to set
goals and to accumulate successes in their realization over time, as our own life,
which we build ourselves and for which we bear responsibility. People, both as
individuals and as collectives, are what they make of themselves. This,
however, is not the case with the collection of all people, "mankind", which
does not have this personal quality, cannot come into a position to decide, to
take responsibility, nor to take credit or be blamed for the success or failure of
what people do — humanity cannot become a "nation”. Although it has its
history, and although there is progress in its history, humanity cannot form "jts"
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state without cardinal endangering freedom, which presupposes tolerance for
others in setting goals that define their life plans. Freedom, its very possibility,
would be cardinally threatened and brought under a destructive control that
destroys any relevant difference. In such a situation, differences would be lost,
or become just a decorative perception that cannot carry the personal capacity
of collective identity. The identity of individuals in such a world would become
not defined, as there wont be a context into which such definition would fit; it
would be world of unidentified individuals in which the possibility of forming
the meanings of terms "one’s own", " someone else's”, "a people”, "tradition”,
and even the essential part of the term "history” would be mere phantasms.

This does not mean that humanity does not have its functional basis - on the
contrary: universal hospitality, universal human empathy, and even morality
itselff (in addition to the necessity of coordination and the desirability of
cooperation of all, both individuals and all their collectives), imply the unity of
the world that knows no borders (the world extends as long as there is life). But
- only in the context in which identities are already constituted, both as
individual persons and as their collective identities - families, nations, religions,
civilizations, and many different intermediate structures that are both the
necessary assumption and the object of this universality.

Reconquista finale

Since the emergence of globalization, it has always been opposed, not only to
the concept, but to the nation itself. The requirements of globalism, as an
ideology of globalization: deregulation, trans-variety of money flows, "free
flow of goods, people, ideas and capital”, clearly show what they are directed
towards. Namely, not directly the nation but the state as such stands in the way
of general globalization. In other words, state sovereignty is its main enemy,
and the nation is the target of its attack because it represents the material
supporting pillar of the state. Hence, the nation, at least in the larger village of
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the world, appears at the same time as the bearer of the defense of sovereignty
against aggressive globalism. And vice versa: globalism is not some ahistorical
outcome, it is not an indifferent seed of anything, it itself has its own "name and
surname" according to the secretions of the results of the historical movement.
This means that, contrary to its own requirements, globalism in itself represents
only the particular interests of specific historical actors. In this sense, it already
in its essence carries the meaning of a reconquista.

Stance on imperialism as the line of demarcation between
nationalisms in Western Balkan

In this lecture, I will start with making a difference between two conceptions of
nationalism: (1) civic nationalism, in which the national identity is based on the
state and statehood, and (2) ethno-cultural nationalism, in which the national
identity is based on the people. I will then analyse the existing nations in the so-
called Western Balkan according to this division, and claim that such approach
leads to paradoxes due to the context of creating new nations and states in the
last three decade: newly formed nations get their statehood only after giving up
on sovereignty (Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro, “Kosovo”), while their
ethical nationality only within the national state understood in the first civic
sense. Instead of understanding nationalism in such manner, | will argue in
favour of distinction that is based on the stance that one nation has towards
imperialism, and give the arguments for why | believe that such demarcation
between conceptions of nationalism is more adequate for the analysis of
contemporary situation in “Western Balkan”. We can therefore single out the
following: (1) antiimperialist nations (Serbia), (3) quasi-imperialistic nations
(Croatia), and (3) auto-colonial nations (Bosnia and Herzegovina, Montenegro,
“Kosovo”). By redefining differences between nationalisms in this manner, I
will try to show the implications of such approach regarding the understanding
of international and inter-state relations in the region, as well as the position of
different states of “Western Balkan™ in the context of contemporary ongoing
changes in the geopolitical relations in the world.

Globalization and national particularities

The ongoing process of the Atlanticist globalization, if it would not be stopped
for some reason, will lead to the disappearance of identity differences between
peoples, and thus of the peoples themselves, in the foreseeable future. The
world would then become a reborn group of globalized individuals, and the
English language would become the world's mother tongue. The ultimate goal
in this sense is, therefore, the emergence of a globalized civilization in which
everything would be the same everywhere and where everyone would speak the
same language. The British Empire, if it came true, would really rule the whole
world through language. Although UK withdrew from the European Union,
English is still the official language there, despite the fact that practically no
one uses it as a mother tongue there. It would be natural that English language
leaves the European Union together with the English people. However, that did
not happen, mainly because the process of globalization, which requires that
everyone speaks the same language, English. Even in Serbia, after the 5
October Revolution, it was imposed to teach English from the first grade of
elementary school.

Elsewhere, | called this process "perverted Babylon", relying on Schelling's
discussion of the OIld Testament myth about the existence of a primitive
homogeneous humanity, not divided into nations and speaking the same
language (Luki¢, Perverted Babylon, Prosveta, 2018).

Discourse on Ukraine as a reflection on the crisis of globalization
concepts, national identity and terrorism

The subject of the paper is the discourse related to the armed conflict in
Ukraine. The conflict in Ukraine is understood both as a reflection and as a
driver of tectonic geopolitical shifts, certain research attention is given to the
concept of national identity, and finally the subject of the research includes the
impact of the conflict in Ukraine that manifested itself in official and media
interpretation of state terrorism. The paper examines the validity of the
hypothesis that the discourse on Ukraine is extremely polarized due to
geopolitical interests, that it is a reflection of contradictory and unresolved
national and global relations, and that it has influenced the actualization of
scientific applicability and the expansion of the conceptual scope of the phrase
state terrorism in the global discourse. The problem can be recognized in the
fact that in a number of cases qualifications appear without establishing the
factual situation on the basis of clear and verified procedures for establishing
the truth, which are subsequently used to justify previously used qualifications.
The goal of this scientific work is a scientific description of the mentioned
processes in order to conceive possible epistemological bases for further
research. The operational method of obtaining data that will be applied is
content analysis and discourse analysis. Certain aspects are indicated in which
the crisis of globalization as a global process manifests itself in order to direct
research attention to the investigation of the characteristics of the phenomenon
of theorizing in the contemporary international environment. The obtained
results provide a basis for the conclusion that the discourse related to the armed
conflict in Ukraine signifies tectonic shifts on the international scene and
significantly changed determinants that determine globalization trends, and the
further manifestation of contradictions related to national identity in
contemporary geopolitical constellations. It is shown that in the context of
armed conflicts in Ukraine, the actualization of the phrase state terrorism in the
media space is particularly noticeable. The key conclusion is that actions in the
international environment are limited by the unresolved relationship between
the national and the global, as well as the manipulation of the concepts of
globalization, national identity and national freedom.

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National identity and cosmopolitanism: as strategies of exploitation

The idea of a global distribution of power in the form of a laissez-faire market
created fundamentally new divisions. Instead of family, customary, religious
and cultural ties: on the basis of origin, geographical residence; global
association, polarization and individuation is interest driven. The
multidimensional nature of national identity focuses on a specific aspect of
identity in relation to national borders: ethnic identity. National identity is based
on kinship and ethnic origin, it is rooted in collective symbolism, memories and
values related to a specific territory and the projection of its future.
Globalization promotes cosmopolitan identity, international connectivity,
towards the abolition of borders. The new tribes are global. They are generated
according to the similarity of attitudes, abilities, preferences and interests.
Thanks to globalization and digitization, place (in the spatial-physical sense) no
longer means anything. Globalization, however, persists as a system of
centralized economic and political power where, in the name of abstract
freedom and individuality, absolute uniformity and control has been achieved
not only at the level of communication through the exchange of information,
but at the level of semantics. Globalization is a process of national strategies of
colonial powers, but globalization is also their product that is “exported” to
continue the agenda of domination and exploitation. National identity and
cosmopolitan identity are not value categories per se, although they are imposed
as such. In this paper, we will try to describe them as two forms of social
dynamics that are mutually conditioned and derived from proven historical
models of the struggle for power.
