RECONCEPTUALIZATION OF SOCIAL POLICY:
TRANS-NATIONAL DIMENSIONS

Resume

This paper deals with the changes in the interpretation of
social policy at the level of discursive extension of the concept with
new processes, which can be identified as trans-national (bilateral,
regional and global) plan of social policy. This constellation lead to
the introduction of concepts such as the welfare regime, welfare mix
or livelihoods, which will be considered as a result of the impact
of trans-national components, particularly globalization, in the new,
reformed articulation of social policy. The work represents a critique
of neo-liberal multilateralism in formulating of global social policy,
as well as the inclination towards globalization/universalization
of social-democratic attributes of solidarity and reciprocity. In this
sense, the regional social policy can serve as an effective barrier
to the neoliberal socio-economic patterns. The work concludes by
emphasizing the need for eclectic or holistic consideration of social
policy, dialectical combination of national social policy and its trans-
national transposition.

Position of global social policy will largely depend on what
value implications and explication we associate with the process of
globalization. Globalization can be understood as totalitarian “strong-
variant”, as fatalistic (neo-liberal) economic determinism marked by
the supremacy of global economic power over domestic counterparts,
but also as a political project exposed to constant configuration
and reconfiguration, and unpredictable and ambiguous on issues of
extensiveness, intensity and influence. The concept of social policy
which is represented in this paper is broader positioned than in the
case of the state-centric approach, which suggests the dialectical
relationship between the national and transnational forums, arena or
sphere, with unfixed number of protagonists, forms, and outcomes.
