CONCEPT AND HISTORY OF THE IDEA OF
COSMOPOLITANISM FROM THE ANTIQUITY TO THE XX
CENTURY

Resume

The author argues that the idea of cosmopolitanism is
very deeply rooted in Western philosophy and thought.
Starting from the antics, it survived the passive medieval
times and reappeared in the modern era with improved
strength. Although cosmopolitanism represents constantly
present answer to important social questions posed in
different times, its presence and eminence changed due
to and in relation to the character of certain historical
period. Cosmopolitan idea was introduced to philosophy
by Stoics, in whose writings very sophisticated accounts
of the idea can be found. In ancient Greece’s Stoics
(Zeno of Citium, Hierocles) one can find the call for
the creation of one same political community (polis) in
which all men should live. In Roman Stoicism, the same
rational nature of human beings becomes the necessary
condition for universal brotherhood and for the legal
obligations in regards to the unchangeable principles of
Justice. Since Hellenism is cosmopolitan in its essence,
it is not surprising this idea at this period occupied an
important part of European thought. Once Christianity
started to spread, it became obvious cosmopolitanism
may be well supported by the notions within its teachings,
which emphasized the fundamental equality of all men, if
they accept the faith in God as proposed by Christians.
Through all medieval centuries, this particular, more
sacral than political, version of the idea dominated the
cosmopolitan realm. The big change happened in the 18"
century, with the Enlightenment, when the individual as
a free citizen entered historical scene. That is the time
of the Declaration of Independence, as well as of the
French Revolution, and authors like Anacharsis Cloots
already acknowledged much of the future development in
the cosmopolitan thought. Also, Immanuel Kant with its
., perpetual peace project” significantly contributed to the
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progress and more firm establishment of cosmopolitan
values and discussions on hospitality and rights of
strangers. Many recent debates (i.e. the one related to
world state) are grounded on findings from this historical
period, where also the gap between international and
cosmopolitan was both designated and acknowledged for
the first time. The 19" century as an age of nationalism
(except partially in Marxism) and the first half of 20"
century (that was marked with two world wars) caused
much of the cosmopolitan momentum to be lost or slowed
down. However, during the Cold War and especially
afterwards new authors and thinkers who recognized
the hidden potential of the idea became more numerous.
Contemporary concept of cosmopolitanism is formulated,
which testifies that old notion of “cosmopolitan as citizen
of the world” is not far from the truth. Following Pogge,
normative individualism, universality and generality are
identified as main features of cosmopolitan positions,
which may vary and be of political, moral, economic,
cultural and other social types. For reasons of clarity and
coherence, a differentiation between cosmopolitanism
as an idea, practice, and an attitude is proposed, while
the term itself may have empirical, normative and
practical meaning. In conclusion, the author reminds
us that cosmopolitanism has not been changed much
through centuries, and it still consists of willingness and
appeal for forming single political community of men,
founded on equal human dignity that should dictate our
obligations towards all other human beings. It is plausible
to conclude the forthcoming period will be pleasant
environment for this ancient idea, bearing in mind the
needs and conditions of social life in the 2I° century.
Therefore, it would be of importance to remind ourselves
of its advantages, but also of its potential misuse, since
imperialist forces often accompany cosmopolitanism and
deprive it of its emancipatory content.
