PARTIALITY AS AN OBSTACLE TO SOUND ETHICAL
DECISION-MAKING IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Resume

The paper analyses the phenomenon of in decision-
making as one of the structural causes of breaching
ethical standards in the performance of public duties. The
author hypothesises that the partiality in decision-making
process does not happen haphazardly or as a contingent
individual act of a civil servant prone to misuse the
granted discretionary powers. On the contrary, the
author holds that the roots of the partiality rather lie in
the anthropological and psychological characteristics of
individual existence in a relationship to the community.
We develop our own unique habits and views in the
context of social networking with other fellow citizens;
we need to think of ourselves and others not merely as
self-standing individuals but as persons in community.
Through socialisation process we learn how to become
empathetic individuals—able to understand and share
the feelings of another—as well as how to behave
prosocially, i.e. to benefit others with no expectation
of reward. The analysis focuses on the contradiction
between the demand for sound ethical decision-making in
pursuing the public interest and high social expectations
developed from civil servant’s close bonds with family,
relatives, friends and neighbours. The clash between
compliance with the ethical standards and the practice
of giving unfair preferential treatment to one person or
group at the expense of another is clearly evident in
the case of conflict of public and private interest. The
author argues that favouritism which lies in the core of
conflict of interest is rather in strong correlation to the
dominant interpretations of what behaviour is (or is not)
permitted regarding the local cultural code than to the
legal definition of what constitutes this sort of conflict.
If the majority in a community accepts as the morally
right decision to give an unfair preferential treatment
to relatives or friends, then conflict of interest will be
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tolerated and will be rationalised by the belief that
,,blood is thicker than water”. Moreover, the situation of
potential conflict of interest will not be recognised as an
issue with ethical implications: or, at least, it will not be
considered as an important moral dilemma. Such moral
insensitivity induces the upside-down understanding of the
public service integrity, and proclaims the relativistic and
particularistic motives as being universalizable—thus the
morally right ones—only on the basis of the perception
of the personal preferences of a civil servant as socially
desirable. All things considered, the author wonders
what sort of the civil servant is actually needed. Will
the one who benefits himself inevitably benefit the others
as well? A large number of uncovered cases of grand
violations of ethical code in public administration provide
enough empirical and anecdotal evidence in support of
the claim that those who benefit only themselves never
become prone to benefit the others. Since the process of
socialisation is firmly embedded in human personality,
the partiality in decision-making must be recognised as
an in-depth structural problem that should be included
in the normative and institutional measures aimed at
strengthening the integrity of public administration in
Serbia. The author concludes that the only plausible
way towards decreasing the harmful effects of partiality
in decision-making is to create the optimal conditions
for achieving a dynamic balance in the personality and
behaviour of civil servants in terms of the level of their
empathy and solidarity, on the one hand, and their ability
for the sound ethical decision-making, on the other hand.
