REALIST APPROACHES TO THEORETICAL INQUIRIES

OF EUROPEAN UNION FOREIGN
AND SECURITY POLICY

Resume

It is the author’s intention to explore the directions and
possibilities of a realist research of European Union fore-
ign and security policy. The starting point of the research is
the fact that European Studies in general, including Euro-
pean Security Studies, have mainly stayed out of focus of
the realist theory. Therefore, some sporadic attempts at a
realist grasping of these issues are explored, with emp-
hasis being put on the difference among various schools
within realist theory. The classification of realist approac-
hes is thus offered, encompassing classical, structural and
neoclassical realism — with the last two being represented
in either defensive or offensive form. It is argued that, de-
pending on the adoption of one of three approaches, sig-
nificantly different understandings and assumptions will
be made regarding the position of the European Union as
an actor within the international system, as well as regar-
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ding its foreign and security policy. Powerful state actors
such as Germany, France or the United States of America
will, in this context, be perceived in different ways within
various approaches: as partners, rivals or adversaries. At
the same time, a decision on one of realist approaches will
produce different predictions on the prevailing internatio-
nal strategies: predominantly balancing or bandwagoning
as main competing concepts. The conclusion on the com-
patibility of realist approaches with European foreign and
security policy as an analytical terrain is that the need for
theoretical inquiry of growing internal and external issues
of the European Union will open a new and larger area for
this kind of research.
