MIGRATIONS AND CIVIL WARS: NATURE OF
MUTUAL INFLUENCE

Resume

The civil wars are the events which cause enormous human suf-
ferings, infrastructure destruction and the undermining of the states’
economic development. One of the unavoidable attributes of every
armed conflict, and especially civil war, are the long columns of refu-
gees and internally displaced persons who leave their own countries
in search for personal security. The global trends indicate that the
number of armed conflicts and displaced persons, who were forced
to leave their homes, is getting increased by alarming speed. The
civil war is a higher scale conflict which is occurring within the one
country territory and in which at least one of the parties is the of-
ficial government. In this paper, the term migrations is referred to
the forced displacement of the local inhabitants, who are forced to
leave the war torn areas, or the victims of the oppression based on
the religious, ethnic or national affiliations. Regarding the seriousness
of the consequences they produce, the interrelation between those two
phenomena, is a topic of big interest not only of relevant international
governmental and nongovernmental organizations, but the broader
academic community as well.

Therefore, the general aim of this paper is presenting the sys-
tematic review of the relevant academic literature in order to get the
deeper insights on the relation between the migrations and the civil
wars. The research has been conducted by the analysis of the most
influent theoretical papers as well as the empirical results of the re-
searches aimed at inspecting the different dimensions of the mentioned
correlation. There is a big level of concurrence between the academics
on the presumption that civil war presents the cause of forced dis-
placement. The primary response of the individuals to the fear from
killings, injuries or rape is the leave of their own homes.
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However, in analysis of the civil war influence to the migra-
tions, numerous factors should be taken into account. The nature and
characteristics of the civil war as well as social, political and economic
occurrences in the countries will have an influence to the migrations
intensity. Contemporary researches also show that individual threat
perception, which may significantly vary from person to person, could
make an impact on the decision of emigration as well. Besides the
fact that civil war could be the initiator of forced displacement, it
could also be the initiator of the health threatening and the migrants’
wellbeing.

Numerous social problems are connected with the migrations,
such as increased death rate of population, the spread of infectious
diseases; gender based violence as well as social exclusion. Identifica-
tion of various specific risks which the refugee people are facing with
will provide an adequate strategies’ defining for their own protection.
A comprehensive approach understanding of the interrelation between
those two phenomena could be obtained only by the analysis of the
research which sees the migrations as an initiator of intensifying of
the violence within the country. Migrants in reception country could
support rebellion organisations in their own country in various ways,
but at the same time they can increase the conflict potential of the
reception country.

Based on the review of the relevant theoretical papers and the
empirical research, we can conclude that the interrelation between the
civil war and the forced migrations is two-way process and extremely
complex. This implies that special attention should be provided when
inspecting various dimensions of interrelation between those two phe-
nomena.
