ECONOMY AND POLITICS IN INTERNATIONAL
THEORY: REALIST PERSPECTIVE

Resume

The relations between political-security and economic issues
represent a specific area within international theory. Whenever, in
international economic matters, there is a significant element of political,
international political economy can be considered a part of International
Relations: either as its subfield, or as one of its approaches/paradigms.
The author analyzes a specific approach to the study of international
political economy: the one put forward by the realist theory. In the
absence of a politically neutral market, economic and commercial
relations are intertwined by political dimensions, often including security
calculations inherent to realist theory. If the relations of political units
within international system vary from cooperation to conflict, they are,
at their core, potentially political. Just as political means can be used
to gain economic goals, so economic tools can be utilized to pursue
objectives ftom the political sphere — this is especially evident in the
case of international economic sanctions. Furthermore, the contempora-
ry moment of international politics increasingly causes the connecting
of economic and political-security issues. When Robert O. Keohane
and Joseph S. Nye developed the concept of complex interdependence
in 1977, it has been construed as a radical antipode to realist theory,
predicting that realism will lose its significance until, except within a
narrow area of military-political issues, it becomes completely obsolete.
Within new international circumstances, but sometimes also non-
conventional areas like international economy, however, there is room
for realist theory of international relations. Of course, it has had to
undergo numerous and significant transformations — dismissing, firstly,
the rigid determinism of military power — and it can be argued that this
very capability of changing and adapting, regarding its instruments
and techniques, but also its proposed research programs, represents
one of the key qualities of realist theory. It is indisputable that, to the
extent that in contemporary politics economic issues are intertwined
with political-security ones, International Relations, and realist theory
within it, represent an indispensable tool for their understanding.
