THE LIEBER CODE - A CENTURY AND A
HALF AFTER A GREAT CODIFICATION

Resume

In times of Civil War in the United States of America, the rules
of warfare had been codified for the first time in a comprehensive, glo-
bal manner within the document under the name of General Orders No.
100. (War Department, Adjutant General’s Office, Washington, April
24, 1863) — Instructions for the Government of Armies of the United
States in the Field, more widely known as Lieber Code, dubbed by its’
creator’s surname. For a century and a half this document represents an
inevitable literature for the numerous researchers who study legal rules
applicable at armed conflicts and situations that are direct consequences
of armed conflicts. Furthermore, a significant influence of Lieber Code
on latter codifications is quite noticeable and certain notions, defined in
Lieber Code, has not been defined better, more completely or clearly
even to present day.

Although it was primarily dedicated to codifying warfare rules,
this code comprises, for the time when it was written, a significant body
of humanitarian and legal rules, naturally adjusted to the understanding
of humanity in the second half of the nineteenth century.
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How successful was this codification?

The codification should not be judged too harshly due to its cal-
ling to numerous rules that are not allowed, barbaric and cruel, by the
present day perspective. Neither one should be too mild in remarks con-
cerning the fact that the Lieber Code contains a significant number of
humanitarian rules and that is was the first codification in this law do-
main.

Technically, the Lieber Code represents a compilation of Laws
and Customs of War, crime law and rules on military discipline. How
else we can understand some regulations such as the one that involves
death penalty but as crime regulation and an endeavor to strengthen the
system of military discipline in an army that had quantitative progress
that was not accompanied by an adequate training process of the soldi-
ers and their commanding officers, as well.

On the other hand, there is the fact that the Liecber Code was
adopted by the Prussian Army suffering only slight changes and that
Brussels Declaration from 1874 relies to the code at great extent, as
well as The Hague Conferences from 1899 and 1907.

Some of the Lieber’s ideas such as legal status of war prisoners
represent a stride long ahead from its time. Numerous rules of huma-
nitarian acting towards civilians have survived the test of time so they
serve nowadays as models for contemporary researchers (for example,
in the study Customary International Humanitarian Law, of the Inter-
national Red Cross Committee, there are at least thirty cases where the
evidence for admittance of the existence of custom legal laws is sited
from the Lieber Code).

Lieber Code contains a number of very cruel rules (set to gene-
rally prevent war crimes), we can state that it was a document skillfully
adapted to the times and conditions comprising very balanced amo-
unts of the military necessities and incoming demands for humanity.
As such, it remains as one of the most important historical road signs
concerning the development of armed conflicts law.
