CITIZENS AND POLITICAL PARTIES IN ELECTORAL
PROCESSES IN THE EUROPEAN UNION:
NON-INFLUENTIAL PRINCIPALS,
UNRESPONSIBLE AGENTS?

Resume

This article seeks to explore the roles of citizens and political
parties in political process in the European Union from the angle of
the principal-agent theory. In all modern democracies, representation
is organized by political parties. Party programs allow voters to exer-
cise prospective influence over policy, while the democratic accoun-
tability of members of parliament is realized through political parties
whose voting behavior can be observed by voters. Party membership of
members of parliament and cabinet ministers is often assumed to rule
out conflicting interests between principals and agents, thus solving the
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agency problem. In each principal-agent relationship agency problems
like shirking or sabotage can occur if the agents do not behave accor-
ding to the principal’s interests. In order to control their agents, princi-
pals have developed different mechanisms: two ex ante (screening and
selection and contract design) and two ex post (reporting requirements
and monitoring). What this model can tell us about the role of Euro-
pean citizens and political parties? Is their political will on EU issues
represented in the political competition, and do they control members
of parliament as their agents?

The contestation on European integration is structured predomi-
nantly along Left/Right dimension. Political parties do not seem to as-
sign the weight to EU that it deserves given its growing impact on nati-
onal decision-making. European issues were treated as secondary, and
political parties are not playing a linkage function in relation to the EU.
Elections for European Parliament are ‘second-order national contests’,
they are secondary to the main - national - electoral contest, and they
are ‘national’ rather than ‘European’ contests. The second-order nature
of European elections has two effects: lower turnout in European than
national elections, because parties devote fewer resources to these cam-
paigns, and lower incentives for people to vote in these contests. Euro-
pean elections give citizens an opportunity for ‘protest vote’ to punish
government. As EP elections are considered second-order, no mandate
is generated for members of European Parliament to act as European
representatives. One result is continued lack of integration of members
of European Parliament with their national party, which itself has no de-
veloped Euro-policies. But also, there is democratic deficit inside poli-
tical parties since party leaderships in government are not accountable
to their national parties in the course of EU policy and decision-making,
whether in an ex ante or ex post manner.

When it comes to the political groups in the European parlia-
ment, there is growing cohesion and political groups are becoming po-
werful actors. However, national political parties are the real principals
for members of the European parliament, since national parties are in
control of next election nomination, or future political career path.

Political parties needed ‘permissive consensus’ and depolitici-
zation of European integration process. However, world financial and
subsequent Euro-zone crisis marked the beginning of the politicization
of the European Union project. Since 2010, across Europe a number
of established political parties have suffered unprecedented losses and
populist parties have benefited from voter dissatisfaction. With awaked
principals, European political parties and politicians will be constrained
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by more active parliamentary and extra-parliamentary accountability to
their voters.
