POLICIES REGARDING RECONCILIATION OF THE

PARENTHOOD AND PAID WORK AS AN ANSWER
AGAINST LOW FERTILITY

Resume

This text is focused on analysis of the reconciliation of
parenthood and the paid work as a part of policies connect-
ed with low fertility. Due to the tendencies which have oc-
cured related to gender roles, promoting of gender equal-
ity as well as processes at the labour market, balansing
between family and work have almost key imortance for
patterns of reproductive behaviour in the countries which
have low fertility. Using of relevant demographic litera-
ture is emphasized the necessity for establishing of pro-
natalistic policy which is focused on the modern patterns
of gender roles as well as models of employment, making
more advantageous frame related to reproductive decision
making. This issues as well as the discussion of family
polices aimed to reduction of conflict roles of employed
parents are very significant for improving fertility policy
in Serbia.

Durnig period 2005-2014 in Serbia total fetility rates were
about 30% lower than in European countries which have
the higest birth rates. This difference has been seen as the
necessity for improvement of political answers toward low
fertility. Therefore it is important existences of changes
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which imply to introduce more flexible models of parental
leave and more options of childcare arrangements.

In Serbia it has been possible using of paid parental leave
for fathers for a period of one year, since 2002. However,
a few number of fathers have used this right. One part of
the explanation is based in the results of one representa-
tive research carried out durnig 2010. It has been shown
that about one half of surveyed women accept traditional
pattern of dividing of gender roles into the family. Besides
that, higher average salaries of men imply that they have
stronger influence on socio-economic status of family that
is one more reason for the prevalence of maternal leave.
Formal care about children was being developing dur-
nig socialism, but there are current issues which should
be resolved now. Unaffordable, insufficiency and malad-
justment to needs of employed parents have been resulted
with relaying to informal supporting nets of children care,
almost the most prevalence angagment of grandmothers.

Upgrading of political answers against low fertility in Ser-
bia implices the respecting of economic and socio-cultural
features as well as the adjusment to the changes which are
being occuring in order to female occupacions, their em-
ployment and improving of gender equality. The caracter-
istics of labour market are important aspect, also. The ne-
cessity for the reconcilation parenthood and work includes
longer period of growing up which implies lower grades of
elementary shool. Better development of formal childcare
should contribute making positive frame for reproductive
decision making. For that reason, this isuue is very signif-
icant for attemting to prevent further decline of fertility or
achieving the highest fertility rate within European space.
