Resume

Under the political socialization we assume political
knowledge and understanding of political developments,
the continuity of knowledge through certain time, ways
of adopting social and political norms and behavior and
sometimes, political socialization involves also the concept
of civil education. Political socialization is taking place on
two parallel tracks: on the individual level, at which an
individual is formed in the direction of political identity,
and at the level of the political community, in terms of
maintaining political culture, changing of the cultural
values and their spread. Analysis of political socialization
is important because it provides an opportunity for a better
understanding of the political system, election results and
political behavior in general. Political systems, which
take into account their future, work on the development
of systems and forms of political socialization, which
adoptes, developes and maintaines standards and core
values of the society.

Well defined value systems
form the basis of cultural and moral code of any individual
or social group. The change in the value system, which
ranges from traditional to modern, is based on a number of
indicators, including the process of political socialization,
as an important point. The question that usually arises is to
