LA POLITIQUE ETRANGERE, DE SECURITE ET
DE DEFENSE DE L’UNION EUROPENNE DANS LA
LUMIERE DU CONSTRUCTIVISME SOCIAL

Sommaire

Dans cet article, I’auteur envisage la portée du constructivisme
social dans le processus du développement de la politique de sécu-
rité et de défense de I’UE. Qu’est-ce qui rend le constructivisme so-
cial un cadre approprié pour I’explication du processus de 1’intégration
européenne, et plus précisément, de la politique de sécurité et de défen-
se de I’'UE ? Le constructivisme estime que le processus d’intégration
européenne a une influence “transformative” sur le systéme européen et
ses unités constitutives. Ce processus a changé graduellement, change-
ant en méme temps les identités des Etats membres qui ont, de leur part,
changgé les intéréts des Etats. Le constructivisme souligne 1’importance
de ce changement, qui reste “invisible” dans les approches qui négli-
gent la formation des identités et qui considerent que les intéréts des
Etats sont définis par la structure du systéme international. Cependant,
il semble que cette approche n’est pas suffisamment utilisée pour traiter
la politique de sécurité et de défense de I’UE.

L’article est divisé en trois parties. Dans la premiere, I’auteur
envisage les caractéristiques essentielles de I’approche constructiviste
dans la théorie des relations internationales. Dans la deuxiéme partie,
I’accent sera mis sur 1’explication constructiviste de 1’évolution de la
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politique de sécurité et de défense de I’UE. Finalement, dans la troisie-
me partie, [’auteur s’efforce de présenter certaines faiblesses du con-
structivisme dans 1’explication de la PESD.

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Résumé

A la différence du néoréalisme et néolibéralisme qui sont les
théories matérialistes des relations internationales et qui explorent la
répartition du pouvoir matériel, le constructivisme social considere que
I’aspect le plus important des relations internationales est de nature so-
cial et non exclusivement militaire. La réalité sociale n’est pas objec-
tive pour 1’observateur des relations internationales, ce n’est pas une
entité physique ou matérielle qui reste hors de la conscience humaine.
D’aprés le constructivisme social, la recherche des relations internatio-
nales doit donc étre orientée vers les idées et la croyance qui informent
les acteurs sur la scéne internationale, ainsi que vers les compréhensi-
ons mutuelles entre eux. Les identités sont définies et les intéréts sont
forgés dans le processus d’interaction sociale. Pour les néoréalistes, ces
identités et intéréts sont statiques, car les Etats savent qui sont et ce
qu’ils veulent avant d’entrer en interaction avec d’autres Etats. En re-
vanche, le constructivisme social considére que les Etats définissent les
identités et forgent les intéréts grace a I’interaction avec les autres Etats.
Dans le domaine de la politique étrangere, de sécurité et de défense de
I’UE, les constructivistes affirment que la raison principale qui excite
les Etats de se réunir, c’est leur désir de 1’appartenance a la communa-
uté. L’association des Etats dans le domaine de la sécurité repose sur la
tentative de créer et de transformer la communauté de sécurité a travers
les normes et les identités formées sur la base collective. Ces normes et
ces identités sont institutionnalisées graduellement, et elles contribuent
a I’approfondissement du sentiment de I’appartenance a la communa-
uté. Pour les constructivistes, ce processus représente une construction
sociale, il est le résultat de la communication des diplomaties nationales
sur leurs intentions et les perceptions de leur coopération. L’intégration
sociale est ainsi apercue comme un produit historique «naturel» de la
pratique politique quotidienne des pays membres de I’UE.
