FORMS OF OPERATIONALISATION
OF THE NATIONAL IDENTITY

Summary

In this paper we analyzed current definition and way of explor-
ing national identity and other similar concepts in Serbia. Special fo-
cus has been made on operationalization of mentioned concept, and
how different methodological approaches influences the interpretation
of this phenomenon. Few concepts and way of measuring of modern,
civil, democratic, national, cultural, educational type of collective and
individual identity has been identified. Six different way of measuring
national identity has been discovered, and all of them can be grouped
in fewer theoretical concepts that can be confirmed by mentioned meth-
odologcal approaches.

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Resume

The analysis of current data shows following operationalisation
of national identity in Serbia as used most often: 1) subjective state-
ment about nationality and national affiliation - national identity as one
of the sociodemographic variable in quantitative survey (measured by
question: what is your national affiliation?); 2) degree of attachment
to nation in comparison to other social groups: generation, gender,
profession (measured by the question: please rank the importance of
different social groups mostly ranked from 1 to 5; 3) the importance
of national identity in comparison to other group identities (measured
by the question: degree of importance of different groups on the scale
from 1 as least important to 5 most important); 4) indirect measure-
ment of national identity by different indicators: nationalism, etnocen-
trism, stereotypes, and social attitudes toward different topics devoted
to nations (measured by: construction of special scales- agree with the
statements); 5) marking the characters of your and other nations, social
distance (measured by: on the scale from positive to negative percep-
tion of special attributes - semantic differentials; or Bogardus scale by
which distance toward other social groups can be measured); 6) the
meaning of national identity (measured by: qualitative methods, dis-
burse analysis);

National identity following given operationalisation could be
theoreticaly explained by three crutial clatters: 1) national identity as
individual characteristics, 2) national identity as collective grouped
phenomenon, 3) national identity as important collective phenomenon
and initiator for political action.
