CONCEPTUAL BASIS OF RESEARCH ON DISCOURSE

For the problem of the discourse, the shift in determining which
aspects of language may be a valid object of scientific study was crucial.
In contrast to Saussureian approache that this could be just the language
as a formal system, but not its manifestation in a speech in writing, that
would just be called the concept of discourse, Wittgenstein and Austin
opened the field for the functionalist definition of a discourse as "a lan-
guage in use". Thus, the focus of research shifts from the structure of
language on its functions and specific practices related to the particular
context. Based on these shifts, poststructuralist and constructionalist
comprehensions of a discourse go a step further in the direction of fun-
ctionalism with the process of identifying discourse signification, the
creation of meaning. The discourse is defined as "evidence system that
constructs an object", "interpretation system", "continuous process of
creating the meaning and its public circulation." The concept of disco-
urse gains this way specific meanings, irreducible to the existing lingu-
istic and vocabulary definitions.

For all considered determinations of discourse, there is a com-
mon understanding of the constitutive nature of language, that is crucial
to the introduction of this term in an analytical discipline, not only soci-
olinguistics (functional and cognitive linguistics), or discourse analysis
as a centerpiece of a interdisciplinary field of study, but also the socio-
logical, anthropological, psychological study, philosophy of language,
theory of literature, rhetoric, cultural studies and media, as well as of
the study on political uses of language, research and political discourse.

The political potential of a language and its (mis)use is the eter-
nal Orwellian theme that has entered into a combination of interdisci-
plinary interpretation of the various spheres and levels of expression.
The discourse is seen as a kind of a linguistic structure, which social use
represents a specific exertion of power. By linking the notion of disco-
urse with the concept of power in his research, Michel Foucault gave
the main impetus to these studies, therefore this article gives a special
attention to his fundaments of research. Explaining the genealogy of
poststructuralist discourse analysis, Foucault has provided a conceptual
starting points that have become the theoretical and methodological fra-
mework of leading aproaches on contemporary discourse.

In his view, discourses are no longer considered as a a set sig-
nifying/labeling elements that point out to the content and performance,
but as “practices that systematically form the objects they referre to.”
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Unlike most theorists, Foucault is more interested in the latent structu-
re of the text then in its manifestational content of written and spoken
text ; this latent structure has its historical basis, because the discourse
is not simply what struggles or systems of domination translate into the
language, but is what for and with what it struggles.

Foucault sees a discourse as a power that should be won. Thus,
the power is a discursive category, the vacant position that can be occu-
pied by individuals and institutions. The role of the hegemonic discour-
ses in that means is a key, its outcount form the discursive field, deter-
mine the distribution of speech subjects in different types of discourses
and allow the appropriation of the discourse by certain categories of
subjects, and its limitations, prohibitions and censorship determine the
formation of objects of the discourse. As a unique conclusive review, in
contrast to Habermas’ concept of communicative power as the power of
discourse / debate, we set up a Foucaultian discourse of power and by
comparing their opposing positions we indicate the two final points in
the conceptualization of this term.
