LIFE IN THE THOREAUIEN WOODS OR
IN THE GLOBALISTIC JUNGLE?

— CIVIL DISOBEDIENCE: AN INTERPRETATION
AND APPLICABILITY OF THE THORE-
AU’S CONCEPTION TODAY -

Summary

The author, pointing in the article to the existence of various,
including wrong (re)interpretations of Thoreau’s conception of civil di-
sobedience, strives to offer a different interpretation which discovers
his significant importance, inspiring and revitalizing role when it comes
to modern man, with truncated human dignity, lost spiritual values and
disturbed moral integrity, and his alienated and dehumanized society,
which is placed in the vortex of the globalistic jungle. An aim is to
show that Thoreau’s conception offers an alternative of life, which in
the neo-slaveholding conditions can be sanative. This old, but today
very contemporary and modern conception requires a new, liberated
and morally renewed man, who is both responsible and actively orien-
ted citizen. Only associated acting citizens form the strength of the so-
cial capital which can play potentially significant role in strengthening
democratic, institutional and non-institutional capacities, in national,
international, transnational and global framework, respectively.

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Resume

The center of the Thoreau’s conception comprises the tension
between sovereignity of the citizens and sovereignity of non-legitimate
power, or how Martin Buber, speaking of Thoreau’s Civil disobedience,
brilliantly formulated, “the fight between true impotence of action and
the power which has become an enemy towards the truth”, which is a
man’s duty in every moment, “man’s duty as man” *?It seems that not-
hing else can more clearly point to the power of associated and acting,
and by need, disobedient citizens who actualy make the strength of the
social capital, whether in the context of (further) democratization of
modern societies (developed, or especially those in the process of tran-
sition and democratic consolidation, like the Serbian society), that is, in
the context of their institutional and non-institutional, democratic and
national capacities, or in the context of democratization of the global
order itself, i.e. the strengthening of democratic capacities of internati-
onal and transnational, economic and political institutions, respectively.

If one could make a deflection of the extremely rigid conditions
and pretty dogmatic scheme of the dominant comprehension, one could
see that, apart from the existence of various, often wrong interpretati-
ons of Thoreau’s conception, it essentially represents a “reform tactics”
(Howe Daniel Walker), aimed at provoking and implementation of the
changes in society by influencing the public opinion. Not only that,
one could come to the cognition of multiple usage of this conception,
its inspiring and revitalizing role when it comes to modern man, with
truncated human dignity, lost spiritual values and disturbed moral inte-
grity, and his alienated and dehumanized society, which is placed in the
vortex of the globalistic jungle. Thoreau’s conception offers an alterna-
tive of life: achieving of moral purification and spiritual renewal of free
man, ready to, through his activism against legal injustice, demonstrate
his compassion and solidarity with other men on a concrete manner,
against the existing globalistic restraints and numerous sophisticated
mechanisms of control, which, like in Thoreau time, only now in dif-
ferent form, restraint man’s self-endeavour, by imposing upon him the
conditions of life from various global centres of power, which look like
neoliberal, but are actually neo-slaveholding. Therefor we symbolically
formulated the alternative, arising upon the repeated reading of Thore-
au, as a life in the Thoreauien woods vis-a-vis the degrading life in the
globalistic jungle of our present.
