SWISS FEDERALIZED DEMOCRACY FOR
GIVEN HISTORIC COMMUNITIES

Summary

In this article the author demonstrates that the relation betwe-
en federalism and democracy in Switzerland goes beyond the logic of
modern statechood. On one hand, the article enlightens link between to-
day’s Swiss federation and political philosophy of Johannes Althusi-
us, thinker whose theory questions the very basic premises of modern
statehood. On the other hand, the article demonstrates that Swiss con-
stitutional history resides on essentially different understanding of de-
mocracy in comparison to classical modern liberal states. In contrast to
today’s widespread instrumental understanding of democracy, concei-
ved as an institutional tool which produces effective majorities, democ-
racy in Switzerland is aimed at enabling as much self-determination of
citizens as possible. Swiss constitutional experience, which testifies of
inherent connection between federalism and democracy, inspired some
scholars to introduce “federalized democracy” concept into theoretical
discourse. Realization of federalized democracy concept in Switzerland
has proven to be a rather efficient toll for preserving national unity and
political autonomy of historically existing communities. In today’s po-
litico- historical reality, however, federalized democracy concept has
proven to be extremely rigid and closed for all other kinds of diversity
that don’t follow historical lines of separation.

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Resume

What would be the nature of the relation between federalism and
democracy if the answer to the question “Who are the people?” was lac-
king, i.e. if it remained indefinitely open? In this article the author argu-
es that in the absence of a definitive historic answer to the demos dilem-
ma federalism could be aimed at including communities’ interests, in
their enriching diversity, in the political process at the constitutive level
of polity building. If the picture of a demos, as only ‘pouvoir constitu-
tant’ within a certain political community, was replaced by the image
of a multiple demoi, existing and cooperating within a polity, then the
very essence of the relation between federalism and democracy could
be changed; fundamental categories of modern constitutionalism could
be put aside; federalism and democracy could be understood as inhe-
rently linked to one another. Consequently, it would become possible to
describe their relation as a federalized democracy.

This article is aimed at discovering traces of federalized democ-
racy concept within the Swiss constitutional and political system. The
Swiss political system is based on the idea that political power is not
something that should be primarily restricted, given its strong potentials
for evil, but, instead, that political power is something that those who
are influenced by it should be included in it. This is the major reason
why in Switzerland federalism is not conceived primarily as an instru-
ment for the restriction of the sphere of authority and the enlargement of
the sphere of individual freedoms, but, instead, as a communal democ-
ratic devise for active inclusion of particular interests of ethnically, re-
ligiously, and linguistically diverse cantons and municipalities into the
governance process. Thanks to the federalized democracy constitutive
concept, language and cultural communities, which existed at the mo-
ment of establishing the Constitution of 1848, obtained full recognition
through their democratic integration into the multilevel federal gover-
nance process. However, those communities are not the only existing
ones within a contemporary Swiss polity. According to ever-changing
historical circumstances, new socio-economic diversities, that do not
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follow the historical line of separation, have emerged. Today, 20 per-
cent of the population in Switzerland are foreign workers. Given that
the Swiss institutionalization of diversities comprises only historically
given communities, foreign emigrants can participate in the governan-
ce process only after being assimilated into one of the existing cultural,
religious, or language communities. The reason for this inherent limit
of Swiss federalized democracy lays in the fact that Switzerland was
transformed from an unfinished to a finished political community in a
very peculiar way. Federalized democracy concept cannot be followed
consequently and applied literally in a modern state, given that its very
logic is based on consensus seeking between communities emerging ac-
cording to the ever-changing socio-historical milieu, negates the basic
premises of modern political community.

Swiss original and complex answer to the question “Who are the
people?” was not blind to the different cultural identities of previously
existing communities. Nonetheless, by resolving the question once and
for all, every possibility for inclusion of new communities, that could
in the meanwhile emerge as a result of changed historical and social
circumstances, into the process of Swiss federalized democracy, was
permanently excluded. Diversities that are included into the political
process through federalism are frozen for all time and resistant to the
changing political, economical, and social milieu. Those diversities are
given and not freely chosen by individuals who are characterized by
numerous diverse and conflicting interests that are connected to diffe-
rent spheres of their lives such as cultural, economical, social, and pro-
fessional, etc. An innovative historical answer to the question of “Who
are the people?”, which has proven extremely flexible for preserving
different identities of French, German, and Italian, Catholic and Prote-
stant communities, has proven extremely rigid and closed for all other
diversities that do not follow the historically given line of demarcation.
In that sense, it may be concluded that once it was finished, Switzerland
became more finished, artificial, and exclusive than all other nation sta-
tes.
