THE CONCEPT OF STRATEGIC CULTURE: THE CASE OF

Summary

The primary research intention of this paper is analyzing
of ideational and behavioral phenomena that characteri-
ze the formulating process of the EU strategic agenda. In
the first part of the paper, the authors analyzes the general
theoretical problems in defining the concept of strategic
culture as a relationship between strategic culture and be-
havior of political entities in genere.
