EAST ASTIAN REGIONALISM: IDEATIONAL
CONTEXT

Summary

This paper assumes that regionalism is one of the most
attractive issue of actual political thought, while the East
Asian region is defined as the most interesting area of glo-
bal economic and political reality. Unlike the old theory of
regionalism, one of the most important aspects of the new
theory of regionalism is a contestation of different ideas
about the benefits arising out of the formulation of com-
mon regional goals, norms and values. Accordingly, the
development of East Asian regionalism is characterized by
two different sets of ideas and institutions based on them:
(1) ,,ASEAN and APT vision “- which is predominantly fo-
unded on the principles of limited regionalism; and (2)
LAPEC and EAS vision - which is predominantly foun-
ded on the idea of open regionalism. Because of the great
cultural, economic, political, demographic and regional
diversity, the long history of conflicts at intra-regional le-
vel and international level, and weak East Asian identity,
the present regional situation is marked by prevalence of
ASEAN and APT ideational alternative.

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Resume

Nowadays it is possible to say that in East Asian region-
alism the expression of prevalence in “ideological ten-
dency” or vision is incorporated into the ASEAN, that is,
APT, and indirectly there is also a Chinese approach to
main principles, organizational structure and institutional
establishment of this region. Here it is necessary to under-
line that the ASEAN is burdened with some certain “prob-
lems” that more and less might influence successfulness
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of its functionality but does not mean degradation of its
position as a most acceptable ideological modus. In this
sense, a principle of non-intrusion into internal activities
of a member-state might also influence a desired level of
regional cooperativeness and integration and a tendency
to create the regional community might be obstructed with
insisting on inviolability of sovereign rights of the states.
Therefore an important ideological point of “the ASEAN
view” on future of the region is a consensual (consensus)
decision bringing. A direct consequence of the consensus
is a very complicated procedure regarding the increase of
the number of the member-states of this organization. It
is complicated in the meaning of the need to harmonize
sometimes very different and rigid views of the member-
states, which directly reflects a certain level of inherent
self-sufficiency, obstacles and “‘regulative caution” in re-
lation to its extension. It is necessary also to add to this a
fact that China and Japan consider the ASEAN (or APT) to
represent a leading organization of institutional develop-
ment of East Asian regionalism. It implies that, in order to
preserve such position, it is difficult to expect its support
to an idea of the establishment of a broader concept of the
region.
