IMPORTANCE OF GOOD INSTITUCIONALIZATION
IN AGRICULTURE FOR SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT

Summary

In this text author analyzed basic determinants of deve-
lopment of agriculture in various states around the world
throughout history. The author underlined that in the pro-
cess of development of agriculture in these states one of
main preconditions for developing agriculture was crea-
tion of stable systems of social norms and legal and politi-
cal institutionalization that preceded creation of technical
and informative systems for development of agriculture.
Author came to conclusion that development of agricultu-
re in developed states was the result of consensus on signi-
ficance of agriculture in their ancient political communi-
ties as well as the result of cooperation of members of all
social classes in subsequent development of agriculture.
This implies that the development of agriculture was the
result of understanding of leading political philosophers,
lawyers, economists and technologists in these states on
significance of agriculture for general development of the-
ir states and subsequent transfer of knowledge of these le-
ading intellectuals to members of social class of peasants
in their states.

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Resume

In this text author analyzed emergence of first settlement
communities and states worldwide and their subsequent
development. In the text also there is analyzed significance
of development of agriculture and its successful institutio-
nalization for social development in general.

First part of the text is dedicated to an analysis of first
human settlements in the valleys of the rivers worldwide,
taking into consideration in particular first human settle-
ments on the river Danube in Serbia of today, such as an-
cient Neolithic and Mesolithic human settlements Lepen-
ski Vir and Vinca. The author also dedicated one part of
the text to presentation of influence of good organization
of cultivating rice fields in Asian states to subsequent insti-
tutional organization of Asian states and creation of their
specific systems of social values. Then the author analyzed
creation of institutions such as the land property and pri-
mary family institutions worldwide and the role of tradi-
tional religions on creation of systems of social norms in
the states with developed agricultural institutionalization.
In this context the author analyzed rapid development of
agriculture in territory of Apennine peninsula starting
from thirteen century, as well as rapid development of
agriculture in Great Britain from sixteen century and on
and development of agriculture in Canada from sevente-
enth century and on and in Switzerland and Germany from
nineteenth century and on.

The author underlined a fact that in certain states such
as Great Britain, Germany, Italy, Russia or Switzerland
contribution of main political philosophers, theologists or
the state rulers who took agriculture into the focus of their
thinking as well as successful implementation of both so-
cial and natural sciences in society was of crucial impor-
tance for successful development of agriculture in these
states. In this context the author underlined the idea of
“synthesis of nobleness and science” by British scientist
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Joseph Banks regarding development of agricultural land
in British villages and in British economy in general at
the turn of eighteenth and nineteenth century as a good
example of synthesis of knowledge and skills of the people
living in both rural and urban communities for purpose of
development of agriculture and economy in their society
in general. In similar sense examples of some successful
symbiosis of Swiss and German natural and social scienti-
fic education and entrepreneurship are presented as well.

In final chapters the author presented examples of suc-
cessful institutionalization in the field of education and
agriculture in some developed states in the world. As par-
ticularly valuable examples the author underlined growing
number of marketable cartoons, books and other media
for children and adults alike which successfully promote
agricultural production and living in rural areas and con-
sequently help development of agriculture and economy
in this area. In final part of the text it is underlined that in
twenty first century of vital importance there will be eco-
logical education of young generations as well as careful
consideration of protection of rural lands from numero-
us natural catastrophes and natural phenomenon such as
the earthquakes, floods, fires, aridity of fertile lands and
similar, as this growing problem of protection of natural
resources from natural disasters will demand some new
types of institutionalization in the field of agriculture and
development of rural areas in general.
