TERM AND DEFINITION OF SECURITY AND THEORY OF
RELATIONISM IN CONSIDERATIONS OF SECURITY

Summary

The goal of this article is to identify and discus with
relevant methodology main theories of Security. Using the
comparative approach on classical and modern theories,
it has been derived that term Security is best described
in international concepts. Neoliberalism and Neorealism
gradually develop conclusion on necessity of introduction
of systemic aspects to the basic variables expanding
approach with collective dependent variables. Security
can here be defind as the Multivariational term, on
which relevant Operational Ressearch, and in first place
programming, can be of particulary high relevance. In
metrological critical analysys of main groups of theories,
including systemic theory or approach, it has been conc-
luded that most consistent way of defining of the Security
is the one provided by Relationistic Philosophy and met-
hodology.

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Resume

The phenomenon of security has been subject of conti-
nuous studies of many branches of social sciences for a
long period of time. This phenomenon has been subject
also of the philosophy, particularly of its part focused on
the questions of social/natural rights and of the war and
peace. It can be noticed that the basic methods of the phi-
losophical approach to the notion of security are identical
with those used in sociology and political-legal sciences.
In the contemporary international public law, a generally
accepted definition of the notion of security does not exist.

The purpose of the present article is to identify and discus,
by applying the relevant methodology, the main theories of
security. The analysis starts with the theories that dates in
the antique Greece, covers the Medieval and Renaissance
periods and ends with the modern liberal theories, that
originate in the ideas of Locke and Montesquieu and end
with the present-day neofunctionalism and neoliberalism.
In parallel, the other mainstream views on the security
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phenomenon are also analyzed, those related to the realist
doctrine. They also originate in the helenic period, find
further developments in the ideas of Machiavelli and
Hobbes, and end with the neorealist theory of K. Waltz.
The important contribution to the security theory given by
the Marxist doctrine is also noted, particularly the Lenin
approach to the origin of imperialst wars.

Using the comparative analysis of classical and modern
security theories, it has been concluded that the notion
of security can best be determined by the concepts of
international relations theory. Neoliberalism and neor-
ealism gradually lead to the conclusion of the necessity
of adding systemic aspects to the basic variables, thus
expanding the approach with collective dependent
variables. Hence, security can be defined as a multiva-
riant phenomenon, in the study of which the operational
research, and the linear and non-linear programming in
the first place, can be of particularly high relevance. The
methodological critical analysys of the main groups of th-
eories, including the general systems theory, leads to the
conclusion that the most consistent way of defining the
notion of security is the one provided by the relationist
philosophy and methodology.

The relationist approach is based on the modified general
systems theory in which the basic element (or elements
in a structure) is replaced by the relation that preceeds
the existence of the element (as part of a system). In
that way, the problem of non-dynamical elementarism is
superceded, and, at the same time, a new level of variables
is introduced. The internal aspects of individual elements
in the system (the states) can now be easily identified,
which is important for the determination of the entire and
individual motion in the security system. It is now obvious
that the security, apart of its international variables, poss-
esses also internal variables that are in a systemic relation
with the external ones. Only when all relevant levels of
variables are taken into account, a dynamical framework
can be created for understanding and explanation of the
security phenomena at a high level of accuracy and pred-
ictive power.
