Summary

In last year, National parliament of Republic of Serbia
has ratified two importance conventions: Convention
UNESCO for the safeguarding of the intangible cultural
heritage from 2003 and Convention of Council of Europe
of the value of cultural heritage for society from 2005. In
these conventions have defined notion, contents, charac-
teristics and role of intangible cultural heritage for peo-
ple civilization and its way, proceeding and conditions of
preserve and system of protection. In this way our state
organs are obliging to bring new laws for establish of
international standards in cultural field to law and social
system of Republic of Serbia. In this paper the author has
analysed these international conventions, its solutions and
system of international and national law protection to cul-
tural heritage and Serbia’s Code of culture from 2009. and
harmonization these solutions with international conven-
tions and its standards.

In last year, National parliament of Republic of Serbia
has ratified two importance oonventions: Convention
UNESCO for the safeguarding of the intangible cultural
heritage from 2003 and Convention of Council of Europe
of the value of cultural heritage for society from 2005. In
these conventions have defined notion, contents, charac-
teristics and role of intangible cultural heritage for peo-
ple civilization and its way, proceeding and conditions of
preserve and system of protection. In this way our state
organs are obliging to bring new laws for establish of
international standards in cultural field to law and social
system of Republic of Serbia. That formed the grounds
for the completion of the existing system of registration,
conservation, improvement and protection of cultural he-
ritage, consisting of several different international docu-
ments adopted by this European regional organization
such as: 1) the European Cultural Convention adopted in
1954, 2) the Convention for the Protection of the Archi-
tectural Heritage of Europe adopted in 1985, 3) the Euro-
pean Convention on the Protection of the Archaeological
Heritage of Europe, adopted in 1992 and 4) The European
Landscape Convention adopted in 2000.

These conventions were adopted in order to accomplish
the goals determined as the achieved level of consensus of
the states that are members of these international organi-
zations, pertinent to the following questions: 1) the recog-
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nition that the right relating to cultural heritage cannot be
separated from the right to participate in cultural life, as
it has previously been determined by the Universal Decla-
ration on Human Rights (adopted by the OUN in 1948), 2)
the recognition of individual and collective responsibility
for cultural heritage as the common heritage of the entire
mankind, 3) emphasizing as its final goal the conservation
of cultural heritage and its sustainable use for human de-
velopment and the quality of life and 4) taking necessary
steps to apply the provisions of the Convention concer-
ning: a) the role of cultural heritage in the construction of
peaceful and democratic society and the process of susta-
inable development along with the promotion of cultural
diversity and b) greater synergy of competences among all
the interested public, institutional and private actors.

When adopting the two conventions, the states took into
account the fact that one of the fundamental principles the
establishment and the activity of the United nations and
Council of Europe rests upon is to achieve greater unity
between its members, in order to conserve and improve
the ideals and principles based upon the respect of hu-
man rights, democracy and the rule of law (which their
common heritage is comprised of), so that people and hu-
man values are to be put in the center of the enlarged and
transversal concept of cultural heritage. With the aim to
emphasize the values and the potentials of cultural heri-
tage wisely used as one of the important resources of su-
stainable development and quality of life in a constantly
evolving society, the UNESCO and Council of Europe and
the states as its members are completely aware of each in-
dividual’s right to, with the respect of rights and freedoms
of others, engage with the cultural heritage of his choice,
as an aspect of the right to freely participate in cultural li-
fe enshrined in the United Nations Universal Declaration
of Human Rights (1948) and guaranteed by the Internati-
onal Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights
(1966).

In accordance with that, the European Convention empha-
sizes the need to involve everyone in the on-going process
of defining and managing cultural heritage, through which
the principle of heritage policies and educational initiati-
ves treating all cultural heritages equitably and promoting
dialogue among cultures and religions is fully expressed.
That creates grounds for the establishment of a “pan -
European” frame for cooperation in the dynamic process
of practical implementation of the principles of conserva-
tion and protection of cultural heritage, as the legacy of
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human civilization's development, which rests upon the
European Cultural Convention from 1954. Common cul-
tural heritage of Europe, which connects its past, present
and future includes two types of elements: 1) all forms of
cultural heritage in Europe, which together constitute a
shared source of, remembrance, understanding, identity,
cohesion and creativity, and 2) the ideals, principles and
values, derived from the experience gained through pro-
gress and past conflicts, which foster the development of a
peaceful and stable society, founded on respect for human
rights, democracy and the rule of law.

As defined above, cultural heritage actually represents a
group of resources inherited from the past which people
identify, independently of ownership, as a reflection and
expression of their constantly evolving values, beliefs,
knowledge and traditions. It includes all aspects of the
environment resulting from the interaction between peo-
ple and places through time. The states as member of the
international organisations and Council of Europe have
taken certain rights and obligations towards the cultural
heritage determined in such way and being of a particular
significance for the society as a whole. That corpus of their
rights and obligations is comprised of the following state-
ments. Accordingly, the states, as the parties to this Euro-
pean convention, agree that 1) everyone, alone or collecti-
vely, has the right to benefit from the cultural heritage and
to contribute towards its enrichment, 2) everyone, alone
or collectively, has the responsibility to respect the cul-
tural heritage of others as much as their own heritage,
and consequently the common heritage of Europe and 3)
exercise of the right to cultural heritage may be subject
only to those restrictions which are necessary in a democ-
ratic society for the protection of the public interest and
the rights and freedoms of others. In that sense, European
states are obliged to take the following measures and acti-
ons in their national, political, legal and social systems: 1)
recognizing the public interest associated with elements of
the cultural heritage in accordance with their importance
to society, 2) enhancing the value of the cultural heritage
through its identification, study, interpretation, protection,
conservation and presentation and 3) ensuring, in the spe-
cific context of each state, that legislative provisions exist
for exercising the right to cultural heritage.
