SOCIAL CLEAVAGES AND DEMANDS FOR SECESSION
IN THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA — A CASE
OF XINJIANG

Summary

Ethnic conflicts are one of the most serious threats for pe-
ace and stability of a state and they even pose a threat
for international peace and security. Therefore, from the
standpoint of their prevention it is very important to rese-
arch the nature and causes of ethnic conflicts. Accordingly,
in this paper the field of ethnic conflicts is elaborated on
a concrete example of an ethnic conflict between Han po-
pulation and Uyghur ethnic minority in Xinjiang Uyghur
Autonomous Region in the People’s Republic of China.
In this paper a basic (central) research question is: how
and in what way the changes in socio-political structure,
which had been initiated by the state centre since the time
of formation of the People s Republic of China in 1949,
have influenced the outbreak of ethnic conflict between the
Hans and Uyghurs. Author attempted to present in what
way the changes, which had been caused by a new model
of organization of the government in China in the process
of nation-state building, have lead to the outbreak of so-
cial cleavages and strengthening of Uyghur nationalism
and separatism and in the end resulted in the outbreak of
the ethnic conflict. The paper is structured in the way that
after the introductory part regarding the topic of the paper,
we will present basic data on the Xinjiang Uyghur Auto-
nomous Region and then we will present a short historical
overview of this region in the period before the formation
of the People’s Republic of China. The second part of this
paper will deal with the social cleavages that characterize
Chinese society in this part of territory of China.

Resume

Political, economic and general social changes which had
occured in China after 1949 undubitably have also influ-
enced Xinjiang, which became an integral part of the Pe-
ople’s Republic of China at the time. From this moment
there occurred great changes in socio-political, economic
and social structure in general in Xinjiang. The changes
were caused by new organization of central government
and formation of a new political and administrative system
in Xinjiang. One of the most important changes was immi-
gration of a huge number of members of Han Chinese. In
the beginning these migrations of the Han population to-
ward Xinjiang were organized by the State, and most often
that was done by so-called bingtuan organizations. Later
the migrations occurred spontaneously, caused by the se-
arch for better living conditions. As time went by the Han
became the second largest ethnic group with almost equal
number of members as the Uyghurs, who before that had
been largely dominant population of Xinjiang. As it turned
out these changes in demographic structure lead also to
the changes in other spheres of life, influencing traditional
living patterns and forms of economy and causing deep
cleavages in society of this region. As presented in the
paper, these and such changes have mostly influenced Mu-
slim population and primarily the Uyghurs. Referring to
differences in culture, religion, language and general way
of life in regard to the Han population, and also claiming
that political organization of Chinese state prevented the
practice of most essential elements of the Uyghur identity
such as the religion and language, a part of the Uyghur
population organized separatist and later even terrorist
groups for purpose of accomplishment of their nationali-
stic objectives. A main objective for all of these groups is a
secession of Xinjiang from China and establishment of an
independent Uyghur state East Turkestan. Majority of the
groups organized in such way referred to periods when,
according to their opinion, the Uyghurs had their own sta-
te — First and Second East Turkestan Republic. A part of
the Uyghur population claims that the Uyghur identity co-
uld be preserved only within the borders of an independent
Uyghur state based on Islamic norms in which they see an
alternative to China's secular order. Regarding this it is
necessary to mention that there are also members of the
Uyghur ethnic group who claim that the secession and in-
dependence are the only one solution, but that the Uyghur
state must be established on secular grounds.
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As it could be seen in the paper, the Uyghur ethnic group,
being still the majority, lives by traditional norms of be-
havior, most often based on Islam and it lives largely in
rural environment, and as such it holds strong resistance
toward modernization which the central government of the
People’s Republic of China has tried to implement there.
The conclusion of the paper is that in fact the basis of this
conflict is confrontation of two cultural forms, of the two
ethnic groups, and most importantly - the conflict between
traditional and modern. As it could be seen in the paper,
the Uyghurs are largely concentrated in southern parts
of Xinjiang and in the areas, cities and neighborhoods in
which the Hans are majority the Uyghurs live in separate
groups in the districts and they try not to come in contact
with the Han Chinese. Also an obstacle for majority of the
Uyghurs is the lack of knowledge of Mandarin language,
which is the official language of the Chinese state. It also
became obvious that the religion, namely Islam, has a very
great role in the way of life and norms of behavior of the
Uyghurs and that it makes a core of the Uyghur identity.
Although the central government has succeeded to develop
the region of Xinjiang in economic and every other way, or
in other words the region has been industrialized, agricul-
tural production has been modernized, living conditions
of both the Hans and the Uyghurs have been improved,
new traffic and railway infrastructure has been built and
the whole region has been rapidly urbanized, a feeling of
dissatisfaction of a part of the Uyghur population has still
remained. As the years go by such feeling has increased
even more and has manifested itself in the form of aban-
donment of peaceful means for overcoming of such social
cleavages and has turned in direction of the use of force.
