NATIONAL CAPACITY IN TERMS OF GLOBALIZATION

Resume

This paper is focused on state capacity in the era of glo-
balization. Numerous aspects and consequences of globa-
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lization have direct impact on state capacity, as well as on
its sovereignty and autonomy. First part of text is dedica-
ted towards epistemological and theoretical explanation
of state capacity and related phenomena s. It includes dif-
ferent academic approaches, where state capacity is defi-
ned as fiscal capacity of state and its potential in resources
acumulation, but also those which state capacity see as its
posibility to influence society and social relations. Moreo-
ver, problems in transitional state capacity building is one
of key points in this part.

Following chapter deals with several globalization com-
ponents and its outcomes on state capacity. In contem-
porary world, we can hardly speak about one globaliza-
tion, or one, straightforward globalization. What we are
presently witnessing is world without unified culture, and
world of different visions on globalization. According to
this, state building radically varies among countries and
regions. Adaptive, transformative capacity of state is one
among possible responses to globalization challenges. Se-
cond, practice in some developed countries (Switzerland
is excellent example) has proven that multiplied ,, veto po-
ints , where citizens have significant role in decision-ma-
king process are more reluctant to mentioned challenges.

Finally, concluding part is oriented towards pro-
viding potential institutional changes and reforms
which could overreach problems O]gstateness in glo-
balizing world. Author points on political support
and citizen's participation in political processes as
one of most important targets in state rebuilding. Re-
affirmation of social, health and other welfare polici-
es in widely recognized liberal systems (USA, Great
Britain) signs new era in state building and ineffici-
ency of current global order. It also signs turnover
and “great comeback” of national state.
