CLIMATE CHANGE AND REFORM
OF THE GOVERNANCE SYSTEM

Resume

The complexity of the system of governance in the area
of climate change is caused by various factors. There-
fore, there are more issues that have to be tackled prior
whose solution impact on the way of organizing institu-
tions in the field of the climate change as an element of
governance system. Generally speaking, the role of the
various institutions in the system at the global, regional
and national levels should be viewed in the context of ac-
hieving the defined objectives as well as regulatory pro-
visions contained in the various sources of international
and national law. The general framework of the system
established by the UN Framework Convention on Climate
Change and the Kyoto Protocol and other international
agreements in the field of environment, is subject of the
review particularly from the aspect of its effectiveness in
the context of discussions on the future of the negotiations
under the Kyoto Protocol. The first commitment period for
reducing emissions of greenhouse gases in the Kyoto Pro-
tocol member states has expired and there is no consensus
about future goals. The combination of specific regional
and national interests of individual countries has resulted
in a new grouping of countries and new ideas on the mo-
dalities of the institutional arrangements. This starts with
the basic elements of the institutional governance system
established by relevant international agreements, then the
current results and open issues in the functioning of the
United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and a
number of specialized agencies of the UN system. Most
of the leading international organizations of the regional
character implement special activities and have organiza-
tional units dealing with climate change. The main content
of the national entities’ role in the system are the obliga-
tions under international treaties and national laws of in-
dividual countries, while problems of the implementation
efficiency of the international obligations are linked with
the characteristics of international law in general. In the
literature the eminent is almost general consensus that the
current system of governance has multiple system defici-
encies and to reform the governance system involves insti-
tutional reform at the global level (particularly the reform
of the existing system of international multilateral treaties
in the field of Environment and the UNEP), with the pos-
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sibility of establishing a separate international organiza-
tion that would be (possibly as a specialized agency of the
UN system) dealing with environmental issues. There are
more possible modalities and implications of each of the-
se options, i.e. a combination of several different options.
However, the system reform is in the shade of the need to
define global perspective toward climate change as a pro-
blem and for the states who are largest emitters to agree
on greenhouse gases. This applies both to the objectives
and the instruments to achieve defined goals. Moreover,
that implies a need for changes in the relationship between
global, regional and national levels of governance as well
as the establishment of the clear mechanisms of coopera-
tion between the different levels of governance.
