ETHNIC VIOLENCE AND IDENTITY

Resume

Ethnic wars and violence have multiple significant social
functions, out of which one of the most important is the-
ir role in the formation and affirmation of individual and
collective ethnic / national identity. Although every armed
conflict starts a number of mechanisms crucial for the cre-
ation of the cohesion of a community in order to defend the
territory, culture and lives of its members, out of which one
of the most important is the affirmation of ethnic / national
identities, conflicts caused, motivated and represented by
ethnic and / or religious differences often manifest much
higher level of emotionality, while the violence is fitted
within a cultural frame, becoming a symbol of cultural va-
lues, which consequently leads to the strengthening of the
real or imagined causes of conflict -

ethnic and religious identities. The direct experience of
war has an immense impact on humans, affecting their
sense of self in multiple ways. Every threat to the physical
survival and identity of the ethnic or national group leads
to the mobilization of the community and close bonding
of its members. Individuals and communities faced with a
danger of physical extinction naturally turn toward each
other for that increases their chances of survival and the
ability to fight off the enemy. The collective arousal of a
political crisis within a society, where one man's opportu-
nity is another s danger, can cause rapid shifis and polari-
sations which confound what has gone before. Within such
a community, strong, contradictory emotions are being
developed — animosity and resistance towards the enemy,
and, at the same time, closeness and solidarity with the
other group members. The structure of the relations and
connections between ethnic violence and identity is extre-
mely complex, for these two phenomena have symbiotic
relationship and influence each other in different ways —
every threat to a national collectivity leads to the cohesion
within a community and rise of all the factors which deter-
mine its ethnic and cultural characteristics, while, on the
other hand, a strong feeling of national identity facilitates
and encourages mobilization on the ethnic base in the case
of the threat of conflict.

In many cases, the aim of the war is not only the gain of the
territories and the physical destruction of the people, but
also the systematic destruction of their culture, tradition
and history, that is, the complete eradication of the histo-
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rical existence of the particular national or ethnic group
on a particular territory. Therefore, if a war is observed
as a collective experience it could be said that its primary
impact on victims is through their witnessing the destruc-
tion of a social world embodying their history, identity and
living values.®” Faced with a possible eradication of their
culture and value systems people naturally or, in some ca-
ses, even forcibly tend to start identifying themselves in et-
hnic and national terms. The other reason for the empha-
sis on a shared culture in the times of crisis is its ‘bonding
power.’ The sense of “the community” and the boost of the
morale is further enhanced by the emphasis on al the sha-
red traits of an ethnic group or a nation, particularly those
that make it distinguishable and different from an enemy.
The first-hand experience of the war, therefore, serves as
a base for creating the conceptual frame of the “friends
and enemies” theory which serves to further shape iden-
tities and create boundaries necessary for distinguishing,
at the times, the thin line between “us and them.”’ Indivi-
duals and communities, therefore, in most cases emerge
from the wars being more aware of their sense of identity,
and feeling strongly about traits shared by their national
or ethnic group.
