Resume

War, violence and experiences derived from these trauma-
tic events have many important social functions, one of
which is their role in the formation and affirmation of indi-
vidual and collective national identity. The wartime atro-
cities provide a singularly powerful reservoir of suppres-
sed and repressed memories, surviving as artifacts of a
particular sort, both inside and outside of the boundaries
of publicly permitted discourse. There are different ways
in which the war and war memories influence the indivi-
dual and collective identity of the people. The impact of
the war on the sense of identity cannot be analyzed sepa-
rately from the impact of history, culture, religion, tradi-
tion, state and society on identity, because all these factors
are intertwined in the historical process of identity forma-
tion. Apart from the direct experience of war, its historical
experience also plays the crucial role in the formation of
the identities of national and ethnic groups. Given the fact
that wars, foreign occupations and long periods of politi-
cal crisis constitute the substantial parts of the histories of
most nations and ethnic groups, the impact of the history
on national identity is, in large part, the impact of the war,
violence and different types of political crisis on identity.
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Wars everywhere have always played a major role in hi-
storical memory, even the oldest myths and traditions deal
with fighting and killing. Historical narratives provide a
framework for locating the self within a particular inter-
pretation of larger processes, which can be done in a num-
ber of ways. History is often “learned” within the family,
as the shared experiences of one generation are passed on
to the next generations. This process is individual, and,
therefore, not dependent on the state and society. In so-
me cases, the war memories that have been passed from
one generation to another differ sharply from the official
narrative regarding the same events. Apart from that, the
historical narratives of the war are employed by the indi-
vidual states and political regimes in order to create spe-
cific war memories among the population. Wars, whether
victorious or lost, are used by state authorities, not only
to strengthen national identity, but also to transmit offici-
ally desired social values and virtues. Considering the fact
that the experience of war is the most powerful and effec-
tive catalyst of individual, national and political identiti-
es, wartime memories can be employed in different ways
to shape the feelings and opinions of the members of the
particular community. The ways in which wars are “used”
by the regimes in power through education, media and ot-
her forms of public discourse can have a tremendous im-
pact on the population through the shift of identities and
the subsequent creation of the conditions for the different
kinds of political action.

While collective memory in premodern societies was lar-
gely based on wartime experiences, the advent of natio-
nalism in the late eighteenth century increased the impor-
tance, the political role, and the cultural significance of
war memories in societies everywhere. War memorials,
celebrations, cemeteries, and other symbolic expressions
of memory are not only “sites of mourning,” but, more
important, they have became the means of fostering the
collective national identity, education, textbooks, and pu-
blic discourse all combined to remind people of the duty of
sacrificing for one s own nation by recalling former wars.
The memory of war thus became a chapter in the “gram-
mar of nationalism” that was written across Europe du-
ring the nineteenth century. Wars and war memories can
be and are, therefore, used in different ways to strengthen
the feelings of belonging and nationhood.

The impact of the war on communities goes far beyond its
impact on national identity, the war memories have always
been effective instruments for a strategy of nation-building
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in many parts of the world. Just as it can be argued that
the nations are, to an extent, the products of wars, many of
the existing states are also direct results of the wars that
have been fought for their independence. Given these facts
it is not surprising that the war memories are used by poli-
tical elites to mobilize the population for the support of the
particular regime and national projects.
