UNDERSTANDING VIOLENCE
AGAINST WOMEN BY MANIPULATING
RELATIONSHIP WITH THE CHILDREN

Resume

This paper addresses the difficulties that women with children
confront when making the decision to leave their violent partner and
break out of the violent relationship. Contrary to expectations, this pe-
riod can be fraught with numerous risks of increased violence against
women, or with newly emerging forms of violence. Some women re-
port verbal threats, physical or mental violence, harassment, stalking,
attacks directed at persons who support them, manipulation with in-
stitutional procedures and impoverishment. There is increased risk of

child abuse, decisions on child custody being challenged and children
manipulated during visitation time, intimidation or violence against the
mother, threats that the children will be harmed or abducted, or prevent-
ing contact between the mother and her children. This is the reason
why even those women who were capable of breaking out of the situ-
ation of violence and able to cope with it, rarely put their needs above
the needs of their children, which necessitates a negotiating process and
accepting compromises at their detriment.

The research data confirms that violence against women and and
child abuse often go hand in hand. Awareness of the existing link be-
tween these two phenomena is rising in Serbia as well, and consequent-
ly, it is being named and researched. Our research, based on the reports
of 170 women who have experienced violence, found that two thirds of
the children (76,5%) have witnessed violence against their mothersand
that as many as 46% of them have been exposed to direct (intentional
or unintentional) violence by their fathers.

The harmful effect of violence on the children in their parents’
intimate partner relationship is also well documented, although the
findings are not unequivocal. Our research also indicates that mothers
observe a series of harmful consequences with the children who have
witnessed violence. They are manifested in the alteration of their hab-
its, emotional reactions, social relations, including relations with their
father, in weaker educational achievements, aggressive behavior, and
also in the risk of becoming victims of peer violence. The period of
exposure to violence and its current presence posed a risk for a higher
incidence of the consequences entailed. Differences depending onthe
child’s age have also been confirmed. However, no significant differ-
ences have been recorded in the girls’ and boys’ reactions to paternal
violence. At the same time, institutional response was inappropriate or
non-existent. The moving of children from their home for the protection
of their security, even in situations when they were not separated from
their mothers, lasted for an intolerably long time and was not duly com-
plemented with an intervention concerning the perpetrator of violence.

Furthermore, the research of the effects of violence on parent-
hood and the parent-child relations within the intimate partner relation-
ship is neither simple nor unequivocal. It is beyond any doubt that the
consequences of violence on the mother’s health and circumstances can
affect her parenting competence and relations with the child. However,
the numerous difficulties disappear within a relatively short period once
violence has been stopped, whereas concrete support and therapeutic
activities with the mother and children show positive effects. At the
same time, parenting competences of the violent man-father towards
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his wife-mother of the children, and his role concerning the children are
pushed to the margins. This means that, often, there will be no restric-
tions (whatsoever) imposed to him, which will enable him to continue
controlling the partner relationship by abusing his parental rights. In-
clusion in the program for perpetrators of violence does not necessarily
guarantee the ending of violence, especially of its manipulative forms.
This allows for*“drawing in”” of children into the situation of violence in
various ways, in which they develop diverse strategies to protect them-
selves and their mothers. The father’s manipulative tactics can directly
influence the children expressing their “wish” concerning custody and
the visiting patterns with the other parent.

The complexity of the problem and the fragmented approach to
conceptualizing the key phenomena are considered to be at the root of
the difficulties posed to experts in proceeding with assessments, deci-
sions and interventions. Part of the problem also lies in the situation
being regarded as a communication and marital conflict (and not vio-
lence), favoring the concept of shared parenthood (equal rights of both
parents), a broadly and imprecisely set standard of the child’s best inter-
est, problems in interpreting the child’s “preference”, and social con-
structs imposing higher expectations on mothers, including systemic
and gender bias. Furthermore, the pressure felt by the experts because
of the competences they have been entrusted with, coupled with a lack
of knowledge and resources, partly account for the problem as well.

All the above confirms the importance of directing professional
attention (in the theoretical and practical sense) to issues concerning
the link between violence against women and manipulation of children.
Discontinuing the practice of blaming women and boosting practical
support, while focusing on the accountability of the violent man, proves
to be the way of protecting children by providing protection and sup-
port to their mothers, in accordance withthe principles that have been
proclaimed in Serbia.
