FROM REPUBLICAN TO IMPERIAL MODEL: A
SURVEY OF ROMAN-AMERICAN COMPARISONS

Resume

There are frequent comparisons between the United States
and the Roman Empire in contemporary public and academic dis-
course, mostly based on the similarities of their imperial origins,
development and position in the international circumstances of
their eras. The paper’s main goal is to observe the historical gen-
esis of this comparison and its different conclusion that leads to
the understanding of changes through which America went during
last two and half centuries. Therefore, the main methods used for
observation is comparative historical analysis based on historical
documents and other historical material. The observation starts
from the time when the American colonies were part of the British
Empire and when Roman republican virtues, as part of classical
European education, were representing the ideals of American
colonists. It is further shown that these Republican role-models
were used in the American War of Independence as antipodes to
the British monarchist tyranny, and, then, during the first period
of American independence, as the constitutive ideal of American
statesmen. Then, during first part of the 19th Century, Roman
Republican champions were used as models for lower, workers
and agrarian classes in their struggle against alienated oligarchy,
while on the other hand, rich classes also used Roman examples
showing that demagogues that were using dissatisfaction of the
lower classes destroyed the Republic and created an undemocratic
Empire. These two perceptions will be embraced before and during
the American Civil War, the first in the South and the second main-
ly in the North. At the end of the 19th century, Roman American
comparisons began to be seen either in the light of evangelical
morality or, for the first time, as affirmative examples of imperial
power and luxury.

These views, only slightly modified, survived untill the
Cold War, after which they become part of an almost Manichean
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geopolitical image of the opposition of democratic Republicanism
and totalitarian imperialism. In the post-Cold War epoch, compari-
sons between the United States and Rome took different positions,
ranging from questioning the thesis of the inevitability of the rise
and fall of great powers, through the withdrawal an analogy with
the unipolar position of America in the yesterday's international
system, to the critique of the collapse of republican virtues and
institutions due to imperial concentration of power and corro-
sive the effects of corruption. In the early Post-Cold War years,
analogies between military superiority of Rome and USA and
“Pax Romana” and “Pax Americana” were dominant in writings
of authors such as Bacevic, Maleby, Cohen, Luttwak and Falk.
Latter, deeply concerned interpretations related to the decline of
power and the fall of the empires were becoming more noticeable.
They lean on Kennedy’s classic booke “The Rise and Fall of Great
Powers” from 1988.

European intellectuals (such sa Bender or Negri), on the
other side, have tried to compare the similarities between Roman
and American power in order to understand the scope and depth
of the domination of imperial structures over the areas that were
subordinated to them, as is the case with contemporary Europe
in relation to the United States. Since the beginning of the 21st
Century, pessimistic observation about the decline of the Republic
and the rise of the Empire due to the concetracion of power and
enlarged corruption were the most visible both in the press and aca-
demic writings. In conclusion, changes of precepcion of analogies
brought by comparisons between Rome and USA were strongly
caused both by ideological and social environment, mostly by large
changes that have occurred during the observed period of time.
