STABILOCRACY

Resume

Stabilocracy is not a political system, because it does not
regulate the legal relations of the authorities. It is a form of political
practice that arose from the confusion of the authority of the par-
liamentary-presidential political system, with a hegemonic party in
the core of system. The whole system complies with the dictation of
the party’s hegemony or its leader, who treats the party as its own
property. Political power is spreading through the system radially:
from the leader, through the hegemonic party to the government
and the ministers. Parlamentarism is simulated: a parlamentary
club of the hegemone party is “lawmaking machine”; the Rules
of Procedure is rigid and leaves little space for opposition through
the Plenary Assembly and Assembly Committees. The judiciary
is under the pressure of the executive: it has no autonomy of reac-
tion. Political activity in the media space is blocked. The regime
takes populist measures to gain upon voters, creates an illusion
of vulnerability of a states or national interests itself. Authority
easily, often and comfortably relies on the services of a repressive
apparatus, whose appetite satisfies and nourishes. Stabilists in
foreign policy seek to make international factors more effective by
realizing their geopolitical and geoeconomic interests. In return,
they ask from the international factors to tolerate their reduction
of: human rights, political standards and democratic procedures in
the country. On the stage is a political order of authorities in which
a foreign factor consciously tolerates and even allows violations of
democratic procedures and standards as long as their geopolitical
interests are not questioned, starting from the so-called “Regional
security” up to the influence of foreign treatment in all segments
of social life (neocolonialism).
