CRITICAL DISCOURSE ANALYSIS AND POLITICS

Resume

The aim of this paper is to consider the possibility of critical
discourse analysis to offer adequate treatment of political problems,
that is, interpretation of political discourses, in accordance with its
starting points, analytical methods and theoretical concepts. To this
end, we outlined the main understandings and concepts of CDAs
first, and then presented them in the context of their functioning
against the distinctive features of political discourse.

The introductory section presents Norman Fairclough’s, a
dialectical concept of discourse. Understood as a way of marking
a particular domain of social practice from a particular perspective,
discourse is simultaneously socially constructed, but also plays a
role in the construction and reproduction of social structures and
relationships. In the continuation of this section, we have strived
to explain how by examining specific instances of a language, such
as texts or social interactions, one can discover social relationships
that discourses reflect, configure, or reproduce, but also learn a
great deal about the social context.

In the second part of the paper, starting from the ambiguous
meaning of term “political discourse”, as we defined its meaning
as discourse that is realized in politics as a social activity and
produced mainly by politicians in their official professional roles
and institutional environment. After that we provided a list of its
distinctive characteristics at the level of lexical, syntax and prag-
matics, while referring to the analytical procedures applied by the
CDA to deal with its complex and manipulative strategies. As one
of the central concepts for such an endeavor, we have especially
explained was van Dijk’s concept of contextual models.

The contextual model allows us to look at the indirect influ-
ence of social context (social structures, participants’ roles in com-
munication, time or space) on discourse and vice versa. As a special
kind of mental models related to the current event, they are stored
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in our memory and define our personal experiences. Van Dyck
defines the context as the mental representations of participants
in communication about relevant features of the social situation,
within which their interaction takes place, that is, they create and
understand texts / conversations. It can be said that the contextual
model according to which the participant interacts with assump-
tions about what readers / listeners know, can know, what they
have forgotten or do not know yet, controls the structure of the
discourse, and therefore its production and understanding. These
different ways of assuming and related things for knowledge are
also related to the standard categories of previous events, historical
background, context and expectations. These cognitive structures
are simultaneously social, as is the case with knowledge, attitudes,
ideologies, norms and values. As continuous and variable interpre-
tations and representations of the actual speech situation, contextual
models are dynamic, because the given discourse changes partic-
ipants’ knowledge of the interaction of what it is about, which is
a consequence of what is being said / written.

Knowledge is an important category of contextual models.
Van Dyck defines it as “personal beliefs that are affirmed as social,
those we share with others and which are discursively implied by
members of the same epistemic community”. Knowledge man-
agement conditions are in this sense doubly social: as beliefs that
are socially exchanged and as something that contextual models
operate on, which are representations of communicative situations.

Knowledge about van Dyke also has the specific status
of a “cognitive device”. This “device” is crucial in controlling
many important aspects of discourse, such as what information is
explicitly expressed and what is assumed, what is claimed. Cal-
culating with the presumed knowledge of the interaction at each
of its moments, participants (readers or listeners), adapt text /
conversation structures to the dynamic changes in the range of
that knowledge.

Many aspects of discourse depend on what the speaker/
author of the text assumes that the listener/ reader knows or does
not know what it is about, and accordingly states something and
omits the other. The speaker/ author of the text makes the choice of
that participant’s presumed knowledge, using flexible strategies. He
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may tacitly or explicitly assumes, or recalls the forgotten or difficult
to know, and he may do so in accordance with certain intentions of
silence, or insist on something he imposes as general knowledge.

It is essential for the production of discourse and its under-
standing how to “handle” different types of knowledge and dif-
ferent types of assumptions. Van Dyck points out the difference
between personal knowledge, those of the interpersonal group,
institutional, national and cultural knowledge, the first of which
tends to be represented as specific knowledge, which are like the
mental models in episodic memory, and later, general knowledge
in social memory. If the cognitive device in the context model
is to regulate these types of knowledge, we must assume that,
together with the rest of the contextual model, it controls the verbal
expression of event models and general knowledge, as well as their
formulations in discourse.

Critical analysis of discourse makes obvious the ways in
which socially exchanged beliefs are discursively produced and
how they are misused to maintain and legitimize domination. Van
Dyck points out that this is necessary when it comes to knowledge;
because, if we understand knowledge “as socially validated beliefs
shared by members of the community”, it is clear that social groups
or institutions with privileged access to public discourse, such as
the media or different authorities, are in a great position to influence
the formation of human knowledge / beliefs.
