EPISTEMIC COMMUNITIES IN THE FIELD OF
NUCLEAR ARMS CONTROL AS SUBJECTS OF
SECURITY

Resume

The paper deals with the application of the concept of
epistemic communities in the field of security, with an aim to
identify epistemic communities in the field of nuclear arms
control, to point out the practical implications of their activity
and also to examine the analytical value of the concept.
On the basis of pragmatic constructivism, as a theoretical
framework of the paper, the active potential of epistemic
communities as security actors is pointed out, as well as their
transformative roles as generators of practical—political changes.
Speaking more broadly, from the point of view of a comprehensive
approach to security, expanding the range of security problems,
their complication and permeation, implies the active role of new
and more numerous actors, i.e. subjects of security, but also the
multiplication of objects of protection, so epistemic communities,
as a synthesis of civil society organizations, scientific institutes,
independent experts, university representatives and academics,
can be seen as specific security actors. Their subjectivity,
specifically in this area, especially gains in importance, bearing
in mind that security issues are issues of "high politics”, which
adequate solving directly reflects on international security as a
whole. Although the concept of epistemic communities has its
shortcomings and certainly requires further elaboration, the
operationalization of the concept in the field of nuclear arms
control, indicates the theoretical potential of the concept, but also
the real potential of epistemic communities, since for a complex
field such as security, it is important that on numerous national,
international and global issues, decide scientists, researchers,
experts and their communities, in addition to the dominant political
actors. So, the author concludes that, following the successful
example of nuclear arms control, epistemic communities can
develop and improve security policies and practices by dealing
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with other security issues. Therefore, in the theoretical sense,
the relevance of the research is reflected in the thematization of
security epistemic communities, through the specific application
of the concept in the field of nuclear arms control, which also
encourages further elaboration of the concept, especially in the
field of security.
