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INTRODUCTION: FROM IMPROVING TO
OVERCOMING HUMAN NATURE

Posthumanism personifies the main direction of postmodern ide-
ological activities that are dealing with the crisis of modernity at the be-
ginning of the 21st century. Enthused by the new possibilities opening in
the fields of cybernetics, informatics, genetics, and the creation of new
forms of artificial intelligence, posthumanism proponents want to turn
them in the direction of causing fundamental changes in the very nature
of the human species and its relation to the world. In other words — they
plan to completely overcome the “human condition” and, consequent-
ly, human society. That’s the main reason why Francis Fukuyama, in a
noticeably apocalyptic tone, claimed that posthumanism is the “world’s
most dangerous idea” (Fukuyama 2004, 42—43).

Throughout history, mankind has mostly aspired to improve it-
self and its way of living by a spiritual approach, with the assistance of
a deity or supernatural forces. Other approaches, including those that
tended to achieve human improvement by their own efforts and earthly
means, were much rarer: we can identify them in Gilgamesh’s quest for
immortality and his encounter with Utnapishtim (Epic of Gilgamesh,
tablet 9) or adventurous quests to find the “Fountain of Youth” (the most
notable is Ponce de Leon’s in the 16th century). Such approaches can
be also identified in modern celebrations of human potentials in some
notable Renaissance philosophical treatises, like Pico della Mirandola’s

“Oration on the Dignity of Man” (1486) or early modern utopian litera-
ture (Thomas More’s “Utopia”, Francis Bacon’s “New Atlantis”). The
modern Enlightenment movement in the 18th century fervently advo-
cated the idea that human beings could radically improve their lives by
applying their capacity for reason and understanding. Just as modern
science discovered the physical laws that govern the material cosmos,
they searched for a similar set of principles about the nature of the hu-
man mind and human societies. Following that reasoning, all modern
revolutions were carried out, and more modern concepts and their ar-
guments were created by a long list of thinkers, from Condorcet (who
argued that the perfection of human society would ultimately lead to
the perfection of individuals), William Goldwin (who was the first to
favor the possibility of “earthly immortality”) to social reformers and
revolutionaries of the early (Henri de Saint-Simon, Auguste Comte, Karl
Marx) and late 19th century (Edward Bellamy, the Fabian Society, etc).

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Friedrich Nietzche’s philosophy and his predictions about the or-
igin of the “Ubermensch” by self-actualization can be seen as a kind of
theoretical basis from which a transhumanist and posthumanist world-
view will later emerge. The same can be said of the Russian movement
of cosmism which combined elements of science, religion, and ethic
for the construction of evolutionary natural philosophy of both the cos-
mos and humankind (most notably in the writings of Nikolai Fyodorov
(Fjodorov 1997), and for the theories of Pierre Teilhard de Chardin, a
French paleontologist and Jesuit theologian who portrayed evolutionary
“telos” (the so-called “Omega Point”) in the development of an all-en-
compassing global consciousness (“Noosphere™).

Although Dante Alighieri was the first to coin the verb “trasu-
manar” (meaning “to transhumanize”) - but in a spiritual way, to be
transformed and able to visit paradise, it was the biologist Julian Huxley
who used the term transhumanism (previously mentioned only by the
Canadian philosopher W. D. Lighthall in 1940) which was completely
placed in a secular scientific dimension. In his book “New Bottles for
New Wine”, Huxley borrowed most of his ideas from John Desmond
Bernal (1901-1971), who advocated the improvement of the human spe-
cies through the direct application of technology, and mixed them with
Fabian socialist inclinations of his close friend, writer H. G. Wells. It was
directed toward the glorification of sciences and technologies in order
to enhance human capacities such as intelligence, health, memory, the
ability to concentrate, and the prolongation of the human health-span.

These enhanced, modified humans still undertake most of the ac-
tivities that have characterized the human world for many millenia: they
still enjoy the same pleasures, still suffer the same kinds of pain. They
still have the same dilemmas and disappointments as their ancestors, but
their performance lies well beyond the previous human range in terms of
both quality and quantity. Transhumanism also shares most elements of
the earlier version of modern humanism, such as respect for reason and
science, belief in progress, etc. but differs in recognizing significant al-
terations in human nature by interferences of science and technologies
and the possibilities that they open. “However, the contemporary con-
cept of transhumanism is more closely related to the ideas of the Iranian
futurist Fereidoun M. Esfandiary, better known as FM 2030, who wrote
the ‘Upwingers Manifesto’ (1973) and the book ‘Are You a Transhuman?:
Monitoring and Stimulating Your Personal Rate of Growth in a Rapidly
Changing World’ (1989), and his former partner Natasha Vita-More, who

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wrote the ‘Transhumanist Arts Statement’ which came out in 2003 and
which is a revised version of the ‘Transhuman Manifesto’ from 1983”
(Sorgner, Sorgner and Grimm 2013, 13). The first self-proclaimed tran-
shumanists formed their movement in the early 1980s at the Universi-
ty of California in Los Angeles, which still remains their main center.
In L.A. leading humanists such as Esfandiary (FM 2030) and Natasha
Vita-More gave lectures and held experimental movie premieres, pub-
lished their books and magazines (for example “Extropy Magazine”)
and founded their institutes (Foresight Institute).

Nowadays, transhumanists are mostly concerned with interdis-
ciplinary ways to understand, evaluate, and apply all available possi-
bilities for the overcoming of human biological limitations. They draw
their inspirations from both futurology and ethic, while seeing nature
and its givenness as a problematic obstacle to progress. While some
of them stick to a theoretical approach to the perceived benefits of hu-
man enhancement by advanced technologies, others are focused on the
practical realization of the modification of the human body and specific
methods of enhancement like changes of the nervous system (both brain
and peripheral nervous system) and genetic predispositions. Therefore,
contemporary transhumanism can be described as having four main
branches — a branch of philosophy, a scientific, experimental approach,
a social movement, and a worldview. It can be also divided into many
currents or subdivisions such as immortalism, extropianism, postgen-
derism, democratic transhumanism, libertarian transhumanism, etc.

While transhumanism yearns for the era in which technological
reformulations of the “human condition” will irredeemably impact their
evolution, posthumanism sees the posthuman as a goal which is already
within reach, since we have never been human: “human” is a modern
concept, based on humanistic and anthropocentric premises that need
to be completely overcome.

Posthumanism is a contemporary social and philosophical move-
ment based both in continental European philosophy and Anglo-Ameri-
can literary and cultural theory as their outgrowth. Mainly postmodern,
posthumanism eclectically combines perspectivism with naturalism,
immanentism, and materialism, all seen as postmodern interpretations.
Its philosophic branch aspires to reconceive the human by criticizing
modern discourses that previously defined “humanity” and “human
nature”. Whereas a modern humanist approach defines humans as au-
tonomous, conscious, capable of free will, intentional and exceptional

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beings at the apex of existence, posthumanism sees the human being as
a) physically, chemically, and biologically enmeshed and dependent on
the environment; b) moved to action through interactions that generate
effects, habits, and reason; and c¢) possessing no attribute that is uniquely
human but is instead made up of a larger evolving ecosystem. This po-
sition points out both the outer and inner imperfectability and disunity
of all beings because it understands the whole existence through heter-
ogenous, fluidly changeable perspectives. “Contemporary transhuman-
ists argue that human nature is an unsatisfactory ‘work in progress’ that
should be modified through technological means where the instrumen-
tal benefits for individuals outweigh the technological risks. This ethic
of improvement is premised on prospective developments in four areas:
Nanotechnology, Biotechnology, Information Technology and Cognitive
Science — the so-called ‘NBIC’ suite” (Roden 2010). But, their goal is
less focused on the hyper-technological appliance to enhance human be-
ings but more so on completely overcoming it by constant, progressive
disappearances of differences between the human and the outer world.
Since the publication of the first programming texts that propagated it
(“A Cyborg Manifesto” by Donna Haraway in 1985), posthumanism has
been directed towards three interconnected “border demolitions” or de-
structions of barriers — removing the clear distinction between human
and animal, between the organism and the machine, and between the
physical and non-physical. By pushing these barriers — the posthuman-
ists are convinced — a new space for the creation of chimeras (creatures
created by crossbreeding different animal species), human-animal hy-
brids and the cyborg (a combination of man and robot) will be opened.

Only when this inner, diffuse transformation is accomplished (as
its supporters believe), it will be reflected in the outside world and in-
fluence its further improvement. But social changes are of a derivative,
secondary importance in comparison with the posthumanists primary
goal — the emergence of a titanic supernatural being. Posthumanists are
dreaming that these creatures will be able to transform and awaken new
potentials in the entire material universe, those which, unawakened and
unrealized, have been “asleep” since the creation of the cosmos. Some
posthumanists (for instance, Kurzweil) even attribute a sacral dimen-
sion to such an “awakening”, while the scientific, non-religious major-
ity among them sees the emergence of postmodern intelligence as the
driving force leading to the reconstruction of all natural laws that exist
in our universe.

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The first to use the term “posthumanism” was Ihab Hassan in his
article “Prometheus as Performer: Toward a Posthumanist Culture?”” in
1977. The term was later adopted by cultural theorists like Donna Har-
way, author of “A Cyborg Manifesto: Science, Technology, and Social-
ist-Feminism in the Late Twentieth Century” (1985) and Katherine Hay-
les (“How We Became Posthuman: Virtual Bodies in Cybernetics, Lit-
erature and Informatics” (1999)). Some of the recognized philosophers
of today, like Peter Sloterdijk, Bruno Latour, Cary Wolfe, Francisco
Varela, Evan Thompson and Humberto Maturana, can be also seen as
close to posthumanistic positions. Roch’s, Thompson’s and Varela’s book
‘The Embodied Mind: Cognitive Science and Human Experience’ from
1991, or Varela’s and Maturana’s ‘Autopoiesis and Cognition: The Real-
ization of the Living’ from 1980 represent many traces of what posthu-
manism stands for, e.g. plurality, perspectivism and immanentism. It is
their way of dealing with the theory of evolution which reveals the rel-
evance of this topic for the posthumanism. The geneticist Eva Jablonka
can be seen as being related to posthumanism from a scientific perspec-
tive, too. Her book ‘Evolution in Four Dimensions’ co-authored togeth-
er with Marion Lamb and published in 2005 stands for posthumanism
within evolutionary biology. Given the wide spectrum of researchers
and thinkers who are related to posthumanism, it can be described as a
diverse and a contemporarily strong cultural movement” (Sorgner, Sor-
gner and Grimm 2013, 12—-13).

But, is posthumanism still humanism or a kind of antihumanism?
Does it retain some modern humanist values or completely reject them?
Is it using technique against or in line with humanist goals? To be able
to truly understand the discourse of posthumanism and its aspiration to
redefine the boundaries of humanity by both technological and discur-
sive/deconstructive approach, we must turn our attention toward modern
humanistic anthropocentrism and its attitude toward technique, which
should allow us to detect the basic similarities between humanism and
posthumanism.

MODERNITY, TECHNOLOGY AND
THEIR ACHIEVEMENTS

It is no easy task to determine modernity: some portray it in con-
trast to the Middle Ages and all pre-modern epochs and their traditions
as their complete opposite, or even as “counter-traditional rationality”;

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others see it in a progressivist, positive perspective as a great step forward
in scientific and technological development in comparison to previous
backwardness and ignorance. The advocates of modernity claim it to be
an expression of the emancipation of humankind against the forces of
ignorance, underdevelopment, and evilness. Historians are still trying to
define modernity as a historical period placed between the 17th and 21st
centuries. Sociologists mostly claim that it is characterized by industri-
alization and the division of labour, which led to a new social distribu-
tion and, consequently, social transformation. “But it was not a triumph
of humanity over nature, but rather the triumph of humanity over itself
or over those privileged ones. Its path was not the path of intellectual
discovery but the one of an intellectual conflict” (Valerstajn 2005, 110).

Modernity was born with the gradual but permanent deconstruc-
tion of the experience of the “theocentricity” of the meaningful world,
in which the relation of the Creator and the creation was continuous and
uninterrupted. “As humans lost their true and full connection with the
Divine, they tried to elevate themselves to the pedestal of the visible
world that was given to them by Providence, but without God’s Grace, in
amere desire to “behave in a godlike manner” through all his activities.
An individual (as an individuum, citizen, personality) is born through
the genesis of modernity as its main impulse and the reason for exist-
ence...” (Cvetkovi¢ 2008, 60). He is willing to use his mind in order to
conceive and realize a society that would enable self-realization, direct
thinking, absolute self-concept and full freedom of the subject, whose
individuality would have universal reach.

The basic principle of modernity is that the spiritual, metaphysical
foundations which the social, ontological and political orders rest on can
no longer be taken as reliable. Therefore, the deconstruction of a religious
order is carried out. In contrast, self-centered rationalism initiates a se-
ries of mutually conditioned quantitative and qualitative social changes
that are proclaimed to be a path to something better, as “progress”. By
placing himself in God’s position to creation but without spirituality to
manage it, modern anthropocentistic humanism was unable to overcome
and reconcile the existing differences and instead only increased them.
Faced with these results, it turned to a non-spiritual, dualistic approach
that transformed existing differences into separated entities or spheres
of existence: those which can be controlled and transformed in a pro-
gressive direction, and those that cannot and thus must be supressed as
inadequate or even bad. These opposites can be exemplified in pairs

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such as culture/nature, mind/body, male/female, civilization/barbarity,
progressive/backward, etc. Modern humanism has, therefore, produced
oppressive institutions, discourses and the historical praxis of war (the
righteous “us” against an evil “enemy”), all of which tried to impose as
exemplary one sort of normative model which is the same for all instead
of reconsidering existing differences and insisting on coexistence, grad-
ual inclusion, rapprochement and some kind of symbiosis.

What was the role of technique in modernity? To put it simply,
the logic of technology, its function and development are identical to
the logic of modernity. It seems that modernity has taken a technical
approach as its role model and applied it first to man as the centre of its
activity (the mechanistic concept of man), and then to the whole world
(materialism). Descartes was the first to define the body as a machine,
and describe humans as the addition of mind to it; Spinoza defined the
body in the same matter but with an emphasis on affects, not ratio; La
Mettrie defined man as a mechanical machine (L’homme Machine); Marx
followed this direction, but lamented its deformation in the processes
of capitalist exploitation. During the realization of the modern exper-
iment, technology ceased to be only a sum of technical means (as per
the neutral, narrow definition of technique) and turned into “the totality
of methods rationally developed to attain absolute efficiency (at a given
stage of development) in every field of human activity” (Elil 2010, 19)
which, as Heidegger notes, puts an extremely irrational requirement on
the created nature: to provide man with its power, with the energy that
can be extracted from nature and stored, because it would harrow and
attack the land, exhaust it, exploit and change (Heidegger 1977). This
problematic direction was taken when this technological approach was
adopted by humans as the central and total one, according to which an-
thropocentric humanism understood itself and the whole world in all
its material and spiritual complexity and entanglement. “The quantifi-
cation of nature, which led to its explication on the basis of mathemati-
cal structures, separated the reality from all inherent goals and, conse-
quently, separated the true from the good, science from technique (...)
The same de-realization affects all ideas which, by their very nature,
cannot be verified by scientific method. No matter how much they may
be recognized, respected, and sanctified, in their own right, they suf-
fer from being non-objective” (Marcuze 1990, 142—143). It was more
problematic, even dangerous when the human reason began to regard
everything from the instrumental perspective, to reduce, generalize, and
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mold everything to schematism with its fixed values, set patterns of de-
velopment and goals, just as technical perspective requires. There was
nothing beyond it that could be used as its reference, that could be val-
ued and to which it was subordinate. Under the impression of technical
efficiency, a reduced, mechanically rationalist approach with its “own”
orientation has been developed — from self-centering towards self-im-
provement, all along with developing its own indivisibility and autono-
my. This way, the technical approach has grown into an irresistible ex-
ternal force that subjugates and changes nature conceived exclusively
in its material, exact form.

TRANSHUMANISM AND POSTHUMANISM
— STILL HUMAN AND MODERN?

We have already seen that transhumanism fully shares the modern
normative positions that have been present since the early days of human-
ism and that its main goal is to achieve (by technological enhancement)
the Renaissance ideal of a human individual. Hence it is inevitable that
transhumanists affirm the type of ethical humanism. Posthumanism is
quite a different story with its specific style of rethinking the human by
deconstructing his modern normative basis — his subjectivity, his body,
his cognition understood in a diffuse key and then directed towards
alterations by engagements with communications technologies, artifi-
cial intelligence, and media networks. All of the opportunities offered
by these advanced technologies provide new ways for decentering and
destabilizing the “human condition” — turning it into an amalgam, a

“hive” of heterogeneous components and material-informational influ-

ences whose unstable boundaries undergo continuous transformation
(destruction and construction). Posthumanism is, therefore, character-
ized by the dissolution of all moral standards in favour of moral relativ-
ism and perspectivism which aims for a new but earthly anthropology.
But is it antihumanist and anti-modern or not?

Posthumanism responds to legacies of (now obsolete) human-
ism by breaking up, fracturing, decentralizing and distributing its rep-
resentation of man, combined with its critique as a guiding normative
framework and questioning its subjectival unity and epistemological
concepts. On the other hand, like all modern humanists (from the Re-
naissance, Enlightenment and Romanticism up to today), posthuman-
ists cling to the celebration of human will, freedom, and unrestrained
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creativity. “Posthumanist figurations of freedom range from the beati-
tude of autonomous self-creation found in the writings of Deleuze and
Guattari to states of libertarian noninterference inspired by the sys-
tems theory of sociologist Niklas Luhmann. Despite posthumanism’s
interest in undermining the humanist subject, Hassan’s invocation of a
singular, salvific, and renegade figure, that of Prometheus, still serves
as an index of contemporary posthumanism’s reliance on solo figures
of creative and often heroic autonomy. These figures — a poet, a trick-
ster, a cyborg, a scientist, an engineer of self — are triply charged with
maintaining an ethical stance with respect to others, with preserving a
zone of human freedom without which respect for difference would not
matter, and with carrying forward what is explicitly, or simply by vir-
tue of a kind of posthumanist rhetorical zeal, the project of posthuman
creative differentiation” (Weinstone 2004, 10).

Contrary to the premodern concepts that perceived humans as the
apex of a hierarchically created visible universe, posthumanism sees man
as nothing other than one of the living species that inhabit our planet,
with the same material composition and qualities that other creatures
have. “In this way, the culmination of the posthumanist philosophy is
not reached in the denial of anthropocentrism — which is peculiar of the
Renaissance era and of modern philosophy — but in a return to a pre-So-
cratic or stoic period, to that time in which the research on man and na-
ture was but one. The abandonment of the anthropocentrical paradigm
on an ethical level, in fact, appears only as a consequence of a certain
metaphysical point of view, previously embraced: it is decided that man
should not deserve privileges because he is not different from other liv-
ing beings. The anti-anthropocentric point of view is configured on an
ethical level, therefore, as a result of the anti-identitarian conception at a
cosmological level (it would be better to say ontological level)” (Valera
2014, 483). So, if still anthrophocentric, is posthumanism still modern
or not? Or does it stand with one foot on the position of late modernity,
and one outside of it, like all of postmodernism?

Postmodernism in general (seen as the post-ideological epoch)
does not imply an overall abandonment of modern ideals: it contains a
simultaneous critique of some modernist projects (because of the dis-
appointment in their outcomes) while firmly sticking to some of its nor-
mative positions and adhering to their already present achievements. As
such, the postmodern does not refer to the essential points which, in an
effort to resolve the crisis of existence and community, were produced
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by modernity: opposition to all authorities through emancipation both
of thought and the entire life, of the faith in the power of self-improve-
ment while personal and cultural heritage is negated or rejected, of the
ethics of human ‘sublimity’ with hidden instincts such as selfishness,
manipulation and ruling.

Is the role of technology in the postmodern world the same as in
the modern? While technics’ main goal in the previous modern period
was to destroy the old and (re)create the new as the main vehicle of pro-
gress, its postmodern role has been partially altered in the direction of
maintaining and preserving the metastasis of “modern achievements”
and their consequences through the recycling of its ideological contents.
In other words, the main technological purpose is not to revolutionize,
but to conserve the late modern/postmodern condition. This recycling
is performed through various techniques and technologies: from media
techniques, techniques of creating and managing crises, to the tech-
niques of conducting electoral campaigns. Thus, the illusion of civili-
zation development forces is maintained, as well as the illusion of the
autonomous historical dynamics of individuals and societies that have
previously been deprived of all deeper, credible values and foundations.
With the help of technics, any true, deep questioning of the existing sta-
tus quo is prevented, while it continues to be understood in a rational-
ist-naturalist key in accordance with the recycled modern ideals, with
continuous failure to observe all aspects of present-day complexities
and nuances. The late modern technological civilization is a partially
realized anti-utopia of life achieved without God, where man exists in
the belief that he is on his own.

But, even in this “state of emptiness”, the urge and idea of con-
stant improvement — of the free creation of something new and better
— persists. Therefore, the ultimate failure of the modernist project, the
abjuring of its utopian promises and the abandonment of the ultimate set
goals, is concealed by skillful substitutes of the thesis: a technological
attempt to compensate for the sweetness of the earthly “paradisal” utopia
and denying any other meaning and purpose except for the one which
man, at his own discretion, gives to everything. Thereby, the starting
point from which the whole modern enterprise has been launched is —a
separate, secularized individual with hypertrophic reason and passion
— proclaimed for its goal, for the mere source. The individual is the on-
ly purpose, it is its own goal, while the existing forms of self-improve-
ment and self-exceeding of that “human, all too human” with the help
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of technology have become a kind of an imperative of the modern world.
In the post-ideological, technological world, external utopia is no longer
realized, but all energies are directed to the inner, subjective realization
of utopian plans regarding the final transformation and the prevailing
of man’s own nature. A world without God has been achieved to a great
extent, and it should not be radically changed at this stage, but rather
maintained. What needs to be changed is the nature of man. He and
these changes need to be “in a godlike manner” and the outside world
should be changed only through successfully achieved self-exceeding.
And that’s where posthumanism steps in.

There are numerous aspects that reveal the deeply modernist char-
acter of posthumanism: we have already detected some of them as the
lack of absolute morality, favorization of perspectivism and relativity,
reliance on individuality and a creative, Promethean free will (“engineer
of self™), etc. But there are others aspects like the negation of the hier-
archical structure of all matter and life (deconstruction of ontological
hierarchy), hatred toward any givenness and their traditional limitations
(seen as obstacles to progress that must be removed), a strong belief in
progress in its wider sense, addressing closed entities or individuals re-
gardless of the fluidization of existing differences... Posthumanism’s
main enemies are the same as those of all progressive modernists: those
who share religious belief and faith in God. Posthumanists target God
and believers with disqualifications that have already been seen many
times in modern ideological visions: for them, God is merely a primi-
tive idea invented by benighted people in an attempt to rise from total
ignorance and unconsciousness, which has, over time, turned into an
extremely oppressive concept that one should get rid of.

While it appears that posthumanists are destabilizing some hu-
manist values (for instance, the modern pursuit of perfection through
control of nature, or even closed, narrowly defined individualism), they
are in fact reviving its ideals (mostly progressivist ones) that rely on the
usage of technology and knowledge and shifting them from the posi-
tion of “having” toward “belonging”. It is also the direction in which
the individual, free will is directed: to a concept of agency that empha-
sizes emergent directional processes distributed across parts and pop-
ulations. Of course, instead of a real union, it attempts to create pseu-
do-unity with the help of technology that enframes human utilization,
but that is the problem of all semi-solutions that want to preserve one
thing (individuality) and gain another (union) without recognizing the
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existing contradictions, without self-diminishing and without sacrificing
themselves to another. In other words, posthumanism is not completely
abolishing the modern “human condition” with its “will for the new”,
but using it as a springboard for a major breakthrough in different direc-
tions of existence with the help of its main assistant — (bio)technology.

The most important notion in posthumanism’s dictionary is “sin-
gularity”, a term taken from astrophysics. It refers to the central part
of a black hole, where all atoms and all material particles that are pre-
sumed to pass into another kind of energy split and disappear. This
model unites posthumanism deepest desires: its simultaneous aspiration
towards self-disappearance and transformation into something high-
er and more perfect. Singularity as a symbol of nothingness that has a
possibility for rebirth is very suitable to unite the contradictory urges
of posthumanism: its tendency for breaking down all barriers and bor-
ders that allegedly stand in the path of individual self-realization and
pursuit of self-abolition.

INSTEAD OF A CONCLUSION:
SOME CRITICAL REMARKS

The complete symbiosis of man with other forms of life and the
recognition of a single superior and transversal strength — zoe, life (or
Super-Ogranism) seen as a real entity, moves the posthumanist approach
into a kind of New Age pantheism, whose materialism, from modern,
the corposcular, takes on the dimensions of the energetic, the fluid. In
other words, posthumanism tries to recreate the concepts of (materi-
alistically conceived) Whole (in modern futurology named as “Gaia”)
and to see the Anthropocene — “nature shaped by humankind” — as a
progressive step forward in achieving the final goal of evolution — one
united global consciousness. It gives new meaning to the Anthropocene,
for it is no longer just the natural world that bears the brunt of human
technological ingenuity. Instead, humans themselves are also becoming
the objects of change and fluid unification with nature and technology
into a new totality.

But, those changes in the understanding of the nature of matter
and the aspiration to become part of the Whole are hardly new and un-
known to the modern concept: in fact, from the very beginning of moder-
nity, they have been present in all of its main utopian aspirations. “The
‘triad’ of paradise, fall, and redemption is attired in a secular, ‘modern’
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suit, so that ‘the nature’ becomes an initial source of cosmic and human
harmony. ‘The historical suffering’, the fall, is seen as a violation of the
original principles of nature and reason that leads to social aberration.
The redemption is the realization of a utopia that re-establishes happi-
ness and universal social perfection” (Gaji¢ 2015, 120).

It all starts from the human mind which tends to comprehend the
world through abstract models derived from reducing reality to its pri-
mary, quantitatively measurable traits, just like the technological ap-
proach requires. Then, these abstractions are proclaimed to be “natural
facts”, while the entire existing nature is seen as some sort of well-or-
ganized technological order that necessarily evolves towards its goal.
This development is now seen as “the uncovering of innate and pre-or-
dered tasks, like the grain maturation, as the realization of a plan and
entelechy” (Florovsky 1975, 98) which is predictable and can be ration-
ally recognized. Rationality and nature have the same basis, in which
the same laws are applied, the same abstract principles that only need to
be discovered and recognized. As a man himself and all men (abstract-
ly understood humanity), in addition to all the singularities, make up
a part of a unique nature, that belongs to the same substance bound by
universal principles, man by discovering these principles as the ‘bearer’
of the ideals inevitably goes towards perfection, and therefore they also
have a universal moral force (see: Talmond 1955).

All of this shows us that man’s nature is directed to strive for overall
cognition, unity and perfection. In the absence of a real relationship with
God and the fulfillment which is the result of this relationship, humans
create false gods to worship, deifying nature and themselves. The mod-
ern forms of ideological idolatry are a testimony to a naturalistic dead-
lock. “The fact that man is “possessed’ by the world obliges him to seek
out and concretize the image of unconditional perfection that is inher-
ent to his soul. This is the enigma of the paradoxical combination of the
slave consciousness and arrogant self-assurance” (Florovsky 1975, 110).

The posthumanism concept of the symbiosis of humans with na-
ture and technology into the perfect Whole/Gaia/Anthropocene has
many specific shortcomings: the most evident normative shortcoming is
recognizable in the posthumanists’ claim of the primacy of “becoming’
over “being”, though it is evident that “becoming” needs “being” as its
foundation. But that’s something that posthumanism stubbornly denies.
Human nature is dynamic; it is not defined once and for all, but it is not
“nothingness”. It has a basis, mostly connected with the organic body

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and personal qualities that are parts of a person’s heritage, of “given-
ness”. The second, glaring shortcoming is that nature/life — ideological-
ly proclaimed as something positive and harmonious — is, in fact, pretty
chaotic and full of polemos/fighting. “Living beings — especially those

which constitute the main partners of hybridization — are consumed by

infighting, and the world outside of man does not seem to be as peace-
ful as it is described today in an exquisitely sweetened up manner. The

nature, outside of man, is not the home of the happy coexistence of dif-
ferent species, rather the contrary: it is the home of the greatest injustic-
es and abuses” (Valera 2014, 489). The third shortcoming is connected

with the posthumanist belief that dissolution of boundaries between be-
ings creates the possibility of total openness to other entities, while the

condition of openness to the other is, in fact, demarcation of boundaries,
not their liquefaction. “The ontologically closed thing is opened to oth-
erness since it is defined: we can, thus, recognize a ‘you’ distinguished

from an ‘I’. The difference and the proportion (and thus the diversity
marked by the identity) are configured as essential conditions for oth-
erness. For, there to be an ‘other’, there must always be contemporary
given an ‘I’ (Valera 2014, 486). And fourth, posthumanism’s denial of
the role of technology as the main tool of anthropocentric domination

pretense over other species and its transformation into a benevolent
means of hybridizing transformation and unification, just proves tech-
nology’s — not the human’s nor nature’s — central position in the evolu-
tionary process. This leads us to the conclusion that life is just a tool for
the “becoming” of technology, and not the reverse.

In the end, all posthumanist ideals — as in all utopias — are ex-
posed as travesties, or even worse: as a new, and probably the last al-
liance of man and technology against nature's hierarchical, “heavenly”
order. The results of this alliance are already visible: in the postmodern,
posthumanist utopia of non-spiritual “transfiguration” of human nature,
everything is turned upside down. Posthumanism’s “fluid” openness
to perfection is in fact openness only to the lower spheres and closed-
ness to any higher, qualitative and spiritual direction of existence. Their
creativity, by rejecting God’s Grace and cooperation with the heaven-
ly, metaphysical reality, turns into mere technological violence against
the natural “givenness” that is forcibly perfected and “made happy” in
an old, already seen totalitarian way. It seems to misrepresent and par-
odize the messages of the Apostle Paul’s “Epistle to the Romans”: “For
the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the revealing of
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the sons of God. For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly,
but because of Him who subjected it in hope; because the creation itself
also will be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glori-
ous liberty of the children of God. For we know that the whole creation
groans and labors with birth pangs together until now. Not only that, but
we also who have the first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan
within ourselves, eagerly waiting for the adoption, the redemption of our
body” (Holy Bible, Romans 8, 19-23).
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THE LOCAL DECISION-MAKING LEVEL,
THEORY OF LOCAL DEMOCRACY AND
“MINOR” POLITICAL ACTORS

In the circumstances of globalization, technological progress and
an unlimited flow of information, local political actors and local poli-
tics, in genera, re-enter the centerstage. These diametrically opposite
processes are defined in theory as fragmegration (Rosenau 2003) or as
glocalization. On the one hand, these processes lead to the consolida-
tion and transfer to the supranational levels of decision-making, with
the simultaneous displacement of policy toward local communities. In
developed countries, the focus of reform processes has been on decen-
tralization, which inherently has an inclusive effect on numerous po-
litical actors and, through strengthened participation, leads to the rel-
egitimization of the democratic order (Mati¢ 2012a, 7). Anomalies in
the functioning of democracy were noted already in late (Huntington,
Watanuki, and Crozier 1975), but the momentum of reforms followed
with the end of the Cold War and the strengthening of interdependence.
Some authors, like the Nobelist Douglas North, who researched the is-
sue of fiscal decentralization, showed that the total local costs in estab-
lished democracies have grown to 30% of the total public expenditure
by the 2000’s (North et al. 2009, 10). These expenditures tend to be the
highest in those states whose citizens have expressed the highest level
of satisfaction with democracy and a positive attitude to life, coupled
with a high degree of social capital (primarily Scandinavian countries).
These cases confirmed that in the circumstances of continuous democrat-
ic development of local authorities, the central, state authority, relieved
of a number of tasks, can also function far better (Mati¢ 2012a, 21). If
we look at Serbia and its degree of decentralization and local autonomy
in fiscal, political and administrative terms, it is possible to conclude
that, by its formal institutional arrangement, Serbia ranks highly and
holds the 13" position out of 39 European countries (Marinkovi¢ and
Gaji¢ 2022, 466). This high position, viewed through the lens of polit-
ical practice, seems undeserved, since local divisional units and coun-
cils are heavily dependent on their party headquarters and, in the large
majority of cases, ruling coalitions are replicated from the central to the
local level (Stojanovi¢ 2022).

In broadest terms, local democracy can be defined as a phenom-
enon that empowers the participatory potential of citizens in politics. It
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enhances citizens’ influence on policymaking, not only through the elec-
tion process, but also through direct participation in government. Es-
sentially, this achieves two political goals. First, local policies are more
aligned with the interests and aspirations of citizens, thus avoiding the
so-called implementation gap, while, on the other hand, citizens them-
selves feel more satisfied due to their participation in decision-making
(procedural utilitarianism) and public debates (for more details on citi-
zens’ assemblies and democratic mini-publics as forms of deliberation,
see Fiket, I1i¢, and Pudar Drasko 2022; Andelkovi¢ 2023).

Elections are the very “heart™ of democracy, whether they take
place at the central, regional or local level. In that context, local elec-
tions regulate the system of representation, distribution of power and
articulate the collective interests in local communities (Evans 2010, 396;
Mati¢ 2012b, 33). According to Marko Mijatovi¢, the distinguishing fea-
ture of local elections is that they are the closest to citizens and there-
fore, citizens best fulfill their interests and everyday needs at this level
(Mijatovi¢ 2016). By their nature, local elections are fertile ground for
election system reforms and a prelude to broader, national-level reforms.
In many cases, those reforms did not yield the expected results; thus, for
example, the lowering of the electoral threshold from 5% to 3% did not
result in greater representativeness or have any impact on the effective
number of parties in local assemblies (Kali¢anin and Perisi¢ 2023, 189).
That experimenting with electoral reforms took place at the local lev-
el in Serbia is best evidenced by the fact that the first-time implemen-
tation of the proportional system in 2004 was also the only time when
the Herr-Niemeier quotient for transposing votes into mandates was ap-
plied, with the electoral threshold of 3% (Loncar 2022, 199). At the very
beginning, general norms that regulate the status of citizens’ groups
within the institutional framework in which they act will be presented.

This paper will seek to answer several research questions: Are
citizens’ groups, as “small actors” capable of actively participating in
local policymaking, independently or in coalitions? Are citizens’ groups
that primarily feature prominent local figures more recognizable at the
local level that national political actors? Has the passage of time led to
the strengthening or to the weakening of their position in the political
life of local communities in Serbia? What is the scale of their influence
on the strengthening of local democracy in Serbia, which ultimately
leads to wider social democratization? Several research methods are
used in this paper, including the theoretical method in order to define
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and explain the basic concepts of local democracy, local political actors
and local level of decision-making. In the central part, statistical data
obtained from the National Statistical Institute and preliminary election
results published in the media will be analyzed. Based on this analysis,
relevant conclusions, findings and recommendations will be drawn in
the final part. The paper has a broad temporal scope, covering the peri-
od of thirty years (1992-2022) in order to follow the trajectories in cit-
izens’ groups’ actions. The latest election cycle 2023-2024 is excluded
from the analysis, as it is viewed as a single electoral process that is not
finished yet, given that the local elections in late December 2023 were
held in 65 local self-government units and that in more than half of them,
they will be held in the spring/summer this year.

Citizens’ groups are specific political organizations, acting pri-
marily within the local political arenas. From a comparative view, cit-
izens’ groups act in numerous political systems, but there are also dif-
ferent forms of institutional regulation that govern their influence in the
political sphere. According to the regulations and legislation currently
in force in the Republic of Serbia, to establish a citizens’ group, it is
necessary for at least ten natural persons to enter into an agreement on
the creation of a citizens’ group and have it certified by court. Unlike a
political party, political movement or a citizens’ associations (NGOs),
citizens’ groups are not registered with the Serbian Business Registers
Agency and thus, do not have the same legal status. Political movement
is very similar to a political party, but the main differentia is that it is not
based on shared ideology (members of political movement do not share
same ideology, but gaining of political power is common goal). Citizens
associations (NGOs) do not actively participate in political life, but are
a corrective factor in policy and advocacy processes. In that sense, a
citizens’ group is more an informal organization which cannot partic-
ipate in legal transactions, given its lack of status as a legal entity and
clearly defined seat, seal and bank account. Nevertheless, although in-
formal organizations, citizens’ groups are important actors at the local
level and are primarily focused on the promotion of certain local poli-
cies. Due to the existence of a large number of citizens’ groups, simple
rules and procedures for their registration, which are far simpler than
for other political organizations, a decision was adopted last year that
prevents citizens’ groups from joining pre-election coalitions. During
the previous election cycles, it turned out that citizens’ groups achieved
significant election results in local communities and played a significant
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role in the formulation of local policies. Some of citizens groups have
also existed on national level, given the fact that streamlined proce-
dure facilitate their access to the political arena. Some of examples are
“Enough is Enough” (DJB), and the latest is “We — The Voice from the
People” (Mi-Glas iz Naroda) which took part in last electoral cycle and
passed the threshold for approximately 2%. These citizens groups are
excluded from the sample, since the scope of this research is limited to
local level citizens groups.

ANALYSIS OF CITIZENS’ GROUPS’ ELECTION
PERFORMANCE IN SERBIA, 1992-2022.

In the first local elections after the introduction of political plural-
ism and multi-partyism in Serbia, held in 1992, citizens’ groups nomi-
nated a total of 3455 candidates, which made up one-eighth of all candi-
dates. These elections were based on a two-round majority system and
showed low voter interest in the constitution of local authorities, given
the low turnout of only some 30% of those registered in the voter list in
the second round. In these first local elections, citizens’ groups profiled
themselves as important political actors in local communities and citi-
zens showed a great interest in political involvement through this type
of informal political organizing.

In the 1996 elections for local councilors, 65 parties, 27 coalitions
and a large number of citizens’ groups proposed candidates for a total
of 7670 councilor seats in 188 local self-government units. They even
managed to win the majority of votes in two municipalities in the north
of Vojvodina — Ada and Backi Petrovac, and to form the local govern-
ment independently.

In the following local elections in 2000, held in a significantly
changed political environment as radical political changes occurred at
the republic and federal levels of government, citizens’ groups managed
to achieve a slightly better result than in the previous elections. They
won a total of 258,877 votes or about 5,8% which eventually gave them
310 mandates in 93 municipalities. A large number of citizens’ groups
also participated in the first local elections held under the proportional
electoral system in 2004, which were not held in parallel with the pres-
idential and parliamentary elections. Because of this split timing of na-
tional and local elections, local campaigns were primarily dominated
by topics related to local community issues. This contributed to citizens’
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groups achieving significantly better results than in previous elections.
In total, they won 9,9% of the votes, but they participated in the distri-
bution with a total of 542 council seats, which was a better election re-
sult by 232 council seats compared to the previous elections. An even
better indicator of their growing strength at the local government level
at the time is the number of heads of municipalities from their ranks.
Given that this was the only election cycle of direct voting for mayors
and municipality presidents, it clearly demonstrated the fact that influ-
ential individuals who come from the ranks of citizens’ groups can play
an important role in local government formation and achieve very high
election results. Namely, in terms of the number of municipal presidents,
citizens’ groups ranked second and their candidates won the positions
of municipal presidents in no less than twenty-seven municipalities.
Collectively, they participated in as many as one third of coalitions that
formed the municipal governments.

In the local elections held in 2008, there was a notable increase
in trust in political parties and coalitions, as well as a decline in trust
in citizens’ groups. Citizens’ groups nearly halved their performance
relative to the previous elections and won a total of 5.9% votes, but still
managed to participate in the distribution of mandates with 459 seats
(7.3%) in 77 municipalities. The reasons for this decline in trust in citi-
zens’ groups can be found in the fact that in this election cycle, mayors,
i.e. municipal presidents, were elected indirectly and that strong candi-
dates coming from citizens’ groups in such a changed institutional con-
text did not manage to push them toward a better election result.

In the local elections that followed in 2012 and were held in a
changed political environment after the tectonic change of government
at the national level, citizens’ groups succeeded in achieving a result
that was close to that they achieved in the previous elections. Collec-
tively, they managed to rank third after winning 6.1% of votes or 434
mandates in total in all local self-government units.

In the 2016 local elections, local movements and citizens’ groups
continued to record fairly good results, despite the fact that local cam-
paigns featured topics championed by large political parties, which are
inextricably linked to broader national issues. This is a direct conse-
quence of the concurrent holding of parliamentary and local elections.
Nevertheless, citizens’ groups in some local communities passed the
threshold and managed to win mandates in local assemblies. One such
example is the Assembly of the City of Kraljevo, in which two citizens’
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groups managed to win council seats, one with 5 mandates (5.9% of the
votes), while the other gained four mandates (5.45% of the votes) (Krug
Portal 2023). In the City Assembly of Ni$, one citizens’ group managed
to win mandates. It is the citizens’ group “Truly for Ni§ — Momir Sto-
janovi¢”, which participated in the local parliament with three mandates
based on 5.1% of the votes won. In the elections for local representative
in the City of Cacak, citizens’ group “For more progressive Ca¢ak — dr.
Aleksandar Radojevi¢”, won slightly below 7% of the votes, which was
transposed into 6 mandates. This also re-confirms that prominent indi-
viduals and citizens’ groups who advocate for local policies can record
fairly good election results.

Local elections in 2020 were held in an atmosphere of election
boycott by the large majority of opposition parties due to an uneven
playing field in terms of election conditions. These elections for local
authorities were marked by a changed institutional context, with elec-
toral threshold lowered from 5% to 3%. Yet, a large number of citizens’
groups again participated in this election cycle. In some cases, they man-
aged to achieve notable election results and in some, event win a ma-
jority in local assemblies (Koji¢ 2020). For example, in the municipal-
ity of Razanj, election victory was scooped by a citizens’ group led by
the municipality president, Dobrica Stojkovi¢. Despite the above-men-
tioned opposition’s boycott, in the Municipality of Topola, citizens’ group
gathered around the municipality president Dragan Jovanovi¢ prevailed,
receiving slightly more than 36% of the votes, while the dominant na-
tional SNS party won 32%. In the Municipality of Svilajnac, citizens’
group “Predrag Milanovi¢ — Svilajnac keeps its future” (“Predrag Mi-
lanovi¢ — Svilajnac ¢uva svoju buduénost”) which won 44.13% votes,
transposed into 23 mandates in the local assembly which has a total of
47 seats. Another citizens’ group list “For a better Svilajnac” (“Za bolji
Svilajnac”) achieved a notable election result after winning ten council
seats (Radio Slobodna Evropa 2020). Similarly, in the city of Sabac, one
citizens’ group list managed to receive seven mandates, in the election
process that lasted three months in Sabac due to continuous repeat vot-
ing at certain polling stations.

In the elections held in 14 cities and municipalities in 2022, citi-
zens’ groups managed to record a good election result in some self-gov-
ernment units. For example, in the Municipality of Kula, two citizens’
groups “Critical mass — for victory” (,,Kriticna masa — za pobedu’) and
“Kula citizens and our city — united for the victory of Kula” (,,Kuljani i
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nas$ grad — ujedinjeni za pobedu Kule”) collectively won more than 20%
of the votes and four mandates each, leaving behind even large political
parties that act at the national level (Mati¢ 2022). And in the Municipal-
ity of Kladovo, one citizens’ group also achieved a notable election re-
sult. It is the citizens’ group “Movement for Kladovo — Borislav Petrovi¢”
(,,Pokret za Kladovo — Borislav Petrovi¢”) that had a near one-third sup-
port of the electorate and won 30.5% of votes and nine mandates. Also,
in the elections in Majdanpek, two citizens’ groups managed to enter
the local parliament. These are citizens’ group “I refuse to give” (,,Ne

dam”) that won three mandates based on the 10.48% support within the

electorate and citizens’ group “It can be different” (,,Moze i drugaci-
je””) which received two mandates with 8.04% of the votes. In the local

elections held in 2022, as many as three citizens’ groups managed to

pass the threshold and enter the distribution of mandates in Medveda.
The biggest surprise was the citizens’ group “Medveda can do better”
(,,Medveda ume bolje”), a first-time participant in the elections, which

won 20.5% of the votes and managed to get five mandates in the local

parliament. Citizens’ group “For Medveda” (,,Za Medvedu”) won 7.29%

of the votes, i.e., two mandates, while the citizens group “For the devel-
opment of Medveda” (,,Za razvoj Medvede””) managed to pass the elec-
toral threshold and win one mandate. In the Municipality of Secanj, one

citizens’ group managed to enter the distribution of mandates. It is the

citizens’ group “Vukasin Bacina — for a better Municipality of SeCanj”
(,,Vukasin Bacina — za bolju opstinu Secanj”’) which won slightly over

11% of the votes, transposed into two mandates (Mati¢ 2022).

CONCLUSION: DEMOCRATIZATION
OF LOCAL COMMUNITIES AND THE
ROLE OF CITIZENS’ GROUPS

If we look at all election cycles, citizens’ groups achieved good
overall results given that they are not represented at the national level.
Collectively, the total number of candidates they nominated in the local
elections was always among the top five. Also, looking at the results of
all previous local elections, their success in achieving remarkable re-
sults is also evidenced by the fact that nearly one out of ten councilors
came from their ranks (Jovanovi¢ and Mati¢ 2020, 714). This success of
citizens’ group is a clear indication that citizens largely aspire and tend
to participate in democratic processes at the local level of government,
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while also striving to engage politically outside the classic channels of
political representation, such as political parties. In addition to those in-
dividuals who seek non-partisan political engagement at the local level,
situations that party dissidents, as well as individual party factions par-
ticipate in them have not been uncommon, either. In many local com-
munities, they were often an antithesis of party monopoly and partoc-
racy at the local level of government. Although in some communities,
they succeeded in winning the majority in local assemblies, they often
tipped the scales, thus boosting their coalition potential. This position
frequently gave rise to political defectors within their ranks as a result of
exposure to various pressures by dominant political parties in their local
environments. These pressures typically came from large parties and
party groups in order to constitute majorities in local assemblies. Over-
all, citizens’ groups acting at the local and regional level and primari-
ly advocating for specific local policies in numerous areas enjoy some
support of the electorate. They draw their strength mainly through the
actions and visibility of prominent individuals in their local communi-
ties. Considering that, in their action, they mainly advocate for specific
local policies, unlike political parties who act primarily at the national
level, citizens’ groups are the main promoters of local democracy and
local development. Over a longer period of time, it is also possible to
observe the trend of constant decline of trust in political parties, which
in turn paves the way for citizens’ groups’ actions. Election legislation
reforms aimed at personalizing the local-level elections could certainly
contribute to the additional empowerment of citizens’ groups, since it
transpired that, in the case of direct elections of mayors/municipal pres-
idents in just one, 2004 election cycle, citizens’ groups or individuals
from their ranks gained strength and took charge in as many as twen-
ty-seven local self-government units. Personalization of elections at the
local level would definitely enable citizens to become more politically
involved through citizens’ groups. At the local government level, citi-
zens’ vote was not in unison with that in the national elections, i.e. in
some local communities, it was these local actors who won. Even when
they did not have such a conclusive election result, citizens’ groups were
often ‘tip on the scales’ and achieved significant coalition potential, thus
becoming important actors in local politics and participating in the con-
stitution of local governments in some local self-government units. This
confirms the thesis that citizens’ groups are indeed important actors in
local political arenas, with potential to participate in local policymaking
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in some local communities. Local self-government reforms and a higher
degree of decentralization that would enable cities and municipality to
organize themselves autonomously would additionally strengthen the
role of citizens’ groups and prominent individuals in the political system.
Although Serbia has not yet reached such a high level of decentraliza-
tion, citizens’ groups have proved to be an important factor in local pol-
icy creation, thus contributing to the democratization of the local-level
decision-making. Separate timing of national and local elections could
also contribute to the further empowerment of citizens’ groups, as local
election campaigns would be dominated by the topics that are primarily
related to local community development. In that case, individuals organ-
ize through citizens’ groups and independent from party centers would
have an even greater influence on local policymaking. They would be-
come even more important as actors in the promotion of democratic val-
ues and ideals. One of the key disadvantages of the simultaneous slating
of elections at all levels in the vertical organization of government is
reflected in the financial and infrastructural imbalance between the re-
gime and opposition. This imbalance in the material and organizational
capacities hinders the opposition’s position in the political race, making
their position unequal compared to the ruling party’s/parties’ (Bursac
and Vucicevi¢ 2021). However, the separation of parliamentary and lo-
cal election terms in Serbia could lead to lower turnout and abstinence,
since there is still no clear awareness among the citizens about the im-
portance of local policies, as well as an overwhelming presence of top-
ics of national importance (Mati¢ 2020). This can also be the result of
campaigns that are still largely dominated by national topics in Serbia.
On the whole, citizens’ groups have in many towns and municipalities
profiled themselves as actors with an important role in the formation
of local authorities, which shows that citizens are very interested in ad-
dressing issues that are present in their local communities and voting
for those political options that are present only at the local level of gov-
ernment. Since by its very nature, the local self-government is closest to
citizens, this confirms the thesis that citizens’ groups acting at the local
level can be one of the motors of democratization and the creation of a
“robust” democracy that would ultimately lead to a greater political par-
ticipation also at the local level of government (Barber 2004). Although
in terms of formal prerequisites and institutional design, Serbia can be
ranked among the European states with a medium level of local auton-
omy, other political system characteristics, primarily election rules with

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Resume

The paper analyzes the possible connection between mental disorders
and terrorism/violent extremism. Mental health is a universal human
right and it is important not only for personal but also for general social
development. As this topic has been very little researched, and there is
a significant scientific gap, the author came to several conclusions with
the help of a comparative analysis of existing empirical studies. There
is a great stigmatization of people with mental illnesses, which affects
the creation of certain prejudices that associate the sick with violent be-
havior (which is mostly incorrect). Conversely, some studies claim that
mentally ill people are victims of violent behavior. Some researchers
have found a link between trauma and violent extremism. In fact, trau-
ma is often a trigger for violent extremism, and it is known that vio-
lent extremism is the first step towards the emergence of terrorism. It
is very important to distinguish between certain types of terrorism and
the correlation of mental illnesses. In fact, scientists are of the opin-
ion that the tendency to mental illness is even 13.5 times higher among
terrorists who act individually as lone wolves, compared to actors who
are part of a terrorist group. In addition, the prevalence rate of mental
illnesses among terrorists does not differ significantly compared to the
general population. Radicalization that leads to violent extremism and
terrorism is not a mental disorder and we cannot see it that way. An ad-
ditional problem in the research of this topic is that there is no adequate
cooperation between the medical profession and practitioners and the-
oreticians dealing with PACVERLT, and we need to work on connect-
ing them in order to have reliable data from this area. The conclusion
is that this is still an under-researched topic due to the small number of
(publicly available) empirical studies, as well as the confidentiality of
the medical data of patients. In this context, each terrorist should be ap-
proached individually when assessing the mental state, although certain
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types of mental disorders are more common in specific types of terror-
ism. Attention should also be paid to the gender approach when assess-
ing the mental health of terrorists. because there are certain differences
between men and women.

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THE DISCURSIVE CONSTRUCTION
OF THE NATION: SERBHOOD AS THE
OTHER IN THE CONSTRUCTION OF
MONTENEGRIN NATIONAL IDENTITY

Resume

Considering nations as socially constructed communities, the author
examines the role of otherness in forming the national identity in the
case study of contemporary Montenegrin identity. Drawing upon the
thesis that distancing from Serbian national features played a key role
in the construction of the Montenegrin nation, the author presents and
explains processes of marginalisation and stigmatisation of Serbhood,
understood as everything implicitly or explicitly related to Serbia as a
country and/or Serbs as a people. After providing theoretical and meth-
odological observations, the subsequent section offers a critical literature
review on questions surrounding Montenegrin identity. In the central
section of the paper, the discourse on Serbian otherness is deconstruct-
ed. Specifically, by employing the critical discourse analysis method,
the author scrutinises how this discourse constructs identity and shapes
social reality in Montenegro. This section comprises three subsections.
The first thematically encompasses the discourse on the Podgorica As-
sembly of 1918 and related events in Montenegro; the second analyses
the discourse on the Serbian Orthodox Church during the rule of the
Democratic Party of Socialists, while the third presents a continuity of
anti-Serb discourse after the fall of DPS. The research findings show
that, alongside legal, foreign policy, linguistic, symbolic, and other dis-
tancing from Serbia and Serbhood, the construction of contemporary
Montenegrin identity hinged on a discourse that not only suppressed
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Serbhood but also portrayed it as a hostile otherness and a threat to the
mere existence of Montenegro.

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A MODEL FOR IDENTIFYING SEPARATIST
TENDENCIES: A PRACTICAL AND
THEORETICAL APPROACH

Resume

Looking at the evolutionary process from the original human communi-
ty to the present day, people have constantly sought freedom. Thus far,
the best organizational solution to achieve such a need has been found
in the formation of the state, as the key guarantor of the collective’s sur-
vival. However, there are numerous collectives that currently lack their
own state, and their rights are partially or (not) fully recognized within
another state. Many achieve their struggle for freedom through peace-
ful means, negotiating with official institutions or changing the entire
state system in a democratic and legal manner. However, there are al-
so groups that endanger the territorial integrity and sovereignty of their
parent states, and in order to achieve their interests, use violent means,
thereby threatening peace, stability, and security. The primary goal of this
study is to develop a general model that might enable the identification
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of separatist tendencies in sensitive areas of the world, regardless of the
form of state organization. Additionally, the application of the model will
be demonstrated through the example of the Republic of Serbia, one of
the states with experience in combating separatist tendencies.

INTRODUCTION

Separatism is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon that has
been studied by scholars across a range of disciplines, including politi-
cal science, security and defence, sociology, and anthropology. One of
the challenges in understanding separatist tendencies is that they can be
driven by a wide range of factors that interact with each other in complex
ways. These factors can include political grievances, economic dispar-
ities, cultural identity, historical legacies, and external factors, among
others. Moreover, the specific nature and intensity of these factors can
vary widely across different contexts, making it difficult to develop com-
prehensive theories or models of separatism.

Therefore, the questions arise how to determine which security
phenomena should be classified as separatist, as well as which separa-
tist tendencies are of greater intensity and priority in relation to others,
and which are used exclusively for populist purposes, without currently
having serious implications for state security.

Given the above, the main goal of this paper is directed towards
the development of a general model that might enable the identification
of separatist tendencies in sensitive areas of the world, regardless of the
form of government, as well as to demonstrate the application of this
model through the example of the Republic of Serbia, as one of the coun-
tries with experience in combating separatist tendencies.

Officially, one of the main threat to national security of the Republic
of Serbia is represented by separatist aspirations that are fully manifest-
ed in the territory of the Serbian Autonomous Province of Kosovo and
Metohija (hereinafter: SAP K&M), and which appear in various forms
in other parts of the Republic of Serbia (Golubovi¢ and Sakovi¢ 2023, 11).

In the first part of the paper, we’ll analyze the concept of separatism
and its key phases. After that, a model will be presented that may be used
to identify and determine the intensity of separatist tendencies. Finally,
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the model will be applied to selected tendencies in the Republic of Serbia,
and certain solutions derived from model application will be proposed.

THE CONCEPT OF SEPARATISM

The concept of separatism presents a challenge for theorists due to
its ambiguity. The mere fact that in the last 200 years there were around
403 separatist movements in the world and that at least 60 of them are still
active, writes volumes supporting the complexity of these phenomena
(Griffiths 2017, 205). Some of them are well-known and widely—agreed
examples of separatism (Rae 2019), such as the Scottish, Catalan, Irish,
Flemish (Xhardez 2020, 138), while others are less known to both the
wider and expert public, such as the Hungarian irredentism in southern
Slovakia or the beginnings of Moravian separatism in the Czech Republic.

Actions viewed as separatist from one angle may be perceived
as struggles for freedom and human rights from another (Muro 2018,
20). Various theories of secession, such as nationalist, plebiscitary, and
corrective justice theories, attempt to answer the question of who has
the right to self—determination (Petrovi¢ 2022, 348-349). Some authors
even tried explaining the issue in a simplistic way, claiming that parents
[states] have the freedom to raise their children [citizens] as they choose,
as long as they are not negligent or abusive; but if they are grossly in-
competent or malicious, the authorities (international community) have
a duty to intervene (Wellman 2005, 63). However, none are universally
accepted as the foundation upon which the principle of the right to self—
determination should be based.

Either separatism or secessionism — as an identical but more po-
litically correct term — is neither simple nor easy to define. Cambridge
Dictionary defines separatism as “the attempt to achieve political, ter-
ritorial, cultural, ethnic, or religious autonomy from a larger group, en-
tity, or country” (Cambridge Dictionary 2023). On the other hand, the
Oxford Dictionary defines separatists as “a member of a group of peo-
ple within a country who want to separate from the rest of the country
and form their own government” (Oxford Dictionary 2023).

Furthermore, broader definitions of separatism define it as “an
attempt to achieve political, territorial, cultural, ethnic, or religious au-
tonomy in relation to a larger group, entity, or state” (Oxford Reference
2019). Such definitions put autonomy movements in an unfavorable po-
sition, given that demands for autonomy per se should not be considered
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as separatist aspirations. Krneti¢ believes that “secession is a process in
which a new, sovereign entity is created at the international level” (Kr-
neti¢ 2017, 14), while Crawford defines secession as “the creation of a
state with the help of threat force despite the absence of permission from
the former holder of sovereignty” (Pavkovi¢ 2012, 5).

As can be observed, most definitions focus on two key elements
of separatism — the existence of a group/collective with a certain dis-
tinctiveness and their desire to separate from the majority by achiev-
ing autonomy (political independence) or complete secession (full in-
dependence). In order to differentiate between various forms of separa-
tism, some scholars propose a distinction between general separatism
and separatist tendencies. The latter is characterized by a psychological
inclination to distance oneself from a larger group, without necessarily
pursuing secessionist actions in order to achieve absolute political in-
dependence (Pang and Jiang 2019, 23).

Additionally, separatist aspirations manifest themselves in differ-
ent phases. A separatist group never instantaneously embarks on cre-
ating parallel security forces and institutions. It is a process that typi-
cally involves phased action. The phases of separatism can be divided
into four phases: 1) the identity formation phase; 2) the group mobili-
zation phase; 3) the (un)armed conflict phase; and 4) the phase of in-
ternational recognition, which may not necessarily occur in a precise
order (Krause 2022, 789-780). Some authors also discuss other phases
such as the language, culture, and history suppression phase, the open
persecution phase of the group, or the genocide phase (Ryabinin 2017,
7), while others (Tilly 2004, 4) provide an alternative understanding of
the phases associated with the sequential progression of the separatist
movements (WUNC framework).

Secessionism can be formally suppressed at any stage, but the
task becomes increasingly difficult and less likely to succeed as it pro-
gresses through its phases. The ideal goal of any state, in addition to the
absence of separatist tendencies, is to suppress them at an early stage,
preferably during the identity formation phase when they are still rather
weak. The phases of secessionism also represent a type of potential sup-
pression points that the state can exploit in its fight against separatism.

Active and potential separatist tendencies in Europe, parts of North
Africa, and the Middle East can be seen in Figure 1. Although incom-
plete, the map shows the number of active and potential separatist ten-
dencies that countries are facing, further emphasizing the complexity of
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the right to self—determination, which is deeply embedded in the fabric
of the present international security system (Roth 2023, 459).

No analytical framework or model is perfect and cannot meet the
challenges posed with absolute precision. Nevertheless, it is possible to
establish a general model that will serve as an auxiliary analytical tool
to clearly distinguish between separatism and other forms of security
challenges, risks, and threats to the state, and to gain a deeper under-
standing of the essence of a particular separatist group.

MODEL FOR IDENTIFYING SEPARATIST
TENDENCIES (MIST)

Continuously and effectively monitoring security phenomena, in-
cluding separatism, is very difficult to maintain in practice, given the
numerous factors that influence them. Such analyses may often typical-
ly provide overly generalized, bureaucratic, un—integrated, and insuffi-
ciently clear information to decision—makers. Therefore, there is a need
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for developing a model that identifies and integrates all key factors of
separatist activities and identifies the root causes and consequences of
separatist actions, as well as presenting significant findings in a visual
and easily understandable manner.

The Model for identifying separatist tendencies (hereinafter:
MIST), developed by the authors’, serves as an analytical tool for iden-
tifying separatist tendencies. It comprehensively represents the factors
that contribute to the manifestation of separatist tendencies that impact
specific security phenomena. The model enables easier understanding of
potential or established separatist phenomena, their causes, consequenc-
es, and possible solutions in an integrated and comprehensive manner.

It is composed of factors that influence the manifestation of sep-
aratist tendencies, including their specific values and intensities, as well
as the overall intensity of these tendencies based on a predetermined
scale. It is important to note that the model presented in this paper is
intended to be purely theoretical, offering a conceptual basis for under-
standing and analyzing separatist tendencies and their influencing fac-
tors. A blank example of the model can be seen in

The factors that influence the manifestation of separatist tenden-
cies are phenomena that in some way affect the expression of separatist
tendencies. They are preconditions that can lead to secession, but those
are not exclusively or ultimate factors. Also, these factors can be grouped
into different categories based on their nature and impact. These cate-
gories include economic factors, political factors, identity factors, his-
torical factors etc.

For the model to be applicable, it should not be rigidly applied, but
rather modular and open to interventions when necessary. This is ex-
tremely important to note, given that analytical teams sometimes tend to
cling to the form imposed by bureaucratic constraints on analysts when
conducting analytical process. Due to these constraints, numerous an-
alytical errors (Clark 2019, 32—40) occur, thus demanding creation of
an open analytical model that can be adjusted to deeper and more ac-
curate data processing.

Having this necessity in mind, the 27" “Miscellaneous factors’
are defined in order to allow changes and additions to the model, as well
as its further improvements and modifications to make it more reliable.

The explanation for the factors that influence the manifestation of
separatist tendencies, along with examples, can be seen in Table 2. It is
important to note that all examples provided in this paper are intended
to serve as theoretical illustrations rather than empirical evidence. Due
to the extensive scope of researching and validating each specific exam-
ple, the focus of this work is to present a conceptual framework rather
than conduct an exhaustive analysis of individual cases. Therefore, these
examples should be understood as hypothetical scenarios and should not
be regarded as definitive facts or conclusive evidence.

1. |Perception

Subjective perception of the separatist group on the ne-|
cessity of expressing separatist demands. Despite the
state’s efforts to improve the position of certain groups,
there are those who will always advocate for separatist
aspirations (Agneman 2021, 35), regardless of econom-|
ic prosperity, given that they concern ethnic, religious,
or other issues as supreme (e.g. Serbs in Republic of
Srpska).

Historical
factors

The existence of constant repetition of oppression to-
wards a group by the state throughout history, along
with the collective memory (Roehner and Rahilly 2016,
163—-167) of such oppression. This concerns historical
circumstances that create a collective fear within the
group towards the state, given that it has shown itself
to be oppressive throughout history (e.g. the Kurds in
Turkiye). This factor can be subjective or objective —e.g.
persecution and discrimination may be perceived by the
certain community or it can be realized through segrega-
tion, suppression of language, faith or culture, expulsion
or genocide.

3. |Grouping

The existence of a territory where members of a separat-|
ist group are clustered, and which can be easily separated
from the parent state (e.g. simple territories such as the
Vranje or so—called “Presevo Valley” or SAP K&M), is
important in understanding separatism in spatial context
(Kobayashi 2020). Such spaces, municipalities, counties
etc. usually have a significant majority of a group or a
community which is minority from the perspective of
entire country.

National
4. |regulatory
framework

The existence of a national normative or legal frame-
work that allows for the declaration of independence
in a legal manner within a state (e.g. Northern Ireland).
However it should be noted here that such a framework
is usually not voluntary but rather enforced a result of
conflict resolution.
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International
5. |legal
framework

The existence of an international legal framework that
allows for the right to self-determination under more
or less clearly determined conditions when such rights
may be established and guaranteed (e.g. the United Na-
tions Charter). These are usually the cases when an in-
ternational entity such as UN, EU, NATO, CSTO etc.
intervenes as a mediator between two or more sides of
conflict.

Other
6. |separatist
tendencies

The existence of different separatist movements within
a single country, when actions of one can incite other
separatist groups (such as the separatism in the territory
of SAP K&M and its influence on Albanian and
Bosniak separatism). This is highlighted by research
(Lewis 2022, 15) which points to the existence of a
direct link between exposure to separatism and support
for separatist groups.

Parent state /

The existence of a separatist group’s home state and its
actions against the territorial integrity and sovereignty
of another state. For instance, the Kurdish separatist
movement lacks a parent state, while Albanian
separatists do have one, which provides them with
greater material and diplomatic support. This imbalance
in external backing could influence the effectiveness
of the separatist group’s activities and its ability to
challenge the territorial integrity and sovereignty of the
target state.

Political

agenda

The presence of clearly stated separatist demands
in the political programs of the key political parties
representing separatist groups, or the existence of
autonomy demands within political or other programs
(e.g. political programs of Bosniak parties in the
Republic of Serbia). Autonomy demands rarely lead to
long—term settlement of their grievances, as separatists
often use concept of autonomy as a stepping stone
towards achieving full independence and sovereignty
over their desired territory.
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Leader

The existence of a charismatic leader responsible for group
cohesion and maintaining hierarchical structure as well as
mobilizing significant number of supporters. Some lead-
ers, such as the late Bosniak leader Muamer Zukorli¢, can
have a positive influence on reducing tensions within their
group, in addition to their demands for autonomy, by being
loyal and cooperative to the parent state (in this example
Republic of Serbia). This is sometimes the case in initial
phases of emerging separatist movement, but can also be
seen in later stages, after initial radical approach. These
tactics are usually used for strengthening of leaders’ influ-
ence and cautious furthering of their personal political am-
bitions. Some of these leaders establish their authority on
initial radicalization so they could later be seen as “peace-
makers” and “constructive mediators”, while others may
start from milder positions and then gradually progress to-
wards radicalization of their rhetoric, points and demands.
Therefore, psycho—ideological profile of a leader is one of
crucial elements in analysis since a movement subjugated
to a will of a single leader may at some point or the other
significantly deviate from its ideology and practices.

10.

Population

The attitudes of a group’s members towards loyalty to
their parent state. However, measuring this factor is a
complex task, as direct surveys of individuals could create
unease among them. Therefore, alternative methods to
assess attitudes towards loyalty can be employed, such as
operative work of security agencies, OSINT (especially
social networks analysis), attitudes towards military
service and mobilization response rates, tax compliance
and expert evaluations, among others. For instance, the
current majority opinion among the Hungarian minority in
SAP Vojvodina, indicates a lack of their interest in joining
Hungary, but this does not necessarily guarantee their
loyalty to the Republic of Serbia. Also, there is a factor
to be considered that significant portion of Hungarians in
Serbia isn’t fluent in Serbian language. Furthermore, most
of them as well as significant number of Serbs born in SAP
Vojvodina have taken Hungarian citizenship in order to have
better access to EU countries. Model of dual citizenship
may present a factor for itself when it comes to separatist
tendencies analytics since this opens an important question
of divided loyalties, especially in case of conflict.
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11.

Ethnicity

The existence of an ethnic group that is different from
the majority and creates a sense of otherness and
distinctiveness among members of a separatist group
(e.g. the Albanian ethnicity and its relationship with
the Serbian ethnicity). In addition to ethnicity, ethno—
nationalist separatism employs the concept of historical
statehood or at least territorial right, which is desirable
but not the most important element used to legitimize
separatist aspirations, as ethnic unity always takes the
key element (Voronovici 2020, 299).

12.

Religion

The presence of religious affiliation that differs from the
majority religion and creates a sense of otherness and
uniqueness among the members of a separatist group
(e.g. the Uyghurs in the People’s Republic of China,
who are predominantly of the Islamic faith).

13.

Culture

The presence of a distinct culture that differs from
the predominant one, and which, despite a potentially
shared ethnicity, creates a sense of otherness and dis-
tinctiveness among members of a separatist group (e.g.
the Vojvodina or Montenegrin distinct cultures within
the Serbian ethnic group).

14.

Language

The existence of a distinct language that differs from
the commonly spoken language and creates a sense of
otherness or similarity among members of a separatist
group (e.g. Albanian or Bosniak language, where the
former creates a sense of otherness and the latter creates
a sense of similarity that can be leveraged to ease
tensions by emphasizing linguistic affiliation; also, the
example of the Basque language, an isolate language
that differs significantly from all other languages on the
Iberian Peninsula). These phenomena are influenced
by ethno-linguistic policies that have an impact on
separatist aspirations, as best seen in the case of Ukraine
(Medvedev et al. 2019, 111).

15.

Foreign
influence

The actions of foreign intelligence and security services
within a country aimed at using separatist groups for the
purpose of achieving the national interests of another
state, such as the influence of the Russian Federation on
Russian separatists in Ukraine or the past German and
Italian fascist influence on Croatian separatists in former
Kingdom of Yugoslavia.
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16.

Symbols

The existence of a culture of clear expression of national,
religious, and other symbols (flags, coats of arms, and
other emblems) that indicate a sense of distinctiveness
and potential disloyalty to the state (e.g. emphasizing
Catalan symbols and opposing the use of symbols of
Kingdom of Spain).

17.

Violation of
rights

The objective existence of the violation of basic human
and minority rights by the state (e.g. the violation of
the rights of Russians in Ukraine). It is important to
note that state repression is one of the main drivers
of separatist tendencies (Kingsbury 2021, 48—49). As
mentioned before government oppression may also be
a subjective or perceived but even as such it still makes
a powerful drive for development of separatist notions
and narratives.

18.

Economic
prosperity

The economic prosperity of separatist groups is reflected
through various economic indicators of well-being such
as the overall prosperity of citizens in the state, the median
income of households in the group, the average income
per capita, the Gini coefficient, and other indicators (e.g.
economic inequality between Scots and English). This
is supported by research that shows a direct impact of
regional development and economic well-being on
support for separatist groups (Gehring and Schneider
2020, 16). Sometimes the regions prone to separatism
might have their own micro economy based on local and
legal production and services, but it can also be financed
through semi legal or illegal activities. Crime is often
a big contributor to financing terrorism or separatism
especially since parent state is perceived as illegitimate
and oppressive, therefore making its laws insignificant
and obsolete in the light of fight for “national liberation”.

19.

Diaspora
communities

Especially important factor is the existence of strong,
dedicated and active diaspora that can support separatist
tendencies through financial, political, and other
means (e.g. the traditionally strong Armenian diaspora
supporting the efforts of Nagorno—Karabakh to separate
from Azerbaijan and join Armenia).

20.

Lobbying
power

The existence of a strong lobbying group abroad, which
advocates on behalf of separatist groups before major
powers or other significant actors, such as the Albanian
lobbyists within the USA.

Civil
disobedience

The level of civil disobedience, such as protests, boycotts
of elections etc, needs to be measured with great caution
as civil disobedience can arise both from objective
dissatisfaction with the state of affairs in the country,
and as a part of separatist aspirations (for example, civil
disobedience without separatist tendencies includes the
Martin Luther King Jr. movement, while an example of
civil disobedience with elements of separatism is the
mass Albanian demonstrations in 1981 in SAP K&M).

22.

Violent tactics

The level of civil disobedience demonstrated through
violent methods such as attacking police, military and
other security units of the state, using Molotov cocktails,
stones, and other dangerous objects during protests,
terrorism, etc. The willingness to use violent methods
usually implies the readiness of separatist groups to
engage in armed rebellion if given the opportunity (e.g.
the Basque separatism and ETA’s activities in Spain).

23.

Soft power

This factor concerns the ability of a separatist group
to shape the preferences of others within the group or
among citizens within or outside the state through soft
power. It involves the ability to achieve the desired state of
autonomy or independence without using force, but rather
through social and cultural influence, news manipulation,
persuasion and the attractiveness of the idea. The examples
of Scottish and Irish separatisms illustrates this concept,
as the strong soft power of the Scottish and Irish people,
implemented through cinema, myths, culture, and music
that gained a worldwide support. Additionally, a state can
use soft power to address separatist tendencies, for instance,
through education (Luknar 2022, 88).

24.

Migration
patterns

The existence of certain migration patterns that lead to
the radicalization of another group and creating a sense
of insecurity (for instance, the increased migration/
return of Serbs to the territory of the SAP K&M, which
has further radicalized separatist aspirations among the
Albanian population).

Territorial

"|claims

The existence of direct or indirect territorial claims to
a specific part of territory or territories by a particular
group or state (e.g. territorial claims of Armenia and
Azerbaijan on Nagorno—Karabakh or Russia’s claims on
territories of Ukraine).
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The existence of a weakened state that is unable to
establish complete control over its territory (for example,
African states that lack the institutional capacity to
maintain control over their own territory).

In order for the model to be successful, it is necessary to determine
the coefficient of value for each factor, which will be used to calculate
the intensity of each specific factor. The coefficient values of separa-
tist tendencies, developed by the authors’, expressed in points (ranging
from 0 — no impact, 3 — moderate impact, to 5 — strong impact), can be
seen in Table 3.

! Determining the subjective feelings of a particular group is extremely difficult.
Therefore, as with most of the factors mentioned, an assessment is made by ana-
lysts and experts based on available information and various analytical methods.
Such an assessment can never be entirely accurate, which is why it is necessary to
develop several different scenarios of separatist tendencies and the consequences
of different state policies towards them. Furthermore, it is crucial to emphasize
that a more sophisticated scientific methodology is essential for a comprehensive
examination of these factors, which needs to be developed in further studies.

By using the model, it is possible to determine several key param-
eters, such as: 1) Key factors that influence certain separatist tendencies,
as well as their intensity of manifestation; 2) A scale of the intensity of
a specific separatist tendency can be obtained by adding up the values
determined by the analyst based on specific factors; 3) Regular moni-
toring of various security phenomena within the state and their filter-
ing through the model can identify separatist groups in early stages that
need to be monitored; 4) Based on the analysis of integrated data, it is
possible to map key factors that influence separatist tendencies (caus-
es), which can be further elaborated through various analytical methods.
Thus, potential solutions can be identified.?

If the analysis determines that there is a significant influence of the economic
well-being factor and its correlation with the growth of separatist tendencies, it
is possible to direct the analytical team towards the development of scenarios in
which the behavior of the separatist group will be analyzed in the case of improved
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In the following sections of this paper, we will elaborate on the
model by providing examples of selected separatist tendencies within
the Republic of Serbia.

APPLICATION OF MIST IN THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

To present the implementation of the model, it is necessary to start
with certain assumptions regarding the key separatist tendencies. This
includes irredentist tendencies (Figure 2) towards the territory of the
Republic of Serbia, which can be defined as a strategy of individuals or
groups at the national and international level with the goal of unifying
all territories where members of a particular group reside into a single
political entity (Malbasi¢ and Trbojevi¢ 2020, 39).

It is thus estimated that there are two significant separatist tenden-
cies identified in the Republic of Serbia. The first is Bosniak separatism,
primarily observed in the Raska—Polimlje region, often referred to as the

“Sandzak”. The second is Albanian separatism, which manifests in the
municipalities of PreSevo and Bujanovac. These municipalities, along
with Medveda, where the population is predominantly Serbian, collec-
tively make up the region known as the “Presevo Valley”.

There are also other factors in the Republic of Serbia that are
currently of very low intensity and which, at least in the short and me-
dium term, do not pose a threat to the security of the Republic of Ser-
bia. One such factor is the Hungarian factor, which tends to manifest in
areas where Hungarians form the majority population, particularly in
the northern part of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina (Vojvodi-
na). The presence of a significant Hungarian population in these areas
contributes to a distinct regional identity. Another noteworthy factor is
the Vojvodina factor, primarily embraced by a small number of citizens
of the Republic of Serbia who perceive Vojvodina as a distinct element
within the state. This perspective fosters the development of a “Vojvod-
inian” identity separate from the broader Serbian national identity.’

economic conditions. Therefore, it is possible to develop certain policies such as
equal regional development or decentralization, which potentially could calm down
separatist tendencies and give the state more time for preparation.

The Vojvodina factor can be identified among an extremely small number of citi-
zens with extremist views of different ethnic affiliations, as well as certain political
parties such as the League of Social Democrats of Vojvodina. They tend to radi-
calize the polarization of citizens of the Republic of Serbia, who, due to exposure
to radical political extremes, accept the political options of right and left populism

Separatist tendencies in SAP K&M will not be considered, as they
are already fully expressed and require separate research, but they still
constitute separatism in its “terminal phase” of semi—frozen conflict.
Therefore, focus of this paper are separatist tendencies in the so—called

“Sandzak region” and Vranjska or so—called “Presevo Valley”.

In addition, the potential application of the model in analyzing
certain security phenomena that could potentially develop into open sep-
aratist actions in the long term will be presented. Thus, the “Vojvodi-
na factor” will be incorporated into the model to illustrate how it can

Application of the model in the analysis of
Bosniak and Albanian separatism in Serbia

In Table 5, it is possible to see the application of the model in the
example of Bosniak separatism in the so—called “Sandzak region” in
the Republic of Serbia, where factor intensity for each factor has been
assessed by the authors’ based on the framework presented in Table 3.

By applying the model in the example of Bosniak separatism, the
overall intensity of separatist tendencies has been determined to be 75
points, which represents the initial phase of the “HIGH” intensity scale.
Thus, an intensification of non—violent resistance can be expected, where
armed resistance is unlikely, but cannot be ruled out in case of the crisis
overflow from the SAP K&M to the so—called “Presevo Valley” and the
so—called “Sandzak”, as well as in case of the influence of foreign factors.

In other words, the Bosniak factor is increasingly showing open
separatist tendencies, disguised as demands for autonomy and region-
alization under the auspices of European Union, with the aim of perma-
nent separation of the region of Raska, so—called “Sandzak” from the
Republic of Serbia, as well as a part of it in Montenegro, and its creation
as a separate “European region”, which would be a separate federal unit
outside the composition of the Republic of Serbia and Montenegro in
the hypothetical case of European Union federalization.

Taking the above into consideration, Bosniak separatism is long—
term oriented, and its manifestation will be intensified by the potential
accession of the Republic of Serbia and Montenegro to the European
Union. However, the European Union, at least currently, does not sup-
port separatist groups on its territory. This is only possible in the case of
the regionalization of the European Union, which gives Bosniak sepa-
ratists the opportunity to lobby within European institutions at a higher
level than the current one.

In the future, an intensification of demands for autonomy in the so—
called “Sandzak” region can be expected without a direct violation of the
territorial integrity and sovereignty of the Republic of Serbia. The idea is
to use subtle separatism under the guise of autonomy demands to bring
the Republic of Serbia to a fait accompli where, as a member of the Eu-
ropean Union, it will be more susceptible to demands for regionalization
and other potential “European regions” within the country. This strate-
gy is likely to involve lobbying within European institutions at a higher
level than is currently possible. This could be viewed as a form of polit-
ical subversion or manipulation of state institutions by non—state actors.
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On the other hand, Bosniak separatism could put Bosniaks living
in the so—called “Sandzak” in an extremely dangerous position that could
result in isolation in every form. This is because it is extremely difficult,
both geographically and in every other way, to connect the region with
a corridor that would ensure the effective functioning of Bosnia and
Herzegovina with the “Sandzak” in its composition (see figure 2), so
the most rational solution might be the creation of a “European region”.

Ethnic enclaves in the region are highly complex formations, and the
solution of merging with Bosnia and Herzegovina could only be achieved
through war or ethnic cleansing, which makes this scenario highly unlike-
ly. Almost all previous attempts to achieve ethnic homogeneity as a con-
dition for statehood have ended in tragedy (Dubnov and Robson 2019, 27).

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Using the model on the example of Albanian separatism, a total
intensity of separatist tendencies was determined to be 90 points, rep-
resenting the highest phase of the “HIGH” intensity scale, extremely
close to the “VERY HIGH” intensity scale where state preventive pol-
icies are no longer effective. As a result, there is a potential transition
from non—armed to armed insurrection, terrorist actions, and demands
for international recognition in a certain form.

In other words, the Albanian factor in the political discourse dis-
plays open separatist tendencies, almost at the level of creating parallel
institutions. In contrast to the subtler and more planned Bosniak sep-
aratism, Albanian separatism in the so—called “Presevo Valley” aims
to include the mentioned region in negotiations between Belgrade and
Pristina (Politika 2023), in order to achieve a territorial exchange or a
certain degree of autonomy for the region. This would limit the action
of the Republic of Serbia in the “Presevo Valley” in the long run and ul-
timately lead to the further creation of the so—called “Greater Albania”.

In contrast to the situation in the so—called “Sandzak”, separa-
tism in the so—called “PreSevo Valley” is much easier to manifest in
the form of demands for a demilitarized zone, followed by the granting
of a special status, and ultimately the concrete separation of the region
from the Republic of Serbia. This is due to the fact that this region is
easily connectable with the region of the SAP K&M, so the problem of
corridors and ethnic enclaves does not exist. It is important to note that
the so—called “Presevo Valley” has already experienced an escalation
of armed conflicts, which were successfully neutralized by the Repub-
lic of Serbia. However, escalation of similar conflicts shouldn’t be ruled
out in near future.

Application of MIST in the analysis of
the Vojvodina factor in Serbia

In the public discourse of the Republic of Serbia, it is often as-
sumed that if the issue of SAP K&M is not resolved, separatist tendencies
will spread to other regions. Among other legitimate regions (such as the
so—called “Sandzak” and the so—called “Presevo Valley”), Vojvodina
is also frequently mentioned as a separatist issue that is being analyzed.

Using the Vojvodina example, we will demonstrate how the model
can help understand a certain security phenomenon that is not fully de-
veloped and needs to be classified in a certain way. The assumption of

political leaders, as well as analysts, that there are separatist tendencies
in Vojvodina, can be the reason for numerous analytical errors, where
analytical material is prepared based on a pre—determined conclusion,
in order to justify the recipient’s views. To reduce the impact of random
interpretation of security phenomena and their incorrect definitions, it
is possible to apply the model to resolve any misunderstandings. In this
way, the analysis of the Vojvodina factor through the model can be seen
in Table 7, where factor intensity for each factor has been assessed by
the authors’ based on the framework presented in Table 3.

By applying the model on the example of the Vojvodina factor, the
total intensity of separatist tendencies was determined to be 24 points,
which represents the initial phase of the “LOW” intensity scale. This
indicates the existence of potential (in this case, low probability) for the
early stage in forming of a separate identity.

Based on this framework, we can conclude that there is a potential
for the creation of Vojvodina separatist tendencies in the case of stronger
polarization of citizens of the Republic of Serbia and the strengthening
of national disunity caused by artificial divisions.

Without applying the model, the Vojvodina factor could be clas-
sified as a separatist tendency, considering the theatrical performances
of the political leaders, as well as the political benefits that certain po-
litical actors may have with right—-wing populist discourse in the public.
However, by analyzing specific factors, it has been determined that the
Vojvodina factor should not be disregarded as a security phenomenon,
but that it should not currently be classified as a region with significant
separatist tendencies.

This could intensify in the long term in the case of neglecting
national unity by the state, which can create necessary distinctiveness
and otherness in relation to the Republic of Serbia. A similar example
can be found in the Herzegovinian factor, which, if not channeled in the
right way by the state, might have long—term detrimental consequences
similar to the consequences of the creation of the contemporary Monte-
negrin national corpus. However, Herzegovinian type of separatism is
highly unlikely since both from historical and actual perspective there
is a strong sense of Serbian identity without specific forms that were
present in Montenegro for centuries.
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PROPOSED SOLUTIONS DERIVED
FROM MODEL APPLICATION

Several key factors can be identified as contributing to Bosniak
extremism, including ethnic and religious radicalization and extremism.
This is influenced by historical circumstances that have shaped the per-
ception of the region’s population. Furthermore, the concentration of
the Bosniak population in a specific territory creates the potential for
separation from Serbia and Montenegro, with the aim of establishing a
European region.

Another factor to consider is the impact of Albanian separatism in
the SAP K&M and the so—called “Presevo Valley” on the situation in the
“Sandzak” region. The influence of foreign factors, particularly Turkiye,
has the potential to destabilize the Republic of Serbia by providing sup-
port to Bosniak separatism. Additionally, the general economic situation
in the Republic of Serbia plays a role in shaping the overall environment.

On the other hand, there are several potential factors that the Re-
public of Serbia can utilize in addressing Bosniak separatism. Firstly,
the similarity between the Bosniak and Serbian language and culture
serves as a basis for fostering stronger bonds and closeness between the
two peoples. Building upon these shared elements can contribute to a
sense of unity and understanding.

Secondly, the exceptional cooperation between Bosniak leaders
and the Republic of Serbia presents an opportunity for constructive en-
gagement and dialogue. By nurturing this cooperation, mutual inter-
ests can be pursued, and potential sources of tension can be mitigated.

Thirdly, the Republic of Serbia’s positive and productive collab-
oration with the Republic of Turkiye, driven by common economic in-
terests in the Balkans, provides an additional leverage point. This co-
operation can contribute to regional stability and facilitate diplomatic
efforts aimed at addressing separatist aspirations.

Furthermore, the Republic of Serbia’s current approach towards
the Bosniak community deserves recognition. The state’s firm stance
against all forms of ethnic and religious extremism reinforces the im-
portance of tolerance, respect, and the rejection of divisive ideologies.
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In addition, the Republic of Srpska and Montenegro can serve
as instruments of pressure for the Republic of Serbia in case of foreign
support for separatist aspirations within its borders.*

When it comes to Albanian separatism, we can separate several
key factors that contribute to Albanian separatism. Firstly, ethnic and
religious radicalization and extremism play a significant role in fueling
separatist sentiments. These factors contribute to a sense of division
and polarization within the Albanian population, leading to the pursuit
of separatist agendas.

Secondly, historical circumstances, particularly the impact of war
events in the SAP K&M and the territory of the so—called “PreSevo Val-
ley,” have shaped the perceptions of the population in the region. These
events have influenced the collective memory and identity, fostering a
desire for separation from the Republic of Serbia.

The concentration of the Albanian population in a distinct terri-
tory that is geographically separable from the rest of Serbia provides
another underlying cause of separatism. This concentration creates a
sense of distinctiveness and fosters aspirations for integration into the
concept of a “Greater Albania.”

Furthermore, the unresolved issue of the SAP K&M poses a sig-
nificant challenge. The lack of a comprehensive resolution and the on-
going political complexities contribute to the persistence of separatist
tendencies.

The extremely strong influence of foreign factors, including the
Albanian diaspora and their lobbying efforts towards major global pow-
ers, plays a significant role in promoting and supporting separatist as-
pirations. These external influences further exacerbate the separatist
sentiment and contribute to the pursuit of a “Greater Albania” agenda.

Lastly, the existence of “sponsor states,” including the majority
of western states and the Republic of Albania, indirectly supports the
creation of a “Greater Albania” and provides logistical and financial

4 The international legal framework is also one of the strong levers that the Republic

of Serbia can use, especially after the intervention of the Russian Federation in
Ukraine. However, this example shows the sensitivity of this lever to geopolitical
power games and double standards. Therefore, this lever is not mentioned, considering
that it has become negligible due to the continuous violation of international law
by major powers. In other words, the Republic of Serbia can invoke international
law as much as it wants, but in the end, great powers will act in accordance with
their national interests. If they want a special region like the so—called “Sandzak”,
it will happen regardless of the international legal framework.
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assistance to separatist actors. The example of the Fund for the so—
called “Presevo Valley” highlights the external support received by
separatist movements.

The Republic of Serbia possesses certain potential leverage that
can be utilized in addressing Albanian separatism. Firstly, the depend-
ence of the Albanian separatist movement on foreign factors, particu-
larly the influence and interests of major powers, primarily the United
States, plays a significant role in shaping the dynamics of the separatist
movement. Understanding and effectively managing these external fac-
tors can provide the Republic of Serbia with leverage in mitigating the
impact of separatist aspirations.

The current attitude of the Republic of Serbia towards the Albanian
community is crucial. The state emphasizes the importance of sanction-
ing all forms of ethnic and religious extremism, while simultaneously
displaying a high level of tolerance for the violation of the Constitution
of the Republic of Serbia by Albanian political leaders in the so—called
“Presevo Valley”. This approach allows for a delicate balance where the
state does not oppress the separatist group directly, potentially influenc-
ing their motivations and actions.

The Republic of Serbia can also draw upon strategic partnerships
with neighboring countries, including the Republic of North Macedo-
nia, Montenegro, and Greece, to counter Albanian separatism. These
nations share similar concerns and face similar separatist aspirations,
enabling collaborative efforts to suppress and address separatist ten-
dencies in the region.

Furthermore, the Republic of Srpska and Montenegro serve
as instruments of pressure that the Republic of Serbia can employ
in response to external support for separatist aspirations within its
borders. The influence and actions of foreign factors can be met with
coordinated responses and countermeasures, utilizing these strate-
gic alliances to protect the territorial integrity and stability of the
Republic of Serbia.

Ifkey actors from all sides demonstrate political will, several key
policies can be implemented to reconcile seemingly irreconcilable par-
ties and pave the way for a solution. Firstly, it is essential to strength-
en national unity by actively suppressing any form of polarization and
division within the nation. This includes countering artificial political
and other divisions that may be instigated by foreign factors or by the
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state itself. The focus should be on fostering a sense of shared identity
and common purpose.’

A crucial aspect of the solution lies in implementing genuine de-
centralization within the Republic of Serbia at the level of municipal
self-government units. Decentralization should be based on adminis-
trative and functional considerations rather than religious or ethnic di-
visions. Reforming the current electoral law of the Republic of Serbia
is necessary to reduce the influence of partitocracy and enhance the
democratic process.

A “zero tolerance” policy should be adopted towards any form of
ethnic and religious extremism, firmly addressing and confronting such
ideologies and actions. This approach sends a clear message that such
divisive behavior will not be tolerated within the Republic of Serbia.

Creating more favorable economic conditions is paramount to im-
prove the well-being of all citizens. This involves promoting balanced
regional development, implementing measures to reduce taxes, enhanc-
ing infrastructure connectivity, and fostering entrepreneurship to stim-
ulate economic growth and prosperity.

The development of analytical capacities within the national secu-
rity system of the Republic of Serbia is crucial. Strengthening these ca-
pacities will enable improved prevention policies, enhancing the state’s
ability to identify and address potential challenges and threats to secu-
rity. Additionally, other preventive (hard) policies should be considered,
including the withdrawal of investments from regions where separatist
tendencies emerge, enhancing security and military capacities, actively

5 Strengthening of national unity prevents the creation of new identities and sup-
presses secessionism before it appears. Currently, the existence of peculiarities in
the form of Herzegovinian, Vojvodinian, and others should be directed towards the
centralization of the same in one Serbian identity, with complete respect for the
peculiarities that each of them brings. However, for the strengthening of nation-
al unity, joint action of all state authorities and citizens is necessary, who would
through the education system and similar activity, fight against prejudices (the
attitude towards Serbs refugees in the Republic of Serbia and the attitude towards
Serbs from the Republic of Serbia outside its borders) and point out the impor-
tance of Serbian in relation to special regional identities. The primary reason for
the current distancing of regional identities, besides the influence of the foreign
factor, is the lack of an integrated policy that would actively work on bringing to-
gether and integrating all Serbian peculiarities into one. That policy would cer-
tainly have positive effects given that the differences within the Serbian ethnic
and national corpus in the Balkans are far less and trivial than some other exam-
ples (Romanian, Hungarian, Croatian, etc.).
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fragmenting secessionist groups, and supporting the emergence of alter-
native secessionist movements that focus on autonomy building.

The solutions in question do not represent the final strategy that
the state should apply in the fight against separatism, as creating such a
strategy would require a serious commitment from the state and the in-
volvement of the entire society in the process of its development.

CONCLUSION

In the first part of the paper, the concept of separatism and its
phases were defined in order to successfully distinguish it from other
similar security phenomena. The second part of the paper presented the
MIST, which may be used for the identification of specific separatist ten-
dencies and important vectors that affect them. In the third part of the
paper possible applications of the model were shown through concrete
examples of Bosniak and Albanian separatism in Republic of Serbia, as
well as the way in which it can serve as an auxiliary tool in defining a
particular phenomenon using the example of the Vojvodina factor.

The application of the model has determined that the most serious
separatist tendency in the Republic of Serbia is present within Albanian
separatism, which is at the threshold of very high intensity of action and
represents a kind of point of no return for the separatist group. When
separatist tendencies reach a very high intensity of action, we come to
a situation in which the state can either regain control over its part of
the territory by force or accept the demands of the separatist group. Re-
turning to the previous situation is almost impossible, considering that
the critical mass is present in the separatist group to such an extent that
the perception of the population changes, and it can only be pacified,
but never “tamed”.

On the other hand, the so—called “Sandzak” has the potential to be
used for an attempt to disintegrate the Orthodox Christian and Serbian
corpus. This stems from the fact that Bosniak separatism is primarily
manifested on a religious, and then ethnic basis. Thus, legitimate dis-
satisfaction of the Bosniak people with the overall situation in the Re-
public of Serbia could be exploited by powerful Islamist and terrorist
groups, which would not be directed towards directly threatening the
territorial integrity and sovereignty of the Republic of Serbia, but would
be used as an instrument for sowing fear in European states, as well as
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a gathering place for certain terrorist groups in Bosnia and Herzegovi-
na and SAP K&M.

At the end of the paper, key solutions in fighting against separa-
tist tendencies were proposed that, according to the authors’ estimation,
would have the greatest impact on giving effective answers to separa-
tist actions.

Based on the presented analysis, it seems clear that some volatile
regions in the Republic of Serbia require urgent attention and finding of
comprehensive solutions. The problems in these regions have been per-
petuated by a variety of factors, including economic stagnation, political
manipulation, and ethnic tensions. Failure to address these challenges
will only lead to further destabilization, which could be exploited by
domestic and foreign actors for their own gain. It is crucial that all par-
ties involved work together to find sustainable and equitable solutions
that will promote stability and prosperity for all.

Resume

Despite being instrumentalized through written narratives and the offi-
cial history, both in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia and in the Socialist Fed-
eral Republic of Yugoslavia, Gavrilo Princip, in Serbia, along with the
official, historical role becomes a subcultural hero, as evidenced by the
continuous use of his image in street art. In order to understand the use
of his biography in popular culture and in the public space, the analysis
included murals in which Princip is represented as: 1. Martyr; 2. Mor-
al winner and 3. Protector of football fan subculture. Analysis shows
that all three figures remain interdependent, so the contents of one are
present in the other, thus forming a complex representation of resist-
ance that transcends ideological, political and cultural boundaries. In
this sense, the representations of the “moral winner” and the “protector
of the fans” can be understood as subvariants of the notions of heroism
and martyrdom belonging to the broader political context. Relying on
the concepts of Girardet golden age and the Laclau empty signifier, the
author interprets the visual adaptations of Gavrilo Princip’s character
to different chronological and cultural circumstances.

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FINNISH AND SWEDISH NATO MEMBERSHIP
— A PATH TOWARDS MORE REGIONAL
SECURITY OR INSTABILITY?

Resume

With the ascension of both Finland and Sweden to NATO, the Scandi-
navian and Baltic regions are facing the restructuring of the security
architecture that can lead either toward more regional security or in-
stability. This research aims to identify potential points of conflict be-
tween NATO and Russia that can develop after Finland and Sweden
joined NATO, and to give an assessment of the possibility of military
escalation between Russia and NATO. This is achieved by employing
content analysis during the research of the reports, strategies, and doc-
trines, as well as with employment of the case-study method, which was
used when analyzing specific examples of the interaction between the
Nordic countries, NATO, and Russia in the Scandinavian and Baltic re-
gions. With three potential regional conflict points between NATO and
Russia identified, which are the Baltic Sea/Kaliningrad, the Russo-Finn-
ish border, and the Arctic region, it can be concluded that Finnish and
Swedish NATO membership applications, as well as their ascension to
NATO, are a cause for the increase of the conflict potential in the region,
which can lead towards NATO-Russia military escalation and probable
employment of nuclear weapons.
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INTRODUCTION

The escalation of the Ukrainian Crisis at the beginning of 2022
effectively became a proxy war between Washington and Moscow as
of the first half of 2024, with NATO countries providing significant ma-
terial and military support to Kiev. These developments also signalled
the end of European security architecture as it existed in the first two
decades of the XXI century. In Europe, there are only a few remaining
military-neutral countries that are not yet part of NATO, such as for ex-
ample Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Moldavia, Ireland, Austria, and
Switzerland, among others, and until recently — Finland and Sweden.
Both Finland and Sweden were considered long-time military-neutral
countries, with Finland usually acting as a bridge between Moscow and
the Western world. However, since the start of the Ukrainian Crisis in
2014, in the society and political elites of both countries, once again the
question of NATO membership was raised, but no significant steps were
made towards it until the beginning of 2022. With Finland becoming a
NATO member in April 2023, and Sweden in March 2024, the whole
of Scandinavia is now effectively under the Washington-led military
alliance. While the political leadership of both Finland and Sweden is
in favor of such development as they perceive that it increases the na-
tional security of their own respective countries, Moscow sees this as
a move forced by Washington to utilize the resources of Nordic coun-
tries against Russia’s security interests in the Baltic Sea and the Arctic
region.

The aim of this research is to identify potential points of conflict
between NATO and Russia that can develop after Finland and Sweden
became both part of NATO members and to give an assessment of the
possibility of military escalation between Russia and NATO. With the
ascension of Finland and Sweden to NATO, the threshold for the mili-
tary conflict between NATO and Russia has decreased, and it is impor-
tant to understand the consequences of further militarization of North-
ern Europe from all involved parties, as they can lead toward the most
dangerous scenario imaginable — nuclear escalation and employment
of tactical nuclear weapons on the battlefield. The methodology used
in this research consists of content analysis, which was used in the re-
search of documents such as reports, strategies, and military doctrines,
and the case-study method, or the study of precedents and examples,
which was used as a research method when analyzing specific examples
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of the interaction between the Nordic countries, NATO, and Russia in
the Scandinavian and Baltic Sea regions.

FINLAND AND SWEDEN - FROM NORDEFCO
TO NATO MEMBERSHIP APPLICATION

Until the emergence of the Ukrainian crisis in 2014, the possible
ascension to NATO was present in the internal discourse in Finland and
Sweden, although it was not ranked so high in the political and security
agenda of both countries. However, during the last decades, both Helsinki
and Stockholm worked towards closer cooperation and integration into
NATO structures (Danilov 2022, 31). This was achieved mainly through
their participation in the Nordic Defense Cooperation (NORDEFCO),
along with Iceland, Denmark, and Norway. Established in 2009, NOR-
DEFCO was the result of a merger of three parallel initiatives, which
were the Nordic Armaments Cooperation (NORDAC), the Nordic Co-
ordinated Arrangement for Military Peace Support (NORDCAPS), and
the Nordic Auxiliary Defense Structures (NORDSUP) (Dahl 2014, 4-5).
Until 2014, NORDEFCO was mainly based on the economic coopera-
tion between the Nordic countries. However, after the beginning of the
Ukrainian Crisis, the focus shifted toward security and closer cooper-
ation with NATO, with NORDEFCO countries participating jointly in
various NATO-led military exercises (Mgller, 2019, 2). For example, the
goals that NORDEFCO set for its “Vision for 2025 include strength-
ening operative cooperation, total defense, military security of supply,
Nordic defense industry cooperation, and Nordic cooperation in the Eu-
ropean Defence Fund, along with the highest possible integration with-
in NATO’s military and logistic structure (NORDEFCO 2022). This
increased cooperation of neutral Finland and Sweden with NATO via
Partnership for Peace programs and NORDEFCO corresponded with
the emerging NATO Arctic policy, which aimed at containing the ris-
ing ambitions of Russia in the region (Danilov 2022, 31).

The period after the start of the Ukrainian Crisis was marked by
increased defense cooperation both within the NORDEFCO and between
Finland/Sweden and NATO. In 2015, during the Swedish chairmanship
of NORDEFCO, steps were approved which aimed to ensure the highest
possible levels of defense cooperation, in response to “Russia’s aggres-
sive actions” (Danilov 2022, 32). The rising levels of cooperation be-
tween Finland/Sweden and NATO were confirmed also in 2014 during
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the NATO Summit in Wales, which saw both countries becoming En-
hanced Opportunities Partners (EOP). The EOP status for Finland and
Sweden meant that they were connected to the system of regular politi-
cal consultations on security issues, including the participation of both
countries in the NATO Foreign and Defense ministers’ meetings, while
also participating in military and operational planning activities of NA-
TO, coupled with the in-depth and rapid intelligence exchange. In effect,
both Finland and Sweden were actively integrating into NATO, while
maintaining the facade of neutral countries and retaining sovereignty
over the national militaries (Danilov 2022, 32).

During the last decade, the prevailing public sentiment in both
Finland and Sweden was against NATO membership in both countries.
For example, in Finland from 2014 to 2021, public opinion shifted from
around 60% of those citizens who were against Finnish NATO mem-
bership, to around 50% in 2021 (Kanniainen 2022). In Sweden, 47%
of the citizens were against NATO membership in 2014 (as opposed
to 33% of those in favor), and by the end of 2021, 35% of the popula-
tion was against Swedish NATO membership, with 37% supporting it
(Statista 2023). These sentiments, however, shifted strongly in favor of
NATO membership in both countries with the military escalation of
the Ukrainian Crisis in early 2022, and by May 2022, 76% of the Finn-
ish citizens were in favor of their country’s NATO membership, and in
case of Sweden, 58% of citizens supported country’s NATO member-
ship (Kanniainen 2022).

The high support for NATO among the Finnish and Swedish pop-
ulations was used by the political elites of both countries to evade the
referendum on this question, limiting it to the discussions in their respec-
tive parliaments instead. For example, in April 2022, Finnish President
Sauli Niinisto stated there wouldn’t be a need for a referendum on join-
ing NATO if the vote on this question received supermajority support in
the Eduskunta' (RT 2022). At the same time, then-Swedish Prime Min-
ister Magdalena Andersson stated that “a referendum was a bad idea”,
and that she did not think that it was a question that was suitable for the
referendum, thus limiting Sweden’s NATO membership debate only to
the Riksdag? (Reuters 2022).

Before the voting on the application for NATO membership in
May 2022, both countries released a report that analyzed the changing

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security environment in the region. Finland released a report in April
2022, titled “Government report on changes in the security environment”,
in which the analysis was given of the consequences of Finnish NATO
membership. The report identified Russia as a main threat to Finland,
while it warned that Russian “hybrid warfare” activities may be used
against both Finland and Sweden during the period of their NATO mem-
bership application (FG 2022a, 28). Already in the following month, a
new report was published by the Finnish government titled “Report on
Finland’s Accession to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization 15 May
2022” in which it stated that Finland will be part of NATO’s collective
defense with security guarantees under Article 5, while Finnish NATO
membership would also strengthen stability and security in the Baltic
Sea region and Northern Europe (FG 2022b, 3).

In Sweden, similar reports were commissioned by the government,
and in May 2022, a report titled “Deterioration of the security environ-
ment — implications for Sweden” was published. In it, it was stated that
Sweden needs to strengthen its defenses and that NATO membership
would provide security guarantees under NATO’s Article 5, which may
prove as a deterrent for Russia, in case of any hostile intentions towards
Sweden (MFAS 2022, 31). The report further states that if Sweden and
Finland were both members of NATO, all Nordic and Baltic countries
would be covered by security guarantees, and that in the hypothetical case
of open war between NATO and Russia, Sweden would be either way
involved in that conflict — whether if it’s a full-fledged alliance member
or not. This report, in a similar fashion to Finnish ones, warned about
potential Russian hostile activities against both Sweden and Finland
during the period of both countries’ ascension to NATO, and it clearly
defined Russia as a main foreign threat to Sweden (MFAS 2022, 35-36).

Both countries submitted their applications for NATO member-
ship in May 2022, after overwhelming votes in favor of membership in
both Eduskunta and Riksdag. Even some major political parties, such
as for example Sweden Democrats or the Finns Party who were in their
previous election campaigns either against NATO membership or in fa-
vor of the mandatory referendum, gave their support during the voting
in their respective parliaments (Gotkowska 2022). While initially, the
membership approval of both countries was blocked by Turkey, and lat-
er on Hungary, Finland became the 31* member of NATO in April 2023
(Reuters 2023). In January 2024, Turkey’s parliament approved Sweden’s
NATO membership bid, with Hungary’s parliament following suit in
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February, thus making Sweden officially the 32" member of NATO in
March 2024 (CNN 2024).

In the following chapters, three possible scenarios will be pre-
sented. These scenarios constitute the three potential conflict zones be-
tween NATO and Russia that were identified based on the recent devel-
opments in the region of Northern Europe, including the NATO mem-
bership applications of Finland and Sweden in May 2022, followed by
their ascension to NATO in 2023 and 2024 respectively.

CONTESTED A2/AD ZONE OVER
BALTIC SEA / KALININGRAD

One of the most sensitive issues in the Baltic region is the Russian
enclave of Kaliningrad and Kaliningrad District (Kanuaunrpaackas
obmacts), and its lack of land communication with Russia proper. Mos-
cow has access to Kaliningrad Oblast via the so-called Suwalki corridor
(or Suwalki Gap), which separates the Kaliningrad Oblast from Belarus
via a strip of land between Poland and Lithuania, and it is considered a
strategic route that can allow or deny access to the Russian enclave (Deni
2022). The Russian military capabilities in the Kaliningrad Oblast sig-
nificantly increased during the last decade, with the modernization and
expansion of land, sea, and air forces that are garrisoned there. Some
analysts believe that this Russian military expansion and reorganiza-
tion will ensure that the forces located within Kaliningrad Oblast will
be capable of conducting and maintaining offensive ground operations
in the theatre and that they will also maintain pressure on NATO assets
deployed in the region (Muzyka 2021, 8). However, from the Russian
perspective, such military force expansion may be deemed necessary,
as it can serve as a deterrent against any potential NATO military ad-
venturism that can be directed against Kaliningrad Oblast, whether it
takes the shape of a full-fledged invasion, or in a shape of land-and-sea
blockade of Kaliningrad (Zverev 2021).

However, in order for any such hypothetical land-and-sea blockade
of Kaliningrad to be introduced by NATO forces, the airspace above Ka-
liningrad Oblast and the Baltic Sea needs to be fully controlled by NATO.
And in the hypothetical scenario in which Russia decides to establish the
land corridor to Kaliningrad via the Baltic states (thus engaging directly
with NATO forces in the area), Moscow also needs to establish control
over the airspace of the Baltic region. Such hypothetical scenarios were
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analyzed by RAND Corporation, which published a report in 2017 titled
“What Role Can Land-Based, Multi-Domain Anti-Access/Area Denial
Forces Play in Deterring or Defeating Aggression?”. In it, the impor-
tant component of each presented scenario is Anti-access/Area-denial
Exclusion Zone (or A2/AD for short). The report stated that if Russia
challenges NATO’s A2/AD in the Baltic region, Russian forces are ca-
pable of defeating the NATO forces that are garrisoned in the region in
60 hours or less. Thus, Russia’s A2/AD capabilities in the Baltic region
allow Moscow’s naval and air forces to conduct attacks and amphibi-
ous operations “in the rear areas of Estonia and Latvia, capture Got-
land and other strategic islands, and block the sea communication from
Stockholm to NATO forces in Riga and Tallinn” (Bonds et al. 2017, 92).
In such a hypothetical scenario that envisions the clash of Russia’s
and NATO forces in the Baltic region, one small island plays almost a
crucial role — the Swedish island of Gotland. Given its strategic position
which is almost a central one between Sweden and Latvia, and close
to Poland, Kaliningrad, Lithuania, Estonia, and Finland, Gotland was
re-militarized by Sweden in 2016, and it is considered an important part
of Swedish A2/AD capabilities against Russia. It is also considered to be
a point of pressure towards Kaliningrad, and the potential first target for
a hypothetical Russian naval/airborne invasion against Swedish A2/AD
capabilities — which will lead towards the enhancement of Russia’s own
A2/AD capabilities against NATO in the region once the island is under
Russian military control (Bonds et al., 92). Since 2017, massive annual
NATO exercises codenamed “Aurora” included the defense of Gotland
Island as one of the hypothetical scenarios. This was also the case with
the latest “Aurora 2023” exercise that lasted from April to May 2023, in
which more than 26.000 NATO and Swedish personnel participated in
scenarios revolving around the attack and defense of Gotland island, as
well as other strategic positions on the Swedish territory (NATO 2023).
These kinds of hypothetical scenarios show two important things
— Sweden was considered to be a NATO member in almost everything
but in name, as the Swedish military is closely integrated with NATO
military forces, and the defense and control of the Swedish territory
(mainly Gotland island) are considered to be a crucial part of NATO’s
A2/AD capabilities in the Baltic region. Thus, Sweden’s NATO mem-
bership is only finalizing the process that started years ago, while it is
also enabling a legal mechanism for the potential establishment of NA-
TO military bases on Gotland — including the presence of the navy, air,
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and land forces of the United States. It can be also argued that with the
Finnish and Swedish NATO membership, the Baltic Sea became almost
fully Mare Nostrum for NATO (or “NATO lake”), barring the two ar-
eas around Kaliningrad and Saint Petersburg. Due to the fact that vital
sea lines of communication run through the region, control of sea and
air space would be a vital military priority for all sides in the potential
confrontation (Swistek and Paul 2023). After the Swedish ascension to
NATO, the alliance’s presence in the area will be significantly enhanced,
and it will provide an additional security dilemma for Russia, which
will certainly feel more pressure deriving from the potential blockade
or invasion of Kaliningrad Oblast. This will, in turn, provoke additional
military build-up of Russian forces in the region, and increase the ten-
sions which can lead towards the military escalation and employment
of nuclear weapons from the side of Moscow, as per Article 27 of Rus-
sian Defense doctrine (SCR 2014).

Some Russian experts also believe that there is a likely potential
for an armed confrontation between the Russian and NATO forces in the
Baltics, but mostly as a part of the wider, global conflict. From the per-
spective of Moscow, the main concerns regarding the Baltic Sea region
are related to the deployment of the missile defense platforms in Poland
by the United States, as well as the potential ability of Washington to
deploy short and medium-range missiles in the vicinity of the Russian
border (Khudoley 2023, 13—14). However, Russian experts also believe
that NATO is also highly concerned about Russian A2/AD capabilities
in Kaliningrad Oblast. Thus, they are of the opinion that there is a pos-
sibility that NATO forces, in order to suppress Russian A2/AD in Kalin-
ingrad, may use cruise missiles such as AGM-158 JASSM, anti-ship and
land-attack missile NSM, multi-purpose fighters of the fifth generation
F-35A Lightning II, as well as self-propelled multiple rocket launchers
systems such as M270 MLRS, HIMARS along with the military special
forces of the region’s NATO members against the Russian weapon sys-
tems, anti-air/anti-ship missile batteries and command, communication,
and logistic hubs (Zverev 2021). And while in recent years, there were
several publications in the Western countries made by military and ci-
vilian experts who argued for a preventive strike against the perceived
build-up of Russian “invasion forces” in Kaliningrad Oblast, there is
hope among the Russian military and political elite that the NATO mem-
bers are fully aware of Russia’s nuclear weapon capabilities, which are
seen as the best deterrent against any such military adventurism from
the side of NATO (Zverev 2021).
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That such kind of scenario is not only a hypothetical possibility
but perhaps reality, can be seen in the example of the economic blockade
of Kaliningrad in 2022. In April 2022, in light of the escalation of the
military conflict in Ukraine, Kiev requested Poland and Baltic states to
completely close the borders with Russia, effectively placing Kalinin-
grad under land blockade, which was seen by Moscow as a hostile move
from the side of countries that were members of the NATO. According
to Russian experts, Moscow was prepared to respond militarily to the
potential blockade of Kaliningrad (Volkova 2022). The situation esca-
lated in June 2022, when Lithuanian Railways stopped transit deliver-
ies to the Kaliningrad Oblast, as well as the export from it of a large list
of goods that fall under the EU sanctions that were introduced against
Russia in February 2022, which prompted Moscow to issue warnings
that the “practical force” will be used instead of “diplomatic force”, if
the transit is not resumed (RBC 2022). By the end of August of the same
year, the situation partially deescalated, as some transit was allowed by
Lithuania, but the tensions remained high in the region (TASS 2022a).

MILITARIZATION OF THE RUSSO-FINNISH BORDER

With the ascension of Finland to NATO, the Russo-Finnish bor-
der effectively became a NATO-Russian border, placing strategically
important cities of Saint Petersburg and Murmansk close to the territo-
ry of the military alliance hostile towards Russia. Before 2014 and even
sometime after it, Finland and Russia worked in close proximity on var-
ious cross-border cooperation (CBC) programs, which were aimed at the
economic development of the border regions, as well as environmental
cooperation, smoother cross-border traffic flows, and cooperation in ed-
ucation, culture, and research (MFAF 2023). Thus, the border between
Finland and Russia was demilitarized and considered to be a zone of mu-
tual economic cooperation and development (Sebentsov 2020).

Starting with the Finnish NATO membership application, and
with the newly introduced EU sanctions against Russia, this kind of
joint venture ended, and the State treaty on cross-border cooperation
between Finland and Russia was suspended (MEAEF 2022). And while
at the beginning of 2022, Moscow issued warnings to Helsinki that if
Finland continues forward with the NATO membership bid there will
be an adequate response from the Russian side, there weren’t any sig-
nificant developments in the border region, such as for example, rapid
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accumulation of either Finnish or Russian military personnel or equip-
ment (YLE 2022). Nevertheless, in September 2022, Russian Foreign
Minister Sergei Lavrov stated that “if (US) military bases are deployed
on the territory of these countries...we will make a decision to strength-
en our capabilities in the north-west of the Russian Federation. In any
case, the line of contact with NATO will radically increase” (Izvestia
2022).

However, as of 2023, there were new developments in this ar-
ea, which demonstrated the increasing tensions between Finland, now
a fully-fledged NATO member, and Russia. As of April 2023, Finland
has started to fortify its border with Russia with barbed wire, infrared
cameras, sensors, and increased border patrols, with the whole process
of fortification expected to be completed by 2026 (VOA 2023). However,
the major escalation of Finno-Russian tensions occurred in the following
month when the Finnish government entered into negotiations with the
United States over the question of deployment of their military forces
and construction of their military installations on Finnish grounds. This
was presented to the public as a “mutual agreement on cooperation in
defense” by the Finnish government, with conformation that this agree-
ment would allow US troops to stay in Finland, station military equip-
ment and materials, as well as invest in infrastructure from the funds
the US Congress provides the Pentagon (BNN 2023). However, in June
2023, the Finnish government stated that there were no negotiations re-
garding the deployment of US nuclear weapons on the territory of Fin-
land (Helsinki Times 2023).

Naturally, this caused an alarm in Moscow, with the Russian De-
fense Ministry stating that the appropriate measures will be taken, such
as the creation of a new army corps that will be garrisoned along the
border, along with the saturation of the border zone with air defense sys-
tems and strengthening of military infrastructure in the region (Bain-
azarov 2023). The creation of the new army corps that will be stationed
in Karelia was already announced by Russian Defense Minister Sergei
Shoigu at the beginning of 2023, and by preliminary data, it would in-
clude three motorized-rifle divisions and two airborne-assault divisions
(Kommersant 2023). Moscow is also highly concerned with Helsinki’s
order of 64 F-35 Lightning II multirole combat aircraft from the United
States, due to be fully delivered by 2030, and which are capable of car-
rying nuclear weapons (TASS 2022b).
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One more issue led to the recent increase of tensions between Rus-
sia and Finland, which was the question of the potential Finnish remili-
tarization of Aland islands. Aland islands were demilitarized areas since
1856 (after the Crimean War), while the islands were granted autonomy
by Finland in 1921. In April 2023, a debate in the Finnish public oc-
curred regarding the militarization of the Aland islands, which means
establishing a de facto NATO presence on the strategically positioned
islands between Sweden, Finland proper, and Estonia, with Finnish pol-
iticians and military experts giving arguments both for and against such
action (Vaalisto 2023). And while the Russian Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs issued a restrained message regarding such unilateral moves from
the side of Helsinki, some Russian experts believe that the islands will
be militarized either way, especially after Sweden joins NATO too, with
the Aland island being used as a sort of anti-aircraft/anti/ship bastion
that will be able to control air and sea routes from Saint Petersburg to
Kaliningrad (Karpov and Medvedeva 2023).

ARCTIC REGION

The last significant point of confrontation between Nordic NATO
members and Russia can be identified as the Arctic region, which in-
cludes the High North, as well as the strategic Northern Sea Route (NSR).
In its foreign policy, Norway distinguishes between the Extreme Arctic,
which refers to the North Pole and uninhabited areas in the so-called
High Arctic, and the much more habitable parts of Northern Norway and
Svalbard, which are considered as the “High North” (Nordomradene).
Norway gained sovereignty over the Svalbard archipelago in accord-
ance with the Svalbard Treaty (signed in 1920 in Paris and entered into
force in 1925), and in 1977 the country created a Fish Protection Zone
(FPZ) for the conservation and management of marine living resources
(Dsthagen and Raspotnik 2017, 104-105).

The Northern Sea Route was opened to the international commu-
nity in 1991, and it was expected that by 2024, more than 80 million tons
of cargo would be shipped through it. It is also expected that climate
changes will especially affect the Arctic Ocean in the future, which will
create additional opportunities for Arctic trade routes and especially un-
derline the importance of the NSR (Karamperidis and Nikolaos 2022).
Geographically, NSR includes the Russian-controlled Eurasian Coast-
line, as well as the entire Norwegian shoreline, and it is considered a
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strategic route between the ports in Northwest Europe and Asia (Kara-
mperidis and Nikolaos 2022).

The Artic Institute, a Washington-based think-tank, published an
analysis in January 2023, in which it argued for expanded NATO pres-
ence in the High North, mostly due to Russia’s almost complete control
of the NSR, which in their view would hand Moscow “an economic and
diplomatic lever with which to extend their regional influence” (Kara-
mperidis and Nikolaos 2022). The report acknowledges that besides the
shipping and transportation routes, the most lucrative economic oppor-
tunity lies in the extraction of hydrocarbon and mineral resources from
the Arctic, and that “critical for the geopolitical balance of the region”,
the majority of these resources are located in Russia’s Siberian territory,
while the total value of mineral resources in Russia’s North “22.4 tril-
lion US-Dollars” (Karamperidis and Nikolaos 2022).

The report further stated that NATO has directed increasing at-
tention to the North Pole via military exercises and that the membership
of both Finland and Sweden in NATO will “only bolster the resources
NATO has to dedicate to the Arctic issue” (Karamperidis and Nikolaos
2022). Besides Russia, the report identified China as another regional
competitor as Beijing strives to “advance its maritime power and econom-
ic influence through the founding of a Polar Silk Road”, a move which
can help in decoupling China’s economic power from the US control of

“important geopolitical chokepoints of global shipping like the Straits of

Malacca and Gibraltar” (Karamperidis and Nikolaos 2022). Thus, the
NSR under Russian control can help Beijing in asserting its maritime
independence and accelerate China’s rise as a “great maritime power”,
while the report underlines that the continuing Sino-Russian coopera-
tion on economic and strategic factors “is a serious reason for NATO to
redouble its efforts and attention” in the Arctic region (Mottola 2023).

That the Arctic region is becoming more of a focus for Washing-
ton is visible from the United States security strategy which was pub-
lished in 2021, titled “Regaining Arctic dominance: the U.S. Army in
the Arctic”, In it, it is stated that “the United States is an Arctic nation.
As such, the Arctic security environment contributes directly to home-
land defense and is of vital importance to our national interests” (USA
2021, 1). In the report, it is further stated that “the Arctic has the poten-
tial to become a contested space where the United States’ great power
rivals, Russia and China, seek to use military and economic power to
gain and maintain access to the region at the expense of US interests.
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U.S. National Security Strategy highlights the Arctic as a corridor for
expanded strategic great power competition between two regions — the
Indo-Pacific and Europe” (USA 2021, 15). And in August 2022, NA-
TO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg stated that “NATO has a clear
interest in preserving security, stability, and co-operation in the High
North. The Arctic is the gateway to the North Atlantic, hosting vital
trade, transport, and communication links between North America and
Europe...Finland and Sweden’s (NATO) membership will significantly
enhance our posture in the High North and our ability to reinforce our
Baltic Allies” (NATO 2022).

Some Russian experts see the membership of Finland and Swe-
den in NATO as a strengthening of Washington’s own position within
NATO, with the Arctic highly likely becoming one of the key areas of
both military and economic confrontation between major powers in the
near future (Narmaniya 2022). The reason for this is seen in the global
problems with logistics, and the more accessible shipping routes in the
Arctic which are occurring due to the rapid climate changes. Russian
experts also note that with the growing importance of the NSR, non-Arc-
tic Asian countries such as India and China are also interested in its de-
velopment, while Russia at the same time sees this route as historically
belonging to it, and with the West insisting on the withdrawal of NSR
from national jurisdiction. Thus, with the growing mutual claims on the
Arctic area and the resources attached to it, the chances of confronta-
tion between the United States and Russia are growing — especially due
to the ability of the United States to rely on the military and econom-
ic resources of its regional allies such as Canada and Nordic countries
(Narmaniya 2022).

Moscow was concerned with what was understood as NATO pres-
sure towards the non-aligned states of the region, i.e., Finland and Swe-
den, while the full membership of both countries in this US-led military
alliance is seen by Moscow as a short-sighted policy that will destabi-
lize the region (Vinokurov 2022). There is also a view among some of
the Russian experts that the new NATO priority is the struggle for re-
sources on a global scale, with the Arctic being an important source of
them, and that it is the reason for increased NATO military presence in
the region — to which Russia must naturally respond (Vinokurov 2022).
This view is also shared by Russian military officials, with the addition
that there is now an increased risk of military confrontation in the Arc-
tic region between NATO and Russia since there is a possibility that the
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United States will use Finnish and Swedish soil in order to base their
own military assets in the region, including navy and aviation (Sokirko
2022). And that the tensions are continuing to increase in the region can
be seen in Moscow’s suspension of annual payments to the Arctic Coun-
cil in February 2024, with the spokesperson of the Russian Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, Maria Zakharova, stating that Russia may completely
withdraw from the Arctic Council if it evolves into “an unfriendly in-
stitution” (RIA 2024).

CONCLUSION

As of the first half of 2024, there are no signs of de-escalation of
the Ukrainian Crisis, but rather there is a prospect of further escalation
of it — which can lead to an open military confrontation between NA-
TO and Russia. Firstly, the NATO membership applications of Finland
and Sweden in May 2022, and later the ascension of Finland to NATO
in April 2023 and Sweden later on in March 2024 marked the end of
the old North European security architecture. The lines are now clearly
drawn between the US-led military alliance on the one side, and Rus-
sia on the other. This research aimed to identify three potential points
of conflict between NATO and Russia after both Finland and Sweden
became part of NATO. Based on the cases that were analyzed in the
previous chapters, we can conclude that there are three possible points
with high chances of confrontation between NATO and Russia, divid-
ed into the short-term, medium-term, and long-term periods. We can
divide them as follows:

1. The possible point of NATO-Russia military confrontation with-
in the short-term time period — this refers to the Kaliningrad Oblast and
Baltic Sea region. It can be said that out of the three analyzed points,
this one has the highest chance for military confrontation in the near
future based on several factors, such as: the influx of military hardware
and personnel in the region from the side of Russia, NATO, and NA-
TO’s newest member — Sweden; the militarization of the Swedish Got-
land island and conduction of massive yearly NATO military exercis-
es in the region; lack of land communication between Kaliningrad and
Russia proper and turning of the Baltic Sea effectively into the “NATO
Sea” (thus increasing the potential for blockade); the already introduced
economic blockade against Kaliningrad in 2022 which almost lead to
a military response from the side of Moscow, and significant presence
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of literature and reports that are advocating for the suppression of Rus-
sian A2/AD capabilities in the Baltic Region. All of this can lead us to
the conclusion that with both Finnish and Swedish NATO membership,
Moscow will seek to increase its own defensive and offensive military
capabilities in the region which can lead to further degradation of mutual
trust and communication, thus lowering the threshold for the application
of military force from all parties involved. Here it should be noted that
the main danger comes not so much from the conventional armed con-
flict between the NATO forces and Russia, but from the use of tactical
nuclear weapons from the side of Moscow, if its territory is threatened
by any kind of military adventurism from the side of NATO members,
such as Poland, Baltic States, and Nordic countries.

2. The possible point of NATO-Russia military confrontation with-
in the medium-term time period — this refers to the militarization of the
Russo-Finnish border, with both sides increasing their defensive capaci-
ties in the once peaceful region. While Finland announced the fortifica-
tion of its 1340 km-long border with Russia, Moscow at the same time
announced the formation of new military formations in the border region,
along with the increased presence of the anti-aircraft systems. Howev-
er, in 2023, Helsinki announced that it is willing to allow US-military
presence on its territory, while at the same time, it will purchase F-35
fighter jets that are capable of carrying nuclear missiles. This can only
lead to an increase in regional tensions, as there will be a high-security
risk for Moscow to have American military bases, troops, and hardware
so close to the strategic cities of Murmansk and Saint Petersburg. With
the increased presence of both now NATO troops on Finnish soil and
the Russian military on the other side, there is always a chance for the
development of a hybrid-warfare environment, including cross-border
recon and raids in order to mark or neutralize new military installations
of strategic value, which can only lead to increased chances of military
escalation. However, compared to the Kaliningrad scenario in which al-
ready there was a real chance of military escalation, the militarization
of the Russo-Finnish border is a process that only started recently, with
American troops not yet permanently present on the Finnish soil as of
the first half of 2024.

3. The possible point of NATO-Russia military confrontation with-
in the long-term time period — this refers to the Arctic and the gradual
militarization of the region. In the coming decades, and mainly due to
climate change, the accessibility and importance of the Northern Sea
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Route will only grow, along with the accessibility to the vast resource
deposits in this region. The Arctic is already a contested zone between
major powers, such as the United States, Russia, and China, with Nor-
dic countries playing a significant support role in advancing the ambi-
tions of Washington in the area. At the same time, Moscow has its own
economic and security interests, and it is willing to invest significant re-
sources in achieving them. Finnish and Swedish NATO membership now
means increased resources that NATO can deploy in the Arctic region
in order to counter the Russian and emerging Chinese presence. This
in turn will lead to increased military deployment on the Russian side,
which is a move that always increases the chances for military clashes
that can later on expand into open warfare. And although some experts
believe that the Arctic is the battleground of the future between NATO
and Russia, for now, there have been no significant cases of military
confrontation between those two sides, but rather just gradual military
build-up. That is why we can presume that compared to the cases of Ka-
liningrad, which is a possible point of NATO-Russia military confron-
tation within the short-term time period, and the Russo-Finnish border,
which has the potential for escalation towards the military clashes in the
medium-term time period, the Arctic can be considered sort of a “long
game” of positioning, threats, warnings, and military build-up, which
has potential for military escalation in the coming decades, rather than
in the coming months or years.

By taking all three scenarios into account, it can be concluded
that firstly, Finnish and Swedish NATO membership applications, and
later on, Finnish and Swedish ascension to NATO, are a cause for the
increase of the conflict potential in the region, rather than having a de-
terring effect for any kind of future military conflict between NATO
and Russia. While both countries were officially neutral, they could still
maintain normal relations with Moscow while at the same time integrat-
ing into the NATO structure. Now, after both Finland and Sweden be-
came NATO members, it is expected from Moscow to adopt its stance
towards Helsinki and Stockholm accordingly, as this US-led military
alliance is de facto waging a proxy war against Russia in Ukraine. Thus,
in case of any open military confrontation between NATO and Russia,
there is a chance that weapons of mass destruction can be used against
future NATO installations on Finnish and Swedish soil. And while per-
haps the logic behind the application for NATO membership from the
side of Helsinki and Stockholm was that in the short run, it solves their
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national security issues by coming under the military and nuclear um-
brella of the United States, in the long run, this will only create more
mistrust, uncertainty, and conflict potential between Nordic countries
and Russia, and therefore, by nature, significantly increase conflict po-
tential between NATO and Russia which can lead towards the worst case
scenario — employment of tactical nuclear weapons on the battlefield.

Chicago style of citation (17th edition of the Chicago Manual of Style),
which implies specifying bibliographic parentheses (brackets) accord-
ing to the author-date system in the text, as well as a list of references
with full bibliographic data after the text of the paper.

Data in bibliographic parentheses and the list of references should
be written in Latin script.

Below are the rules and examples of citing the bibliographic in-
formation in the reference list and in the text. For each type of source,
a citation rule is given first, followed by an example of citation in the
reference list and bibliographic parenthesis.

The bibliographic parenthesis, as a rule, is set off at the end of
the sentence, before the punctuation mark. It contains the author’s sur-
name, the year of publication and page numbers pointing to a specif-
ically contextual page or range of pages, as in the following example:
(Mearsheimer 2001, 15-17).

2) When quoting directly, if the name of the author precedes the quota-
tion, the year and page numbers must follow in parenthesis.

3) When using the same source multiple times in one paragraph, the
parenthetical citation should be placed either after the last reference (or
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at the end of the paragraph, preceding the final period) if the same page
(or page range) is cited more than once, or at the first reference, while
the subsequent citations should only include page numbers.

Do not use ibid or op. cit. with repeated citations.

- Use Paragraph/Special/First line at 1.27 cm;

- Text alignment: Justify;

- Font color: Automatic;

- Page numbering: Arabian numerals in lower right corner;

- Do not break the words manually by inserting hyphens to continue
the word in the next line;

- Save the manuscript in the .doc format.

Subti-
tles should not be numbered. They should be used in the follow-
ing manner:

Tables, charts and figures should be inserted in the following
manner:

- Above the table/chart/figure, center the name of Table, Chart or
Figure, an Arabic numeral, and the title in roman font;
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- Below the table/chart/figure, the source should be cited in the
following manner: 1) if the table/chart/figure is taken from an-
other source, write down Source: and include the parenthetical
citation information of the source; or 2) if the table/chart/figure
is not taken from another source, write down Source. Processed
by the author.

Use in-text references according to Citing and referencing.

Use the footnotes solely to provide remarks or broader expla-
nations.

REFERENCES

References should be listed after the text of the paper, prior to
the Resume in the following manner:

- the first line of each reference should be left intended, and the
remaining lines should be placed as hanging by 1.27 cm using
the option Paragraph/Special/Hanging;

- all the references should be listed together, without separating
legal acts of archives;

- the references should not be numbered;
- list only the references used in the text.
