WHAT DROVE THE AMERICAN
DECISION TO THE NATO BOMBING
OF YUGOSLAVIA IN 1999?

Abstract

This paper discusses relations between American branches
of power and the NATO bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999.
Primarily, the focus is on U.S. President Bill Clinton’s
official statements, administration staff, and members of
U.S. Congress. The aim is to analyze dominant arguments,
political discourse, and narratives about the military
operation against Yugoslavia. The work addresses a
central analytical question: What drove the American
decision to the NATO military action against Yugoslavia
in 19997 In other words, the research intends to dig into
who was involved in the military campaign from the part
of American branches of power and who was against it.
The work consists of three parts; the first provides a short
contextual framework with the conceptual and theoretical
background; the paper then looks at President Clinton’s
central arguments for initiating the war. In the last part, the
article presents specific reflections regarding the justification
of bombing and opinions against it in the U.S. Congress.
As a methodology tool, the work utilizes content analysis.
The sources are based on the BBC, CNN, Washington Post,
New York Times, Wall Street Journal, Guardian, and Los
Angeles Times texts, on NATO and Clinton Foundation
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online data, Clinton Digital Library Archive and U.S.
Congress (House of Representatives and Senate) records.

CONTEXTUAL BACKGROUND

The USA called the NATO bombing of Yugoslavia and the
military attacks a “humanitarian intervention” — “Operation Allied
Force”. The bombings started on March 24 and stopped in June when an
agreement was reached in Kumanovo (North Macedonia) to withdraw
Yugoslav armed forces from Kosovo and Metohija. After that, a U.N.
peacekeeping mission was established (NATO 2022). Lastly, the U.N.
Resolution 1244 adopted in June granted “the people of Kosovo can
enjoy substantial autonomy within the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia’
(UNSC, S/RES/1244). Furthermore, it could be argued that the NATO
campaign presented an illegal war of aggression against a sovereign
state, U.N. and OSCE member, violating international law without the
U.N. Security Council’s authorization.

Namely the NATO bombing was the second military intervention in
its history after the 1994 and 1995 clashes with Serbian forces in Bosnia
and Herzegovina in military operations “Deadeye” and “Deliberate
Force” (NATO 2023). Likewise, it was the first time that NATO used
military force without the approval of the U.N. Security Council. After
Serbian police action against Kosovo Albanians in the village of Racak
in January 1999, NATO opted to act, this time on Serbia’s territory.
William Walker, an American diplomat and head of the Kosovo OSCE
Verification Mission, accused Serbian forces of the intervention in Rac¢ak
(OSCE 2003, 11).

Subsequently, the Rambouillet (Paris) Accords failed on March 23
when Yugoslavia refused the NATO presence on its territory and military
and police forces withdrew from Kosovo and Metohija. Richard Holbrooke,
the U.S. special envoy, left Belgrade and returned to Brussels, announcing
that Yugoslav President Slobodan Milosevi¢ rejected the presence on
the ground of NATO peacekeeping forces. Holbrooke communicated to
NATO Secretary-General Javier Solana that diplomacy could not solve
the crisis and that Yugoslavia was a NATO issue (BBC 1999). It would

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have given NATO the right to free movement across Serbia. Hereafter,
NATO decided to act by force (NATO 1999a). Solana authorized the
Supreme Allied Commander in Europe, American General Wesley Clark,
to commence with military attacks on Yugoslavia (NATO 1999b). Ten
years later, the former U.S. Secretary of State Henry Kissinger underlined,
“the Rambouillet text, which called on Serbia to admit NATO troops
throughout Yugoslavia, was a provocation, an excuse to start bombing’
(Bancroft 2009).

LITERATURE REVIEW

NATO wanted to obtain authorization from the U.N. Security
Council for military action but was opposed by Russia and China. These
countries indicated they would veto such a proposal. Additionally, on
March 26, 1999, China and Russia demanded “the immediate cessation
of the use of force against the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the
urgent resumption of negotiations”, but the Security Council failed to
adopt it. However, NATO continues its campaign without the U.N. support,
stressing a “humanitarian intervention”. Amid the debate, American
ambassador to the U.N. Peter Burleigh stated “Belgrade had chosen the
path of war. It had continued to attack innocent Kosovars. Disturbing
reports had been received that Serb forces were using human shields,
that non-combatants were being rounded up in large groups, and that
some were being summarily executed” (UNSC, Press Release SC/6659).
A great number of scholars in literature and media have discussed the
American role.

In the midst of the war, Huntington and Chomsky discussed the
American foreign policy. During the bombing of Yugoslavia, Samuel
Huntington published an article arguing that the U.S. is the only superpower
in global politics. According to Huntington, the United States has the
capability to promote its interests worldwide since it is the sole country
with military, economic, ideological, diplomatic, cultural, and technological
power. Nevertheless, he underlines that at the end of the 20th century
and beginning of the 21st century, international relations are changing
amid the struggle for more power in a hybrid, uni?multipolar system
with one superpower and several major powers? German-French alliance
in the EU, Russia, China, Japan, India, Iran, South Africa and Brazil
(Huntington 1999, 35-36). Furthermore, in May 1999, Noam Chomsky
described NATO as the master of the world. On the 50" anniversary
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of the foundation, its members “ratified the New Strategic Concept
proposed by the United States, which permits to go beyond its defensive
role and intervene militarily, without a mandate from the United Nations,
against a sovereign state”. Chomsky sees the bombing of Yugoslavia
as “a turning point in the global order” because the U.N. as a source of
international legality was ignored since the military operation started in
the name of “humanitarian intervention” but without the authorization of
the Security Council. Thus, the NATO bombing further undermined the
fragile structure of international law and escalated the conflict between
Serbs and Kosovo Albanians (Chomsky 1999).

Three days after the bombing commenced, the question of legality
and legitimization was addressed in the New York Times. For instance,
Allan Gerson, a former counsel to the United States mission to the
United Nations, stressed that the NATO bombing “flouts the traditional
interpretation of the (U.N.) charter, but it is compatible, with the emerging
international humanitarian law that recognizes the rights of individuals
to be protected from genocidal practices, torture and other gross human
rights abuses”. Contrary, Jack Goldsmith, a professor of international
law at the University of Chicago Law School, underlined “that critics
of the NATO bombing have a pretty good legal argument (...) if you
just read the letter of international law, it does not expressly provide an
exception for a humanitarian intervention”. Finally, Ted Galen Carpenter,
a foreign policy specialist at the Cato Institute in Washington, criticized
American leaders: “It has been a longstanding standard of international
law, that internal disputes in a country, however disagreeable, do not
justify external military intervention (...) Anything can be an emergency
if the intervening country declares it so” (Glaberson 1999).

Likewise, many years after the NATO military action, the topic
was part of the debate in academia. In conclusion, in the text from 2004,
Joseph Nye, a political scientist and professor at Harvard University,
underscored “the role of the American soft power” in the legitimization
of NATO’s use of military force against Serbia in 1999, regardless of
the absence of a formal U.N. Security Council resolution. According to
Nye, military intervention was legitimate because the United States had
the soft power to attract allies and influence public opinion, stressing
that the U.N. was not the only source of legitimacy. The American
professor rationalized the military campaign by the words that “many
people concluded that the Kosovo campaign was legitimate (although
not formally legal) because it had the de facto support of a large majority

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of Security Council members” (Nye 2004, 269). Due to the imprecise,
Nye’s explanation remains vague — Why is the U.N. not the only source
of legitimacy? What are the other sources of legitimacy? Who are “many
people”? Is it, at times, the U.N. an unwieldy institution just because of
the veto power mechanism, which does not serve America’s hard, soft,
or smart power interests?' It is indicative that Nye was part of the Jimmy
Carter Administration; later in the Bill Clinton era, he was a National
Intelligence Council member from 1993 to 1994. In 1994/1995, Nye
worked as an Assistant Secretary of Defense for International Security
Affairs; in 2014, during the Obama Administration, he was appointed
to the Foreign Affairs Policy Board (Harvard Kennedy School 2023).
Hence, it may be argued that Nye acts as a politician and member of the
U.S. administration, unlike an independent intellectual.

A different opinion comes from Cristopher Layne’s neorealist
perspective. A professor at Texas University argues that U.S. — NATO
military operations in Bosnia in 1995 and Kosovo in 1999 were unilateral
American decisions (Layne 2010, 61). Equally, James Peterson, a professor
of Political Science at Valdosta State University, writes about President
Clinton and his “unilateral peacemaking policy with NATO forces”,
where Clinton is not eager to involve the U.N. in the peace project
(Chittick 2006, 157-158, according to Peterson 2014, 111). Therefore,
Layne challenges American foreign policy from a neorealist theoretical
standpoint; he criticizes the absence of multilateralism in American
politics, by-passing international institutions, international law, and
norms, ignoring public and Congressional opinion, and not respecting
different views of other countries (Layne 2010, 51). Namely, Layne
discusses neorealist positions, American foreign policy, and hegemony
in the book “The Peace of Illusions: American Grand Strategy from
1940 to the Present” (Layne 2007).

Besides, professor John Mearsheimer, delineating the offensive
realism theory, stresses that superpowers aim to increase power; they
create world order by acting unilaterally, thinking on self-state interests,
demonstrating power, and not working together for secure international
order; for instance, that occurred when Russia has opposed U.S. foreign
policy and NATO 1999 war against Yugoslavia (Mearsheimer 2001, 27).
In addition, Huntington points out two crucial tools of coercion that the
U.S. “utilized a decade after the end of the Cold War to impose its will

on other countries™: military intervention and economic sanctions. The
consequence is a growing reputation as a “hollow hegemon” and the
“rogue superpower”. Likewise, American leaders wrongly interpret the
world as unipolar, claiming to act and “speak on behalf of the international
community — but they are only one part of it” (Huntington 1999, 39—40).

Furthermore, Robert Keohane, a professor of Political Science at
Princeton University, and Ruth Grant, from Duke University, analyze the
legitimacy and legality of NATO bombing. They note that “legitimacy
derives from conformity to human rights norms widely shared by the
elites and publics of the most powerful states in the global political system
and maintained by public discourse”. For instance, the Independent
International Commission on Kosovo classifies the NATO war against
Yugoslavia as legitimate since it aims “to protect an innocent population”,
but it is “illegal according to the United Nations”. On one side, it was
the “responsibility to protect” innocent populations; on the other, it was
the norm of state sovereignty (Grant and Keohane 2005, 35). Thus, the
Independent Commission of Inquiry on bombing and South African
jurist, Justice Goldstone described the NATO intervention as “illegal but
legitimate”. Moreover, Noam Chomsky, an American linguist, historian,
philosopher, and Professor Emeritus at MIT, argues that “illegal” makes
it a war crime. However, the American leaders pointed out legitimacy
since “it was necessary to stop genocide”. Here, Chomsky underscores

“the inversion of history” (Chomsky 2006).

Finally, further thinking is based on a neorealist theory of professor
of Political Science Kenneth Waltz, who describes NATO as a non-
independent international institution subordinated to American national
interests (Waltz 2000, 18). Therefore, the Clinton Administration considers
NATO the instrument for maintaining American power and domination
of European states’ foreign and military policies. Besides, the Balkans
are the region where the USA wants to test and show its power and
dominance after the Cold War (21-23).

On the other hand, Serbian professors Prorokovi¢ and Krga,
analyzing the NATO aggression on its 20th anniversary, stress several
reasons for the military campaign: to enhance NATO credibility before
its 50th anniversary, to overthrow MiloSevic and put Yugoslavia under
NATO control, to neutralize Russian influence in the region, to minimize
the role of the UN, and to demonstrate the US dominant power (Prorokovi¢
and Krga 2019, 144). Also, Slobodan Jankovi¢, a senior research fellow
at the Institute of International Politics and Economics, sees the NATO
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bombing of Yugoslavia in 1999 as part of the “fragmentation” of the
former federal country. As Jankovi¢ notes, this process started with
“larger political and ideological reformulation of the world after the end
of the Cold War”. It culminated with the NATO occupation of the Serbian
southern province (Jankovic¢ 2019, 169). Moreover, French professor Alexis
Troude, emphasizes the geopolitical aspects of the NATO aggression
against Yugoslavia, such as, geoeconomic (mining wealth of Kosovo
and Metohija) and “military- strategic interests of the United States and
its allies” (Troude 2019, 123).

CLINTON’S ADMINISTRATION AND ARGUMENTS
FOR NATO MILITARY OPERATION

This section examines discourse and official communications in
Clinton’s Administration: the views of President Clinton, Secretary of
Defense William Cohen, Vice President Al Gore, and State Secretary
Madeleine Albright. The work will use the content analysis of speeches,
interviews, statements on the topic in media, and Clinton Digital Library
transcripts of Clinton’s conversations with other leaders. The article
utilizes the qualitative method since it is appropriate for this research
question. Before the NATO campaign, Clinton, on February 11, when the
Rambouillet meetings were in progress, discussed with German Chancellor
Gerhard Schroeder possible intervention and was preoccupied with the
UN authorization: “We are having the NATO Summit in the spring, a
time when we should celebrate our new members and keep the doors
open to others. We have difficulties with Chirac on UN authority, out of
area mission without prior explicit UN authorization. We cannot allow
our hands to be tied, in case something happens that we have to respond
to” (Clinton Digital Library 1999a). One week later, at the meeting with
French President Jacques Chirac at the White House, Clinton announced:

“There will be a very brief period between the collapse of talks and the
start of airstrikes” (Clinton Digital Library 1999c).

Moreover, on March 5, Clinton met Italian Prime Minister Massimo
D’Alema at the White House, and he expressed the opinion that Milosevi¢
could accept the Rambouillet agreement under threat: “Now, the big
question before us is what if the Kosovars say yes but Milosevic says
no? Under the existing policy of NATO, we must be prepared to take air
action to reduce his capacity to hurt the Kosovar-Albanians. In the end,
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I think that Milosevic will agree but only if he believes we are prepared
to follow through with our threats” (Clinton Digital Library 1999d).

Here are certain statements of attitudes concerning the campaign,
whether favoring it or expressing criticism. On March 24, 1999, in a
speech on the Yugoslav strike addressed to the American nation, President
Clinton said: “ (...) today our armed forces joined our NATO allies in
airstrikes against Serbian forces responsible for the brutality in Kosovo
(...) We act to prevent a wider war, to defuse a powder keg at the heart
of Europe...Kosovar men were dragged from their families, fathers,
and sons together, lined up, and shot in cold blood (...) It is an attack
by tanks and artillery on a largely defenseless people (...) Ending this
tragedy is a moral imperative. It is also important to America’s national
interests (...) a dictator in Serbia who has done nothing since the Cold
War ended, but started new wars (...)” (CNN 1999). Thus, the bombing
presents an American national interest and moral imperative to fight
against the Serbian “dictator” and “brutality on defenseless people shot
in cold blood”; Clinton does not mention NATO support to the Kosovo
Liberation Army.

In a telephone call with Russian President Boris Yeltsin on April 19,
Clinton discussed the role of NATO, control over the KLLA, and possible
solutions to end the war: “If there is no military element, the Kosovars
will never return. The Serbs forces have burned all their villages, burned
them alive, raped children, and there is no way they will come back
without military protection. Here is the dilemma about a military force.
I don’t care what it is called, but if there is no NATO involvement, we
won’t be able to get the Albanians to disarm. We can get the KLA to
disarm” (Clinton Digital Library 1999e).

Subsequently, on April 22, the White House organized the NATO
meeting, which Javier Solana defined as “one of the most important
meetings in NATO history”. The question was what to do with Serbian
radio and television transmissions. President Clinton stressed: “No one
thought we could stop Milosevic in Kosovo with an air action of a few
weeks. We have to broaden the targets, make the Serbs uncomfortable
while minimizing civilian casualties, and stepping up economic pressures”
(Clinton Digital Library 1999f).

A few days later, Clinton defended the NATO bombing of a Serbian
national television station, legitimizing the action, the T.V. station as a
target, and the killing of Serbian civilians in Belgrade: “Serb television
is an essential instrument of Mr. Milosevic’s command and control...He
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uses it to spew hatred and to basically spread disinformation. He does
not use it to show all the Kosovar villages he’s burned, to show the mass
graves, to show the children that have been raped by the soldiers that he
sent there” (Harris 1999). In an attack at a T.V. station, sixteen people
die, all of whom are security workers, makeup artists, and technicians.
Amnesty International report states that in the case of the NATO bombing
of the Radio Television of Serbia, NATO forces deliberately targeted a
civilian object, which is why this was a war crime. Additionally, Amnesty
International points out that by attacking Yugoslavia, NATO violated
international law because they were sure civilians would be killed by
hitting a civilian object (Erlanger 2000).

Turning back to President Clinton’s speech to the Veterans
Organization on Kosovo in May 1999, he claims that “at least 100.000
Kosovar Albanians missing” and exposes the argumentation for American
intervention: “(...) Unfortunately, for more than ten years now, President
Milosevic has pursued a different course for Serbia, and for much of the
rest of the former Yugoslavia. Since the late 1980, he has acquired, retained,
and sought to expand his power, by inciting religious and ethnic hatred in
the cause of greater Serbia (...) by demonizing and dehumanizing people,
especially the Bosnian and Kosovar Muslims, whose history, culture, and
very presence in the former republic of Yugoslavia impede that vision of
a greater Serbia. He unleashed wars in Bosnia and Croatia, creating two
million refugees and leaving a quarter of a million people dead. Though
his ethnic cleansing is not the same as the ethnic extermination of the
Holocaust, the two are related — both vicious, premeditated, systematic
oppression fueled by religious and ethnic hatred. There must also be an
international security force with NATO at its core. Without that force,
after all they’ve been through, the Kosovars simply won’t go home (...)
But you do not have systematic slaughter and an effort to eradicate the
religion, the culture, the heritage... Mr. Milosevic and his allies have
dragged their people down a path of racial and religious hatred (...)”
(Clinton Foundation 1999). Kosovar Muslims’ status is presented in
jeopardy, but it is fundamental to know that Kosovar Albanians are also
orthodox and catholic.

Military action against Serbian “ethnic cleansing” served well to
restore credibility to NATO (Jentleson 2007, 428 according to Peterson
2014, 111). In this speech, a simplified explanation of the civil wars in
Yugoslavia can be noticed, blaming one side for the conflict or, more
precisely, one political actor. Utilizing numbers has the purpose of
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empowering statements. Also, mentioning the concept of Greater Serbia
in the wrong context and not talking about Greater Albania proves poor
knowledge of Balkan history. Fierce words include ethnic cleansing, ethnic
extermination, systematic slaughter, and comparison with the Holocaust.

The same year, in June, at a press conference in the White House,
President Clinton again accused Serbia — “tens of thousands of people
were killed (...) all those little girls were raped, and all those little boys
were murdered”; he said: “NATO stopped deliberate, systematic efforts
at ethnic cleansing and genocide” (The White House 1999). Comparing
Kosovo to the Holocaust starts in March, before the bombing: “What
if someone had listened to Winston Churchill and stood up to Adolph
Hitler earlier? How many people’s lives might have been saved? And
how many American lives might have been saved?” It is essential that in
the same interview, Clinton underscores America’s economic interest in
protecting Kosovo: “If our country is going to be prosperous and secure,
we need a Europe that is safe, secure, free, united, a good partner for
trading, wealthy enough to buy our product” (Blitzer 1999). Chomsky
argues that “the term genocide as applied to Kosovo is an insult to the
victims of Hitler. In fact, it is revisionist to an extreme”. He highlights
that until January 1999, most killings came from the Kosovo Liberation
Army guerillas supported by the CIA. Chomsky continues: “If that is
genocide, then the whole world is covered with genocide. In fact, the
50th Anniversary of NATO occurred right in the middle of all of this.
The way it is presented is: the atrocities took place and, then we had to
bomb to prevent genocide, just inverted” (Chomsky 2006).

Similarly, the media group Accuracy in Media accuses the American
foreign policy of not telling the truth regarding the events in Kosovo,
increasing the number of civilian deaths to justify military intervention.
The group claimed that the USA “was determined to go to war; the
Rambouillet talks as a ‘peace deal’ between the Serbs and the Kosovo
Albanians were designed to fail”. Namely, NATO Commander American
General Wesley Clark was blamed for pushing the war (Irvine and Kincaid
1999). Moreover, in March 2022 in Rome, I interviewed Sergio Vento, the
Italian ambassador in Paris in 1999 and a member of Lamberto Dini’s
(Italian Foreign Affairs Minister) delegation in Rambouillet. According
to Vento, dossier Racak was a typical example of a media campaign,
and then during the talks in France, U.S. Secretary of State Madeleine
Albright supported the Albanians, particularly the military current led
by Thaci and Haradinaj. Ambassador Vento further concludes: “To the
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surprise of Italy, France, and Germany, the American proposal to Serbia
was a classic dictate according to which Serbia should become a NATO
protectorate with the permission of the forces of this alliance to enter the
country. For that dictate, the USA prepared all the documents and even
what the new Constitutions of Serbia and Kosovo should be. Practically,
it was not a negotiation, but an ultimatum from the USA, and normally
Serbia could not accept it” (Barovi¢ 2022).
It can be argued that the story regarding human rights and
“protecting innocent people” serves to camouflage American economic
and geopolitical interests. Likewise, after the bombing ended, prestigious
journals like The Wall Street Journal and New Statesman criticized the
Clinton administration for the false and exaggerated statements about
genocide (Pearl 1999; Pilger 2000). Even a NATO spokesman and former
BBC correspondent Mark Laity states: “We would rather be criticized
for overestimating the numbers who died than for failing to pre-empt.”
Thus, The Guardian claimed that “100 000 ethnic Albanians massacred
in Kosovo revised to under 3000 as exhumations near the end”. Therefore,
the question is whether the military action was humanitarian or had it as
a goal to maintain NATO credibility in a post-Cold War world (Steele
2000). Furthermore, Chomsky focuses on Western media as responsible
actors for glorifying the Clinton administration. New York Times, French
and British press writes about a “normative revolution”, the USA as “the
leader of the free world”, “acting from pure altruism”, and “Clinton’s
policy as a noble phase with a saintly glow” (Chomsky 20006).
Additionally, James K. Oliver, a professor of American foreign
policy and international relations at the University of Delaware, highlights
that during Clinton’s eight years in office, “the most dangerous engagement
of U.S. military forces occurred in the Balkans”. The significant detail
is that Clinton never asked for Congressional authorization. Indeed,
Clinton reported the actions to Congress and tried to get support but
never explicitly requested authorization. Like in 1994 in Bosnia against
Serbian forces, five years later, in 1999, Clinton acted unilaterally with
an attack on a sovereign state without congressional authorization:
“Yesterday I decided that the United States would vote to give NATO the
authority to carry out military strikes against Serbia if President Milosevic
continues to defy the international community”. The procedure is that
Congress should give the President authority, and then the latter can
authorize NATO (Oliver 2010, 279-280). Arguably, after the civil war
in Croatia and Bosnia, American foreign policy toward Serbia (Kosovo
and Metohija) was a continuity of unilateralism.
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Therefore, these were President Clinton’s arguments. Besides, the
Secretary of Defense and Vice President of the USA have the same views
as the President. Namely, William Cohen, Secretary of Defense, in April
1999, at a press conference at NATO Headquarters, said: “The appalling
accounts of mass killing in Kosovo and the pictures of refugees fleeing
Serb oppression for their lives make it clear that this is a fight for justice
over genocide” (U.S. Department of Defense 1999). Moreover, in May,
he speaks about Kosovar Albanians: “We’ve now seen about 100,000
military-aged men missing (...) they may have been murdered”. Cohen
also stresses the positive actions of the Kosovo Liberation Army: “KLA
effort will prove to be Milosevic’s quagmire, his Vietnam” (Doggett 1999).
As can be seen, the argumentation for the bombing repeatedly is based
on the narrative of “justice, genocide, mass killing, and 100.000 victims”.

For instance, in March, before the military operation, another vital
actor, American Vice President Al Gore, declared: “If Milosevic does
not call off his attack and stop the slaughter of innocent men, women
and children, we are determined to act to diminish the military power
that he has turned ruthlessly toward the Kosovo people and help the
Kosovar Albanians win the safety, security and self-government they
deserve” (Blitzer 1999). Hence, an accent is at stopping “the slaughter
of innocent men, women and children”.

Another figure significantly involved in the war was State Secretary
Madeleine Albright. Walter Isaacson, an American historian, journalist,
Professor of History at Tulane University, former chairman and CEO
of CNN, and Managing Editor of Time, defines the Kosovo war as

“Madeleine’s war”. He underlines that Albright was pushing the U.S.
into war. As reported by Isaacson, Albright was struggling decidedly
for the moralistic and assertive new world role for America. Further,
at a London conference on a meeting with foreign ministers, Albright
announces: “History is watching us” (Isaacson 1999). Other sources
provide possible explanations of how Albright got the war the U.S. wanted:

“We deliberately set the bar higher than the Serbs could accept it (...)
because they needed a little bombing”. Reportedly, she had a meeting
with a Kosovo delegation member, Hashim Thaci?, before Rambouillet
talks where she said: “If you say yes and the Serbs say no, NATO will
strike and go on striking until the Serb forces are out and NATO can go
in. You will have security. And you will be able to govern yourselves”
(Elich 2019). According to Huntington, the issue with American foreign

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policy is when American officials tend to act as if the world were unipolar,
boasting American power and defining the U.S. as a benevolent hegemon
in tackling global problems. For instance, in 1998, Albright called the
United States “the indispensable nation” and stressed that “we stand tall
and hence see further than other nations” (Huntington 1999, 37).
Similarly, the opinions confessed after the NATO bombing provide
interesting observations. For example, Chomsky emphasizes that the best
explanation for the NATO bombing of Yugoslavia comes from Strobe
Talbott, a person from the highest level of the Clinton administration.
Namely, Talbott was President Clinton’s Deputy Secretary of State
and the leading U.S. negotiator during the war. He was director of the
Pentagon/State Department Intelligence Joint Committee on Diplomacy
during the NATO intervention; consequently, Chomsky thinks he
was one of the fop of the Clinton administration. So, Talbott in 2005
writes: “It was Yugoslavia’s resistance to the broader trends of political
and economic reform ? not the plight of Kosovar Albanians ? that best
explains NATO’s war”. Fundamentally, the argument is that Serbia was
the last country in Europe that did not want to make the required social
and economic reforms and then be subordinated to the U.S. neoliberal
programs. Consequently, the American administration decided to destroy
Serbia. According to Talbott, the war’s “real purpose had nothing to do
with concern for Kosovar Albanians and human rights” (Chomsky 2006).

THE U.S. CONGRESS AND NATO BOMBING

The opinions of the members of the U.S. Congress appear
equally crucial for the dossier. Amid the NATO intervention, the U.S.
Congress deliberated a few resolutions. First, the United States House
of Representatives supported a non-binding resolution on March 11, by
a vote of 219—191 conditionally (only if a peace agreement was reached)
approving President Clinton’s plan to send 4.000 troops to the NATO
peacekeeping mission in Kosovo (Clerk U.S. House of Representatives
1999). Namely, 174 Democrats and 44 Republicans support the President,
claiming that “the United States has a moral obligation to stop a genocidal
war”. Simultaneously, 173 Republicans and 18 Democrats opposed the
Resolution (Mitchell 1999). Accordingly, numerous Republicans were
against the President’s plan for Kosovo.

In a telephone call with Tony Blair yet on February 4, President
Clinton was concerned about Congress’s opinion even for eventually
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sending ground peacekeeping troops in Kosovo and Metohija: “I gather
there is a general feeling that a lot of European countries are willing
to make troop contributions. That will help me to get Congress to
support participation. I just gave a speech today. I basically said we were
considering our participation and talking to Congress about it. I will
make the strongest case I can, but our system is that they have to come
up with money for it. The more European countries that are willing to
participate and the greater extent, the better luck I will have with the
Republican Congress” (Clinton Digital Library 1999b).

In the first voting in March, the Senate supported U.S. participation
in NATO bombing of Yugoslavia. It was 58 in favor and 41 against;
16 Republicans and 42 Democrats authorized bombing. Conversely,
the contrary had 38 Republicans and 3 Democrats. Hence, various
Republicans vehemently opposed the Clintons’ foreign policy, considering
the military operation very risky; they prepared the resolution against
NATO intervention, but it was not debated before March 24. Notably, most
Democrats insist that airstrikes are necessary and inevitable (Kempster
1999; U.S. Senate 1999). However, even Republican Senator from Arizona,
John McCain, who backs the resolution, is not entirely sure if it would
be the right decision: “Congress and the American people have good
reason to fear that we are heading toward another permanent garrison of
Americans in a Balkan country where our mission is confused and our
exit strategy a complete mystery”. Additionally, a Republican Senator
from New Hampshire, Robert Smith, defines Kosovo’s circumstances as
a civil war. At the same time, he worries for the American citizens and
American soldiers: “American lives are being put in jeopardy because of
a civil war in Kosovo” (Schmitt 1999). One week later, Senator McCain
changed his stance: “We must now do whatever it takes to win, we cannot
allow this Balkan thug to prevail. We must do whatever is necessary,
including perhaps sending in ground troops” (Connolly 1999).

In April, the House Appropriations Committee accepted $13 billion
in emergency spending for the cost of air military action. On the other
hand, a second non-binding resolution for approving the mission fails
in the House of Representatives. At the end of voting, it was 213-213
(Pine 1999). Summing up, the House of Representatives and the Senate
have different opinions; President Clinton obtained more extensive
support for Kosovo politics in the U.S. Senate. Also, most U.S. House
Republicans voted against two resolutions, contrary to approval for the
US participation in the NATO intervention.
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At the end of April, the debate regarding sending ground troops to
Yugoslavia finished with rejection from the Republicans (U.S. Congress
House of Representatives 1999). In the House, by a vote of 249 to 180,
decision-makers approved a Republican-proposed bill that did not allow
Clinton to use funds to transfer U.S. ground troops to Serbia without
authorization from Congress. For instance, Dennis Hastert, a Republican
from Illinois and House Speaker comments that Clinton “should better
explain the goals, the costs, and the long-term strategy of why the USA
is in Yugoslavia” (Pine 1999). Moreover, Tom Campbell, a Republican
from San Jose, proposes to Congress “to formally declare war on
Yugoslavia or order the withdrawal of all U.S. troops and equipment
within thirty days”. However, the withdrawal bill failed in the House
of Representatives by 290 to 139. Likewise, the declaration of war was
firmly rejected by 427 to 2. In other words, nobody wants to declare
war on Yugoslavia, but at the same time, the House members do not
have the majority of votes for the withdrawing option; the status quo
results from the voting. Consequently, Republican Tony P. Hall from
Ohio criticizes Congress because of the contradictory resolutions related
to the war. Ultimately, his Republican colleague, Charlie Norwood, a
Vietnam War veteran, highlights that giving support to Clinton would
“allow our nation to plunge into a quagmire from which there will be no
exit”. Also, the House Speaker’s proposal’s primary goal is to emphasize
Congress’s constitutional duty to decide about sending U.S. troops into
war. Nevertheless, Clinton acts like he does not require categorical
authorization from Congress for military operations abroad. Finally, the
members of the House of Representatives are highly divided. Regarding
supporting the air attacks, 181 Democrats and 31 Republicans voted yes;
26 Democrats and 187 Republicans opted for no (Pine 1999).

It is essential to remember that Article II, section 2 of the U.S.
Constitution says that “the President shall be Commander in Chief of the
Army and Navy”, but Article I, section 8 underlines that only “Congress
has the power to declare war”; the President signs the Declaration
(Constitution of the United States). In the book Foreign Affairs and
the U.S. Constitution, Louis Henkin, a professor Emeritus at Columbia
University, deals with constitutional confusion between the President’s
power on foreign affairs, more precisely, of the use of military force and
the constitutional power of the Congress. Henkin repeats that Congress
has the exclusive constitutional power to declare war. This exclusive
power represents the limits of the powers of the Commander in Chief
(Henkin 1997).
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Going back to the Senator’s opinions, one of the first Senators
stressed that the U.S. must win the war against Yugoslavia at all costs
and even send in Serbia ground troops was a Republican John McCain,
later a candidate for the 2000 presidential nomination. Therefore, military
action against Belgrade seems part of the U.S. presidential election
campaign. On the other side, Tim Hutchinson, a Republican Senator from
Arkansas, states: “It has yet to be adequately demonstrated to Congress
or the American people that it is our vital national interests that have
drawn us into this conflict. In fact, [ would say, we have stumbled into
this conflict, we have slipped into this war”. The same opinion comes
from Democratic Senator from Minnesota Paul Wellstone, supporting:
“cessation from what seems to be a slide toward the bombing of a broader
array of non-military targets, a potential oil embargo directed at other
countries — toward deeper involvement in a wider war—that [ believe we
will come to regret.” In addition, a Republican Senator from Ohio, the
only Senator of Serbian origin, Voinovich George, addresses critiques
of the NATO military action: “The time has come, Mr. President, where
NATO needs to get off its high horse, restrain its ego and instead of
trying to save face over a major foreign policy blunder, start thinking
about saving lives.” It is interesting that he is against bombing but
supports the idea of removal of Serbian troops from Kosovo: “It is time
to stop the bombing and put everyone’s effort into finding a diplomatic
solution that will quickly result in removal of Serbian troops in Kosovo”
(Crowley 1999). Analyzing American foreign policy (as well towards
Yugoslavia), Huntington describes “the U.S. as the lonely sheriff and the
world policeman” that the most of the planet does not accept; unilateral
sanctions and interventions lead to “foreign policy disasters”. Huntington
argues that American decision-makers should leave the benign-hegemon
illusion that their values and interests are the same as those of the rest
of the world (Huntington 1999, 47—-48).

CONCLUSIONS

Twenty-five years after the NATO bombing, the work grappled
with American foreign policy in Yugoslavia. As discussed above, the
Clinton administration utilized harsh accusations as a dominant argument
against Serbia in political discourses. NATO military action is justified
as a humanitarian intervention, a “moral imperative” to stop or prevent

“genocide, ethnic cleansing, and extermination, systematical slaughtering,
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brutality, mass killing, powder keg, cold blood, dictatorship, and massacre”.
One of the arguments was a comparison between the Holocaust and
Kosovo and Hitler with MiloSevi¢. Several times in American political
underpinnings, a technique was used to overestimate the number of
casualties in a war conflict. On the other side, Congress was not united in
supporting President Clinton’s decision to bomb Yugoslavia. The House
of Representatives and Senate were exceedingly divided; numerous
Republicans opposed the war. The real reason for such a decision
remained unclear; were they against military action, or perhaps they
opposed American foreign policy just because Bill Clinton came from
the Democratic Party?

However, the Republicans argued that the military mission is a
mystery and that American lives should not be risked because of the
civil war in Kosovo and Metohija; the Senators were preoccupied that
the military action could be a quagmire for the USA; they criticized the
targeting of civilian objects; the main message would be that the war was
not of vital American interest and that the solution should be found in
diplomatic acting. Finally, the U.S. Congress did not declare war against
Yugoslavia. Instead, President Clinton decided to act unilaterally as a
Commander in Chief.

The NATO bombing of Serbia was the topic of many international
academic authors, and it is not new. However, this spring marks the 25th
anniversary of the bombing and the aggression, and the topic has more
relevance as a reminder of the implications in international relations.
Namely, the bombing of Serbia and the Kosovo war was detrimental to
further steps in American foreign policy as an introduction and a general
probe for military actions in Iraq. Likewise, later in the multipolar world,
other significant international actors, such as Russia and China, utilized
this example to highlight the unilateral American decision in 1999 that
violated international law and order, bypassing the UN role. The latest
example is the visit of Chinese President Xi Jinping to Serbia and jointly
mark the anniversary of the NATO bombing of the Chinese Embassy
in 1999. Also, amid the war in Ukraine, it is indicative the statement of
Russian foreign minister Sergey Lavrov at November OSCE meeting in
Skopje, stressing the destroyed military-political dimension of OSCE by
NATO and EU in 1999 “brutal bombing” of Yugoslavia and later in 2008,
taking Kosovo and Metohija from Serbia, violating 1244 UN Security
Council Resolution and the principle of the inviolability of borders in
Helsinki Final Act (OSCE 2023).

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determinants before and after February 2022. They conclude
that, since the war in Ukraine, the position of RS is pushed
toward “radical outcomes” — disappearance or independence

THE DETERMINANTS OF THE INSTABILITY OF
THE REPUBLIC OF SRPSKA IN BOSNIA AND
HERZEGOVINA BEFORE THE WAR IN UKRAINE

With the ongoing processes of EU and NATO integration, Kosovo’s
unilateral independence, and the rise of global conflicts and polarization
after February 2022 relations in the BH became more unstable and
radicalised. There are three basic determinants of the instability of
the Republic of Srpska (RS) in the BH after 2022: 1. Inherent collision
between the principles of consociative democracy based on the guaranteed
rights for all peoples on the one side, and majority or unilateral rule in
key institutions such as Constitutional Court and the imposition of the
decision by the High Representative (OHR), on the other, 2. The relations
among the peoples themselves inside the entities (between the Croats and
Muslims in the BH Federation and the ruling parties and opposition), and
3. External actions by other states, such as various propositions in the
United Nations Security Council (UN SC) of the resolutions regarding
the war crimes in the BH.

Bosnia and Herzegovina was constituted based on the Dayton
Peace Agreement in 1995, which includes its Constitution in Annex [V
and the principle of consociative democracy. The principle of consociative
democracy refers to equal representation of all peoples or social groups
in the formation of government and the right to vefo or block all processes
that may threaten the rights of one group within the community. This
principle aims to ensure autonomy in decision-making for all segments of
society. The Venice Commission of the Council of Europe, in its decision
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of June 10, 2005, clearly indicated that the Dayton Agreement, and thus
the Constitution of B&H, is an international document, and therefore
their interpretation must be governed by international law (Sluzbeni
glasnik Bosne 1 Hercegovine 94/2014; Kapan 2021, 89—-90; Mutposuh
2014, 44—46; bnarojesuh 2012, 135-150; Simovi¢ 2017, 269-271). The
BH Constitutional Court, mandated to protect the Constitution, is made
up of nine members, two coming from each of the three constituent
nations and three delegated by the European Court of Human Rights.
Since a majority of five votes is required to make a decision, in case, for
example, of an agreement between Bosniak and foreign judges, the court
can override the Representatives of the other two nations, Serbian and
Croatian, respectfully. Also, the ability of the OHR to make unilateral
decisions arose after the meeting in Bonn in December 1997, when it was
authorized to remove officials who violated the Dayton Peace Agreement.
This is also implemented in Resolution 1174 of UN SC from June 1998
(OHR n.d.; Lazi¢ 2018, 181-192; UN SC Resolution 1174). Also, the
Dayton Peace Agreement stipulated that the foreign administrators in
BH leave the country by 2005, but their mandate was extended because
they failed to make the country self-sustainable and saw the possibility
of unilateral decisions keeping the country under some kind of foreign
protectorate (Keumanosuh 2007, 5-10). The governance and decision-
making of these institutions have created an inherent tension between
the principles of consociative democracy and the decisions based on the
guaranteed rights of all peoples in BH, on the one side, and the overriding
of one ethnic group over the other or the external imposition of the decision
without the consent of all three peoples, on the other. This has also led
to a significant potential for conflict between the three peoples on the
institutional level and between ethnic groups and the OHR. The pacing
process of disempowerment of the entities to create stronger federal
institutions in the framework of BH’s EU and NATO integration can
end their independent functions. When, in May 2009, Milorad Dodik’s
government demanded the return of 68 jurisdictions to the entity, that
were taken away from it by majority voting, relations with Western
countries worsened. Dodik and government officials in the Republic of
Srpska were characterized as “destroyers of the post-Dayton process”,
even though the representatives of the Serbian people advocated for the
respect of the original Dayton Agreement, which guaranteed Srpska’s
broad autonomy (Paxosuh 2016, 362-364). In opposition to this process,
the break-out of Ukrainian conflict in 2022, the inability of Serbs to

create its association in Northern Kosovo and more pressure on Serbian
entity increased the instability in BH and prospects in the direction of
totally independent state of Republic of Srpska. Independent RS would
be probably seeking the union with Serbia, which would create hard
choices for this country.

Relations of the RS and its leadership with
the Constitutional Court and the OHR

There are three basic issues of special concern for the relations of
RS and BH Constitutional Court and OHR: ownership over the property,
judicial reform and the Day of the RS.

The Constitutional Court repealed the articles of the Constitutional
Law on the flag, coat of arms and anthem of both the Republic of Srpska
and BH Federation (BH Constitutional Court Ruling 2007, bykanosuh
2014, 76—81). Regarding the property rights there is no consensus
among the main BH stakeholders. After the collapse of Prud Process, on
September 14, 2010, the National Assembly of the Republic of Srpska
adopted the Law on the Status of State Property located on its territory
and subject to the prohibition of alienation. The law stipulated that the
confiscated property would be transferred to the ownership of the entity,
and as such it would be listed in public books and made available to the RS
Government. At the beginning of January 2011, the High Representative
Valentin Intzko issued an order suspending the application of this law
and the transfer of property, until the Constitutional Court of BH issued
aruling on it. He threatened that if he did not comply with his decision,
sanctions would be applied to persons and institutions that do the opposite
(OHR 2011). The Government of the Republic of Srpska believed that the
actions of the High Representative undermined the independence of the
judiciary branch, the Constitutional Court and international law, with
the aim of self-maintaining its position and strengthening the “foreign
factor”. An extensive report with such content was sent from Banja Luka
to the UN SC at the end of December (Bmrama PC 2010, 35-38). In mid-
February 2015, Denis Zvizdi¢, the Prime minister-designate from the
ranks of the Bosniak people, announced a new transfer of competencies
from the entities to the state level, during the presentation of the program
of the Council of Ministers of BH. This was badly received by the Serbs
and in April, the SNSD adopted the Declaration on the Independent
and Free Republic of Srpska, which demanded the functioning of the
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state on the principle of union and the harmonization of the decisions
of the High Representative with the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina (AuTtuh u Kerqmanosuh 2016, 371-377).

In 2017, there was a dispute between RS and the Constitutional
Court of BH due to the decision according to which the military property
in Han Pijesak. The decision was prompted by a NATO official who
wanted to prepare for Bosnia’s entry into this alliance. NATO feared
that military facilities in the hands of the Republic of Srpska could
harm its interests, due to close ties with Russia and Serbia. In July 2017,
the Constitutional Court rejected the appeal of the Republic of Srpska,
which highlighted the violation of the Constitution and the European
Convention on Human Rights and Freedoms. As a reaction to this NATO
policy, the National Assembly in Banja Luka voted in November for the
country’s military neutrality. The decision ruled out any possibility of
joining NATO unless the people of Srpska make a different decision.
In August 2018, the NATO headquarters in Sarajevo welcomed the
decision of the Constitutional Court about military property in Han
Pijesa (IlerpoBuh 2021, 48—49).

At the end of 2019, the National Assembly of the Republic of Srpska
passed a decision according to which all agricultural property on its
territory is in its ownership. This aimed to annul the decision of the High
Representative and the Constitutional Court to return to the Republic of
Srpska some of the competencies it had under the Dayton Agreement. At
the beginning of February 2020, the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina annulled this decision (passed at the beginning of March),
which immediately caused a reaction in Banja Luka. On February 17, the
National Assembly called for a boycott of the work of all Representatives
of Srpska in joint state bodies, while Dodik, together with the members
of HDZ BH, submitted a request for the removal of foreign judges in
the Constitutional Court. Thus, Bosnia and Herzegovina returned to the
state of paralyzed institutions (Sluzbeni glasnik BiH, Doc. No. 16/20,
2020; Radio Slobodna Evropa 2020a).

Along with this dispute, there was pressure from the EU on the
leadership in Banja Luka regarding judicial reform. The situation became
quite complicated when Intzko dramatized the problem in his presentation
before the Security Council, stressing the need for the replacement of
the leadership of the Republic of Srpska and international intervention.
The situation calmed down after the visit of Catherine Ashton, then EU
Commissioner for Security and Foreign Policy, to Banja Luka in May
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2011. It was agreed to launch a dialogue on “judicial reform”. With the
seriousness of the functioning of Bosnia and Herzegovina as a state, the
political Representatives of the EU countries were in no hurry to ratify
the Association Agreement (signed in 2008). It only entered into force
in mid-2015, and Bosnia and Herzegovina applied for membership in
early 2016 (Ilerposuh 2021, 43-56).

There was also a dispute regarding the celebration of the Republic
of Srpska Day. On the proposal of the Bosniak member, on November
26, 2015 Constitutional Court decided to cancel the celebration of Srpska
Day, which was held on January 9, declaring it unconstitutional. All
political Representatives of the Serbian people refused to recognize the
decision. At the session of the National Assembly in Banja Luka on July
15, 2016, a referendum on the constitutionality of the Republic of Srpska
Day was announced by the unanimous declaration of all 63 deputies.
Representatives of the Bosniak club “Homeland” (Domovina), however,
left the session, while their deputy Mihnet Oki¢ asked for the reaction
of the High Representative Valentin Intzko. The Bosniak club in the
Council of Peoples acted similarly, vetoing the decision and asking the
Constitutional Court of the Republic of Srpska to annul the referendum.
However, the request was rejected. In the referendum on September 25,
the citizens of RS almost unanimously decided to celebrate January 9
as Republic Day (Cy6otuh 2016, 1-3; PakoBuh 2016, 119-120, 126—129).

Without the consent of the United Nations Security Council,
which is necessary for the appointment of the High Representative,
Christian Schmidt was appointed to this position. The authorities in
Banja Luka soon refused to recognize his appointment, and Russia and
China took the same position during the Security Council session in
July. The Assembly of the Republic of Srpska on July 31 decided not to
apply Valentin Intzko’s law on its territory, which was later confirmed
in October by the President of Srpska Zeljka Cvijanovi¢ (Cy6otuh 2021,
112—113, 115-118). At the SNSD party meeting held in Pale at the end
of October, Dodik reiterated the continuation of the “struggle for the
return of the competencies” of the Republic of Srpska that were taken
from it. He believed that RS must possess all the powers guaranteed to
it by the Dayton Agreement (Balcani e caucaso/BiH 2021).
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Inter- and intra-ethnic relations in BH

After the October 2014 elections, Milorad Dodik’s SNSD won
power in the Assembly, while Mladen Ivani¢ from the united opposition
was elected to the BH Presidency. Cohabitation led to a dispute over who
has priority, the political Representatives of the Serbs in Sarajevo or the
Serb authorities in Banja Luka. The end of 2018 was marked by elections
at all levels in BH. In RS, Milorad Dodik’s SNSD won a convincing
victory in the parliamentary elections, while Zeljka Cvijanovi¢, from
the same party, was elected president. Dodik was elected as a Serbian
member of the BH Presidency. Since Dodik’s SNSD achieved an excellent
result in the elections at the level of the BH Parliamentary Assembly, it
was not possible to form a government at the state level without their
participation. In the BH Federation, Sefik Dzaferovi¢ from the SDA
party was elected as a member of the Presidency of the Bosniak people.
However, since Bosniaks had the right to vote for a Croatian member
of the Presidency, and as their share grew in the total population, they
also elected a Croatian member (Autuh u Kenmanosuh 2016, 379-380;
Al Jazeera Balkan 2016, Mwujarosuh 2024, 85)." This fulfilled the fear
of political Representatives of the Croatian people that the Bosniaks
would try to diminish the role of the Croats. Zeljko Komsi¢, a supporter
of the unitary state and a man close to the authorities in Sarajevo, was
elected as the Croatian member of the presidency, with a greater number
of votes than Dzaferovi¢ (221,500 to 208,000 votes) (Crankosuh 2019,
77-81; Vukadin, I1i¢i¢ i Cubela 2021, 11).2 These election results created
a favorable situation for the development of a political crisis surrounding
the formation of the government in the B&H Federation, but also at
the federal level. The crisis lasted for almost an entire year, leaving
the country without a government. The main stumbling block was the
insistence of Bakir Izetbegovi¢, head of the Bosniak SDA, that Bosnia

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and Herzegovina implement NATO’s Annual National Program, which
was part of the previously adopted Membership Action Plan (MAP) for
NATO. Milorad Dodik insisted on preserving the political and military
neutrality of the state, following the decision of the National Assembly
of the Republic of Srpska and the policy pursued by Serbia (Deutsche
Welle 2019).

Candidate Zoran Tegeltija from SNSD was appointed as the
federal government Representative, while Dodik agreed to send the
Annual National Program for NATO. This last claim was delivered
by Izetbegovi¢ and Komsi¢, Representatives of Bosniaks and Croats
(Al Jazeera Balkan/BiH 2020). In the situation of new paralysis of the
institutions over the issue of agricultural property, a dispute arose over
the manner of functioning and implementation of the Reform Program, by
which Bosnia and Herzegovina declared itself to accept the Action Plan for
NATO membership. Although Dodik gave his consent to the introduction
of the Reform Program, he refused to recognize the decision announced
by NATO in January 2020, that Bosnia is on the way to membership.
The outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic caused the ruling leadership
to be busy with other important issues. Local elections were organized
in November 2020. The dissatisfaction of ordinary people with political
conflicts manifested itself in the fact that the ruling Bosniak SDA lost the
post of mayor of Sarajevo, while Dodik’s SNSD was similarly defeated
in the battle for the mayor of Banja Luka (ITerposuh 2021, 48—50; Radio
Slobodna Evropa 2020b).

External factors

A destabilization of the position of the Republic of Srpska also
comes from the various actions of the external factors regarding the war
experiences of the country. Seven days after stepping down from his
position, on May 27, High Representative Valentin Intzko, passed the
Law on the Prohibition of Denying the Genocide of Bosniaks during
the Wars in the 90’s in Srebrenica. In the Security Council, for example,
at the suggestion of Great Britain, a proposal for a Resolution on the
genocide in Srebrenica was submitted. At the request of the officials
of the Republic of Srpska and Serbia, during the sessions from July 6
to 7, 2015, Russia vetoed and prevented the adoption of this resolution
(ITonutuka 2015). Seven days later, Serbian President Aleksandar Vucic¢
was attacked during the commemoration of the victims of Srebrenica.
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The Prosecutor’s Office of Bosnia and Herzegovina suspected several
persons of Bosniak nationality for that act, but the investigation was
terminated after a year without a relevant explanation. In Belgrade, they
characterized this act as the involvement of the highest circles in Sarajevo
in the attack on Vuci¢ (Radio Slobodna Evropa 2015; ITonmutuka 2016).

In February 2019, the government of the Republic of Srpska formed
a Commission to investigate the suffering of all peoples on the territory
of Srebrenica region from 1992 to 1995. The presidency of this body
was entrusted to the distinguished Holocaust expert, historian Gideon
Greif (3axkspyunu u3semraj 2020, 1029-1036). In 2020, this Commission
issued a comprehensive report of 1,036 pages. This caused excitement
and sharp reactions in pro-Western and Bosniak circles (Euronews SRB
2021). When Joe Biden’s administration assumed power in early 2021,
Bosniak leaders in Sarajevo intensified their push towards NATO and
EU integration. They criticized the Dayton Peace Treaty for paralyzing
Bosnia and Herzegovina, blaming Serb resistance for obstructing Atlantic
integration. The goal for many was to diminish or abolish the Republic
of Srpska in favor of a unitary state structure. New problems for the
functioning of Bosnia and Herzegovina arose in 2022. Since the Israeli
newspaper “Haretz” published incorrect news on January 19 that Gideon
Greif’s commission stated that genocide took place in Srebrenica,
numerous media in the Balkans and world outlets reported on that fact.
However, three days later Greif’s commission immediately published a
statement that the news was false (ITonutuxa 2022).

THE WAR IN UKRAINE AND THE FURTHER
RADICALIZATION OF THE POSITION
OF THE REPUBLIC OF SRPSKA

The Russian Federation’s attack on Ukraine on February 22, 2022,
completely radicalized the attitudes of all participants in the conflict. From
that moment on, NATO looked particularly negatively at all elements in
Europe that had some form of political cooperation with Moscow, such
as the Republic of Srpska and Serbia. While the destabilization came
in the North of Kosovo, the RS faced further instability along all three
determinants — relations with the Constitutional Court and the OHR,
inter- and intra-ethnic relations, and activities of external actors. The
pressure pushed for additional radicalization — the West, primarily the
US, attempts to bring the RS into line with European attitudes toward

the war and state reforms, including imposition of sanctions against
Milorad Dodik and its associates, on the one side, and attempts to achieve
broader independence, including both territorial and national integrity of
the Republic of Serbia and Serbs in general, on the other (Kosti¢ Suleji¢
and Blagojevi¢ 2024, 455—-460). The action-reaction mode in B&H
characterized a further and more intense period after February 2022.

Relations of the RS and its leadership with
the Constitutional Court and the OHR

Disputes regarding state property continued throughout 2022.
On February 10, the National Assembly in Banja Luka passed the Law
on Immovable Property Used for the Functioning of Public Authorities.
This caused a real uproar in the Bosniak public, because of the intention
to declare that property to be the property of the federal authorities.
HR Schmidt in April decided to suspend the application of the Law on
immovable property used for the functioning of public authorities. The
main objective was to prevent the entities from controlling state property
until a new law was passed, while the federal authorities were given
the authority to manage it (OHR 2022). Additionally, On September 22,
the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina passed a decision
that stated that the “Republic of Srpska does not have the constitutional
authority to regulate legal matters”, which is the subject of Schmidt's
Law (Bilten Ustavnog suda Bosne i Herzegovine 2022). This decision
is considered by the RS as a direct violation of Articles 3.3 and 3.5% of
the BH Constitution.

As a response to the actions of the High Representative and the
Constitutional Court, at the end of December 2022, the National Assembly
of the Republic of Srpska passed the Law on Immovable Property Used
for the Functioning of Public Authorities (Ciry>x0enu rmacHuK PemyOmmke
Cprcke 16/23,2023). In March 2023, the Constitutional Court of Bosnia
and Herzegovina issued a decision invalidating the law on immovable
property passed by the Assembly of the Republic of Srpska (Radio
Slobodna Evropa 2023a). In mid-March, Dodik warned that the Republic
of Srpska would secede from Bosnia and Herzegovina if attempts to

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confiscate its property continued. He proposed unification with Serbia
into a single state. Having considered the attitude of the Constitutional
Court to be discriminatory toward the Serbs, the People’s Assembly of
the Republic of Srpska called on the Serbian members to withdraw from
its work and thereby make it illegal (Tanjug 2023).

Since HR Schmidt did not have the approval of the UN Security
Council, the National Assembly of Republic of Srpska decided on June
21 to pass a law by which the decisions of the High Representative are
considered invalid on its territory (Hapogna ckynmTuna PemyGnuke
Cpricke, 6p. 02/1-021-696/23 2023). Six days later the Constitutional
Court also lost its legitimacy, when the National Assembly of the
Republic of Srpska decided to pass a law that would not apply the
decisions of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and Herzegovina until
the Parliamentary Assembly of Bosnia and Herzegovina passed a
new law on the Constitutional Court. The essence of the law is that it
requires a fairer attitude towards the rights of the Serbian people. In
addition, the law exempts from criminal responsibility all persons who
had to respect the decisions of the Constitutional Court of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, and the institutions of Republic of Srpska provided them
with protection (Haponna ckynmruna Penybnuke Cprcke, 6p. 02/1-
021-726/23 2023). On July 1 the HR prevented the entry into force of
the Law on Amendments to the Law on publication of laws and other
regulations on the territory of the Republic of Srpska (Kanuenapuja
Bucokor npencraBauka 2023a) and suspended the law that refers to the
decision not to apply the decisions of the Constitutional Court on the
territory of RS (Kanuenapuja Bucokor npeacraBHuka 2023b).

On this occasion, the US State Secretary Blinken stated that the
RS is undermining the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, as well as the decisions of the High Representative, which
Dodik and Srpska are violating (Al Jazeera Balkans 2023). For this reason,
on July 31, the State Department decided to impose sanctions against
four officials of the Republic of Srpska (Milorad Dodik, President, Nenad
Stevandic¢, President of the National Assembly, Radovan Viskovi¢, Prime
Minister, and Zeljka Cvijanovié, Serbian member of the Presidency of
Bosnia and Herzegovina). They are accused of destroying the legal order,
the Dayton Agreement, the Constitution, sovereignty, and territorial
integrity of Bosnia and Herzegovina. It was especially pointed out that
the High Representative has the right to be the “supreme authority for the
interpretation of the Dayton Agreement”, and that Dodik, after signing

the decree on the entry into force of these laws on July 7, violated the
constitution (U.S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2023a).

At the beginning of July, the Prosecutor’s Office of Bosnia and
Herzegovina formed a team of three prosecutors who launched an
investigation against Dodik, the president who signed the decree on
the disputed laws, and Milo$ Luki¢, acting director of the RS Official
Gazette, where the laws were published on July 9 (Cnyx6enu rmacHuk
Peny6nuke Cpricke, 6p. 60 2023; Radio Slobodna Evropa 2023b). On
September 9, the Prosecutor’s Office of B&H filed an indictment against
Dodik and Luki¢. They were accused of violating Article 203 of the
Criminal Code because they did not respect the decisions of the High
Representative, which blocked the adoption of the two aforementioned
controversial laws (Tuzilastvo BiH 2023). The trial started on October
15, 2023. In November 2023, a draft of the new Law on the immunity
of officials of the Republic of Srpska was drafted, according to which
any official can refer to this law if criminal or civil proceedings are
initiated “as a consequence of not respecting the dignity of the High
Representative” (Article 8) (Paragraf 2023).

In the BH Federation, the leader of the Croatian Democratic
Union, Dragan Covié, asked to discuss the adoption of the new electoral
law, to prevent the possibility of Bosniaks electing a Croatian member
of the Presidency. On the other hand, Dodik demanded the adoption of
the law on the Constitutional Court and the removal of foreign judges,
who as a rule always voted against the Republic of Srpska (Al Jazeera
Balkans 2024). The High Representative Schmidt demanded that the
new electoral law requested by the Croats be adopted, and warned that
in another case, he would impose an electoral law. On January 3, 2024,
Dodik warned that the RS itself will pass an election law according to
which the election commission of this entity will control the municipal
and republican elections, while the elections for the Presidency and the
House of Representatives of Bosnia and Herzegovina will be under the
jurisdiction of the federal election commission (CIK BIH) (RTS 2024).

Political representatives of the ruling parties of Serbs, Croats,
and Bosniaks met on January 18 at Dodik’s private estate in Laktasi,
where they negotiated the way to change the electoral law and three laws
required by the EU. Croat leader Covi¢ requested that the electoral law
be changed so that the political representative of Croats in the Presidency
is elected if he receives a majority of votes in three of the five cantons
where Croats have a majority, to prevent Bosniaks from electing their
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representative. It was announced that significant progress has been made
in passing the laws and that a final agreement will be reached in February
(Radio Slobodna Evropa 2024). Of course, the SDA as the largest Bosniak
opposition party, which for a long time used the electoral law to elect a
Croatian member of the Presidency, sent strong protests (Danas 2024).

External factors

Further differences between the entities came concerning the
presidential elections in Montenegro (Jakov Milatovi¢ was seen by
Bosniaks as a “Serbian” man, while the RS supported the changes in
Montenegro (Deutsche Welle 2023a), the commemoration of the day of
martyrdom of the Serbs in the Jasenovac camp on April 23 (when Dodik
warned that in the case of continuing to promote the policy that denies
the Republic of Srpska, it should become a single state together with
Serbia), the NATO membership (when Dodik was accused for separatist
statements that undermine the Euro-Atlantic integration of Bosnia and
Herzegovina (U.S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2023b) and the state of property
law when the US supported the decision of the Constitutional Court
of Bosnia and Herzegovina that state property does not belong to the
entities, but to the federal authorities (U.S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2023c).

Further radicalization and disparity of RS with other entities came
with Dodik’s visits to Hungary in May 2023 (CPHA 2023) and Orbans’s
return visit in June (Deutsche Welle 2023b) when he supported Dodik.
Dodik also visited Moscow on May 24, when he met Putin, which was
badly received by Western leaders (U. S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2023d).
The crisis in Northern Kosovo that started with elections of Albanian
mayors into municipalities in the north of Kosovo without Serbian
participation led to the unilateral Bosniak Defense Minister Zukan
Helez’s decision to allow American B-1B bombers to fly over cities in
Bosnia and Herzegovina, including RS (Sputnik Srbija 2023a). The US
Ambassador Murphy spoke only a few days before this action, about
the need to respect territorial integrity and sovereignty (U. S. Embassy
in Sarajevo 2023e), but the RS leadership was not satisfied with these
explanations (Sputnik Srbija 2023b). Activities of the RS and Dodik in
2023 were seen by the US as “undercutting national institutions” and

“undermining the federation’s constitutional order” as well as “increasing
interethnic tensions” by divisive and inflammatory rhetoric, and “limiting
the freedoms of assembly and expression” (U.S. Department of State n.d.).
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However, on January 8, 2024, the day before the state holiday of the
RS, American military envoy Eric Adams was admitted to an urgent visit
to Defence Minister Helez, who, without the approval of the Presidency
of BH, permitted two American planes to fly over Banja Luka, as he had
done six months earlier (RTRS 2024a). The American Embassy in Sarajevo
immediately announced that the military exercises were “allegedly” taking
place in the region of Tuzla and Brcko, cities very far from Banja Luka,
which was by no means true. The next day, it was announced that January
9 is considered an unconstitutional holiday according to the decision of
the Constitutional Court because it discriminates against other peoples
in the RS, and therefore the authorities in this entity must comply with
this decision (U.S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2024a). Tensions between the
RS and the U.S. administration continued and reached a climax just two
months later. On March 13, the US Embassy conveyed the decision of the
Ministry of Finance in Washington to impose sanctions “against officials
of the Republic of Srpska for violating the Dayton Peace Agreement”
(U.S. Embassy in Sarajevo 2024b).

The European Commission recommended to the Council of the
EU on November 8§, 2023, to start accession negotiations with Bosnia and
Herzegovina, after it has achieved the necessary criteria for membership
in this organization. In December, the EU discussed the beginning of
negotiations for the admission of new members. Bosnia and Herzegovina
was told that it must adopt three new laws by March and the meetings
of state leadership took place for several times but without productive
outcomes.

CONCLUSION: POSSIBLE OUTCOMES
FOR THE REPUBLIC OF SRPSKA

Political changes in Bosnia and Herzegovina that have occurred
since 1995, especially following the onset of the war in Ukraine in February
2022, have produced two completely opposite processes. On one hand,
there is an intention to centralize the country and abolish the entities
and, on the other, there are actions in the direction of RS independence.
The activities of the Constitutional Court and the High Representative,
or at least the RS interpretation of these institutions’ intentions, have
led RS to begin questioning its position within the state of Bosnia and
Herzegovina and to initiate a process toward “peaceful separation”, or the
creation of its own statehood. The extension of these outcomes might be
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the willingness of RS to unite itself with Serbia. The opposition between
two radical outcomes for RS — abolition or independence — in the face
of more pressure from federal institutions towards the federalization of
the country, is sure to cause new instabilities and political conflicts in
Bosnia and Herzegovina in the coming years.

Besides the activities of the federal institutions, the Western
countries initiated an action on the adoption of the Resolution on the
genocide in Srebrenica before the UN General Assembly, which greatly
affected the entire RS entity and was interpreted as an attempt to disqualify
the very existence of the entity. At the end of April and during May 2024,
a strong diplomatic action was launched by Germany, the USA, Turkey,
Rwanda, Great Britain, and other Western countries to pass the United
Nations Security Council Resolution on the genocide in Srebrenica (Al
Jazeera Balkans 2024b). Since it was impossible to win in the Security
Council, due to the opposition of Russia and China, the Western countries
initiated a vote in the General Assembly of the United Nations where
a half-majority of the countries present could make a decision (United
Nations-UN News 2024; United Nations-Meetings Coverage and Press
Releases 2024). The resolution was adopted with 84 votes in favor, 19
against, and 68 abstentions, while 22 states did not vote at all (UN GA
2024). After the resolution was passed, an even greater division arose in
Bosnia and Herzegovina regarding the future development of relations
between constituent peoples and the future of the state. One of the
statements that caused a lot of controversy was made by the Minister
of Defence Helez, who suggested abolishing the Republic of Srpska
and dividing it into two parts, thus integrating it into a unitary state
of Bosnia and Herzegovina (Novi Glas 2024). Helez reiterated similar
claims in mid-June in a press statement, where he again floated the idea
of dividing Srpska into two cantons (Eastern Bosnia and Herzegovina
and Northern Bosnia). However, this time he also elaborated on future
actions, proposing that authorities in Sarajevo submit an application to the
United Nations to prevent RS from continuing to use that name after the
resolution is adopted. He also warned that Serbs in this entity could face
a fate similar to Serbs expelled from Croatia during Operation Storm in
1995 (RTRS 2024b). Dodik immediately warned that he would initiate a
process of “peaceful separation” from BH, aiming to eventually declare
independence for the entity of RS. This decision stems from constant
challenges to its name, jurisdiction, and constitutionally guaranteed rights
(ITonuuka 2024). However, the US Embassy in Sarajevo immediately
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issued a warning that any initiation of this process would lead not to
the independence of the entity, but to the abolition of the Republic of
Srpska (Al Jazeera Balkans 2024c). Additionally, HR Schmidt declared
himself “the guarantor of the existence of the Republic of Srpska and
the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina,” which is also something that
diminishes the sustainability and sovereignty of the RS (OHR 2024a;
Al Jazeera Balkans 2024a). On March 29, the National Assembly of the
Republic of Srpska passed a draft new election law, according to which
the Republican Election Commission of this entity is responsible for
all election processes for all levels, entity and federal (45 MPs in favor,
eleven abstained, none against). Schmidt’s decisions on the electoral law
were declared null and void, and was also demanded that all his other
decisions were to be annulled within seven days (RTS 2024b). That the
so-called high representative’s office did not listen to the warnings was
evident from his decision on April 2 to issue a correction to the decision
on the Electoral Law. He changed only one article of this law which did
not change its essence (OHR 2024b). In a speech before the Parliament
on March 29, Dodik directly accused the representatives of the USA,
Great Britain, and Germany of acting to the detriment of the interests
of the Serbian people in BH, while the US held the position that “Dodik
stands in the way of Euro-Atlantic integration” and that the US will use
the means at its disposal to “respond to the anti-Dayton action” (U.S.
Embassy in Sarajevo 2024c¢). Besides the election law, which placed the
electoral process under the control of the entity’s Election Commission,
on April 19, the RS National Assembly adopted laws on the referendum
and citizens’ initiative, the law on the immunity of RS, and other laws.

The middle ground between these opposing outcomes for the RS
can be found in the return to the basic principles on which BH is formed
and the commitment of all parties to fix existing structures, internally and
externally, and preserve the Constitution and Dayton Peace Agreement
primarily on the grounds of consociative democracy and consensus of
all peoples in BH. The basic forces that call for the reform — the EU
integration and possible NATO membership — must be reconciled with
all three peoples if stability is to be achieved and unity maintained.

On June 8th, 2024 political representatives of Serbs from all former
Yugoslav countries gathered in Belgrade. At the All-Serbian Assembly,
as this gathering was named, it was decided to establish a National
Council of the Serbian People that will convene every two years to
discuss key national issues (Ilpeacennuk PC 2024). The Declaration on
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the Protection of National and Political Rights and the Common Future
of the Serbian People has been adopted, emphasizing the importance
of “national unity” of the Serbian people and rejecting any additional
qualifiers to the Serbian ethnic identity (such as Bosnian Serbs, etc.).
The declaration expressed the determination to join the EU, with an
emphasis that both Serbia and the Republic of Srpska seek to maintain
military neutrality. This means that Bosnia and Herzegovina must also
accept this reality due to the consociative system of the state. A new
national holiday for the Republic of Srpska has been established, which
aligns with Serbia’s holiday on February 15th. It was also noted that the
celebration of January 9th as the founding day of the entity will continue.
A common anthem for all Serbs (“Boze pravde”) has been established,
and there is an expressed commitment to preserving cultural institutions,
material, cultural, and other heritage important for national identity. This
Declaration also confirmed the desire of both Serbia and the Republic
of Srpska for the respect of the Dayton Peace Agreement, the need for
the preservation of the BH as a state composed of two entities, and the
special role of Serbia as one of the guarantors of the Peace Agreement.

The analysis of three outcomes for the RS — maintaining guaranteed
rights, abolition, or independence — was made according to the three
variables: relations with the Constitutional Court and the OHR, inter-
and intra-ethnic relations as well as activities of external actors. We
compared these variables before and after 2022 and the war in Ukraine.
The first variable showed the continuation of distancing of RS from
the federal institutions and OHR with the radical outcomes expressed
in the form of the withdrawal of judges and legal process against the
RS leadership, accompanied by the US sanctions. The second variable
showed the further alienation between the Bosniaks with Serbs and the
Croats and the rise of tensions among the political actors inside each
of ethnic group. The third variable showed the greatest involvement
and actions of external factors that contributed to the polarization and
radicalization of the possible outcomes for the Republic of Srpska and
the whole of Bosnia and Herzegovina. By examining how the war in
Ukraine since February 2022 affected these variables, we concluded
that it created more radicalized relations regarding all three variables
leading to even more instability in the future to come.

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Resume

The key issue of this paper is the scope of municipalities and
cities of AP Vojvodina in the participation of citizens when
planning local sustainable development. To find an answer
to this question, the importance of sustainable development
is explained first, its local dimension next, as well as the
necessity of citizen participation (electronic and traditional).
Then, a “surface” segment of the analysis was performed —
the state of local strategies in the APV area (their existence
and public availability) is analyzed, ie the tendency of
municipalities and cities of Vojvodina towards strategic
management and sustainable development. The second
segment of the analysis is deepened, focusing on the real
involvement of citizens in the creation and implementation of
local development documents, with a special focus on young
people (15-25 years of age) and their views on these issues.
The paper presents the research findings, i.e. the perception
of young people when it comes to involvement in local
affairs, sustainable development, and participation in general.
Although we live in an information age in which there are
technological, but also formal and legal conditions for citizen
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participation, it is still assessed as insufficient. Therefore,
the paper elaborates on the reasons for this situation and
offers guidelines for improving this area. Primary and
secondary sources were used in the paper. By analyzing
the documents, we obtained data related to the research
subject. It is primarily a qualitative analysis of primary data
sources, but also an analysis of domestic and foreign relevant
literature. Along with empirical research, an analysis of
existing studies in this area was performed. Therefore, the
method of analysis (descriptive and explanatory analysis)
and the method of synthesis were used, to understand the
complex whole based on the described and explained basic
concepts and processes.

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UNDERSTANDING THE THEORETICAL
THOUGHT OF NICCOLO MACHIAVELLI IN
THE WORK OF SLOBODAN JOVANOVIC

Resume

Slobodan Jovanovi¢ divides Niccolo Machiavelli’s life into
two distinct periods. The first explores Machiavelli’s life
and involvement in governance, while the second focuses
on the phase of his life marked by opposition to authority.
Two significant events influenced Machiavelli’s life and
political activities: the rise of Fra Girolamo Savonarola and
the military-political actions of Cesare Borgia in Romagna.
In The Prince Machiavelli serves as an intellectual tool
recommended by Machiavelli for future rulers. It was
written to guide and caution about the advantages and
disadvantages of ruling. Decisions and actions of those in
power should be based solely on rational grounds. Despite
being a republican by inclination, Machiavelli expressed
sympathy for the monarch as a military leader while holding
negative views on the monarch as a political actor and
decision-maker. Jovanovi¢ concludes that Machiavelli’s
theory reverts to an old understanding of the state as the
highest form of human association, abandoning the goals
championed by Christianity. By clearly defining the good,
though not ideal, ruler, Machiavelli presents his views on
various situations associated with state authority. Although
initially linwked to the political sphere, “Machiavellianism”
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has come to describe a general approach for those without
moral scruples in pursuing their ambitions.

The analysis begins
by referencing Plato’s critique of poetry in The Republic,
where he perceives literature as a mere imitation of reality,
inferior to the world of ideas. However, the manuscript
counters this view by emphasizing the significant impact
literary works have had throughout history in shaping
political ideas, social movements, and the destinies of
nations. The manuscript underscores how literature and
politics are mutually constitutive, with literature serving as
a reflection of the political context in which authors live and
create. It argues that through their works, writers provide
insights into historical epochs, helping readers understand
social changes and processes. Literature does not only
mirror the political environment but can also be an active
participant in shaping it, functioning as a cultural force that
socializes generations of citizens. Several examples from
Serbian and world literature illustrate how literary works
have influenced political realities. For instance, Stowe’s
Uncle Tom’s Cabin played a crucial role in shaping public

Writers often use fiction to delve into deeper
questions, employing symbolism, metaphors, and layered
narratives to express political ideas while leaving room for
diverse interpretations. This allows literature to remain a
potent force in political socialization, subtly shaping readers
beliefs and attitudes. The manuscript also addresses the
dynamic interplay between the socio-political environment
and literature, emphasizing how social circumstances
influence writers and the themes they explore. During
times of significant social change, such as the breakup of
Yugoslavia, Serbian literature has reflected and critiqued
the evolving political landscape, offering unique narratives
that resonate with the collective experiences of the people.
In conclusion, the manuscript asserts that literature, born
from a specific socio-political context, not only reflects the
realities of its time but also has the power to shape values,
ideologies, and perceptions of social order. Through its
rich and layered storytelling, literature invites readers to
critically examine societal norms, history, and ideological
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constructs, potentially altering their views and contributing
to the broader cultural and political discourse.
